CARRIAGE ROBES.

The fur robes used over the lap when
driving in wmidwinter have become most
luxurious articles. The latest uovelty in
robes for a lady’s coupe is not fur at all, but
feathers, as it is made entirely of ostrich
feathers stripped from their quils, and in
their natural gray and creamy white shades.
The price is %’,’3. Light-colored robes are
now most used inside carriages, while darker
ones are selected for the driver, though
there is nothing handsomer for a lady's car-
riage than the colored beaver robes
that so closely resemble seal-skin. Among
the fashionable light robes are natural bea-
ver, the long fleece of the white fox, and
red fox, and the wolverines ; the last are
especially popular this season, and in their
nicest shades look like the stone-marten fur
formerly so much worn; they cost from
$75 to $100.
