GASTORIA
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PART OF BOSTON HARBOR
FRONT SWEPT BY FLAMES

BOSTON, July 8 —Fanned by a brisk
rorth wind, a fire, believed to have
bten caused by spontaneous combus-
tion, swept nearly a quarter of a mile
of the harbor front of East Boston,
causing a property loss estimated®at $1,-
