THE LATEST TIRE.

Improvements in connection with the
construction of bicycles appurtenances
have not yet closed, although to the
casual observer it seems hardly possible
that the machine can be brought to a
greater pitch of perfection than it is|
at present.
to work their busy brains in search ot
inspirations, and during the year many
patents have been placed on the market.
Some have proved valuable, but the ma- |
jority have turned out to be worthless |
and impracticable. The tire of a bicycle |
seems to possess the most fascination for
latter day inventors, and certainly pre-
sents the widest scope for improvements.
The pneumatic, while rendening wheels
to which it is attached lighter, easler
and comfortable to ride, has many draw-
backs in the way of punctures and other
#ls to which it is heir. Here, however,
is an idea which ithe patentee declares
will obviate all these: It is & mew tire,
comsisting of a closed rubber Ytube, filled
wigh hollow balls of the same diameter
a¥ the internal diameter of the tube.
These balls are vulcanized and inserted
in the tube during the process of manu-
facture.. It is said that additional elas-
tieity and rigidity is imparted to the
tire by the insertion of these hermetically
sealed balls, and as each ball is an
independent cushion, it would reqguire the
puncture of several to make the tire
useless; ‘whereas, in the present style of
tire one puncture menders the whole use-
less until it is repaired.

TORONTO NOT BENEFITED.

Mr.: and Mrs. T. G. Blackstock and Mrs.
George Gooderham, of Toronto, are journeying
via Vancouver to San Francisco. Mr. Black-
stock is one of the best known lawyers in
Ontario. In conversation with a reporter,
which drifted into the snbject of Toronto’s’
goodness, Mr. Blackstock said: “I am afraid!

Love of country had furnished in all
ages, and in every land, a fruitful theme
for poets; orators, and momlk'.sts. Many
pages of history are ¥ tmten, many
have grown dim the lapse of centur-
{es, bt the mames of those great ones
who. had repelled the ‘nvader and'freed
_their country from the oppressor's yoke,
or. who had perished n thé attempt,
shine with a lustre which is'but enhanced
by time. The average man of to-day (s,
as a rule, too occupied with more prac-
tical concerns to réemember much he may
have learned of the classical mations of
antiquity. In regard to_ghe pokiiics, arts
and idterature of the Athenians, for ex-
ample, thany of us, I am afrald, have
grown somewhat rusty. ~‘Dhe very names
of itheir statesmén, poets, and phtlosoph-
ers may have become unfamiliar, to be
recalled with an_ effort, and then only
ina vauge and ‘mtermittent fashion. But
wha s there who has not heard of M:li-
ttades, who Oventhrew whe Persian hosts
at Marathon, or of Leonidas, who, with
his band of gallant Spartans, laid down
their lives at Thérmopylae? S0, too,
tihough we may not be .able to pass an
examination in Horace, or acerutely to
define the powers and fumctions of the
Roman. Senalte, , the story .of Horatius,
who manfully defended the brxige of old,
of Curt’us, who leaped Into the chasm4
which yawned, to Teceive e, of
Cinginatus, . who Jeft. the plougb 1o lead
the forcesvof TMis  counkry, remm,n,ever
fresh in our memory, Nor IS our ad-
miration for brave men confined to those,
of classical antiquity, or, to the great
ones I have tioned. What Sco n
is there whose heart does not glow with-
‘n him _at the mention of “Wallace or of
Bruce? Whait Englishiman 'who does not
recall with pride Crecy, Agincourt, Blen-
heim, and Wiaterloo? Who can hear
unmoved tHé marvellous story of ' the
Maid of Orleans? Every country has its
roll of heroes, and Canada forms no ex-
cention to the geperal rule for wards
of two centuries after its occupation by
Europeans Canada continued (to' resound
with the clash of arms. French con-
tended agalmst Indian, British against
French, and - American against British.
When, in 1610, the gallant adventurer,
Champlain tracked the Iroguois to his
lair, and bearded the 'savage power of
that feroocious confederacy, :he. entered
upon a contest which was dgptined to
endure, in one form or another, untii the
oventhrow of Pontiac, late dn ithe suc-
ceeding century, proclﬂf_meq the  final
doom wof jthe aboriginal race. Scarcely
had Canada passed under British mile
than the original British colomies revolt-
ed from itheir allegiance and assented
their independence, = The outbreak of the
revoluttonary war found Great Britain
unprepared for ithe emerngency. The
few' Buttish regulars at that time in
America, , were immediately . surrounded,
afid rendered incapable of dotng . more
than aecting on the defensive. ' Embold-
ened by rtheir success, Congress deter-
mined 4o carry the war into Canada. The
fatlure of their designs upon Canada ¢n
1775 Jong rankiled in ithe American breast,
a feeling which the strained .relations be-
tween the two countries d&/d much to ag-
gravate, This ill-will was artfully stimu-
lated by Napoleon Bonaparte, whose
policy it long had feen to embroil
America with ‘England. When ghat Im-
perial brigand issued his-Berkn and Milan
decrees, by which ‘he assumed ito  block-
ade the British isles, corresponding acts
of nigor were judged necessary by the
English Governmént, which by a series-
of orders-in-council prohibrted ships sail-
ing under @& meutral flag from going to
France until they had previously touch-
‘ed at a British port. This interdiction,
and the right of search, asserted and
exercised by ithe British, was strenuously
resisted by the Amerieans. Reprisals
followed and at length it became nec;
sary for the Unitied States to take sides
with France or BEngland. ' Dazzled by
the meteoric splendor of Napoleon, even
then, though ihey did not kmow it, on
the wane, they judged 'their -wisest
policy to be that which their embittered
feelings towards the Mother Land promp-
ited hem to take. Accordingly, on ‘the
18th. June, 1812, Congress declared war
against England. ' The exposed position
of ihis pountry presented an oppdrtunity
of which the Amerféans were not slow
to ‘take advantage. < An' immediate in-
vasgion of 'Canada was decided upon, the
plan of wttack being to strike the fron-
tier at the ‘Detnoit riwer, Niagara, and
Montreal, and thus, by a three-fold par-
tition, to secure an-easy redudtion of the
country.-  Mr. Haggart gave a:comeise
account of the war of 1812-4; already des-
cribed in these columns, dwelling upon
the various engagements untill the ter-
mination of the hestilities. In conciud-
ing, he gave an outline of the main in-
cidents of tthe war-of 1812. The great-
est lesson they teach us is that of nat-
ional confidence and self-reliande. We
Canadians are men of good-w:ill; we pro-
voke .no quarrels, we seek no militany
renown, ‘and most of all do we desire to
live on good terms with our  neighbors
to the South. But while cultivaiting the
arts of peace, det us never worget that
the blood of our fathers flows in our
ve'ns, and lthat wheéere they succeeded it
behooves us mot to fall shonmt. Eighity
vears ago the population of Canada did
not much exceed 300,000 souls, while the
United Btates numbered seven and a
half milliohs.
