England’s wheat area was diminished 

!>y 510,000 acres, or over 26 per cent, last 
> . ar, while at the riame time the num­
ber of pigs was increased half a million, 
or 21 per cent. It is evidently that the 
country cannot profitably produce its 
own breadstuffs, but no reason lias yet 
been found for the turn toward pork.

King Humbert having conferred the 
collar of the order of the Annunziata. on, 
the Mikado’s uncle, the Osscrvatore Ro­
mano points out that by the statutes of 
the order he should “swear to defend 
the Holy Catholic church and the Sov­
ereign Pontiff of Rome." The ,Grand 
Collars are called cousin by the King.

Free argon and helium have, new been 
found in the sulphurous waters of 
springs in the Pyrenees at La Raillere 
and Bois. The gases were introduced by 
M. Bouchard into a Plucker tube con­
taining magnesium wire, and when sub­
jected to the silent discharge of elec­
tricity combined with the magnesium. 
He says that they combine with plati­
num in the same way.

Mushrooms grow in immense quanti­
ties in the Russian forests, the inhabi­
tants in some places existing; entirely 
by selling them. Kargopol, in Olonetz, 
sends, yearly 5,000 poods (180,000 lbs.) of 
mushrooms to St. Petersburg. The vari­
eties are many. With one form, the 
mukhomor, the native tribes of Siberia 
intoxicate themselves; an infusion from 
it has a stupefying effect like that of 
opium or hasheesh.

Tunnelling through the Simplon will 
begin early next year: There will be 
two parallel tunnels, each 66,000 feet, or 
about 121-2 miles long, 57 feet apart, and 
connected at intervals of 225 feet. They 
will be 15,000 feet longer than the St. 
Gothard, and 21,000 feet longer than the 
Mont Cenis tunnels, but will be 1*500 feet 
lower than, the two others, which will, 
diminish the working expenses. It is 
expected that the work will be complet­
ed in five years and a half, three years 
less time, that is, thgji waa required for 
the St. Gothard. The estimated cost Is 
$11,000,000.

The average man of to-day is, 
as a rule, too occupied wOtih m-ore prac­
tical concerns to remember much he may 
have learned of the classical nations of 
antiquity. In regard tojjhe po-Wtics, arts 
and literature of the Athenians, for ex­
ample, many of us, I am afraid, have 
grown somewhat rusty. The very names 
of thetir statesmen, poets, and philosoph­
ers may have become unfamiliar, to be 
recalled -with an effort, and then only 
in a vauge and intermittent fashion. But 
who is there who has not heard of Mili­
tia des, who overthrew (the Persian hosts 
at (Marathon, or of Leonidas, w-ho, with 
his band of gallant Spartans, laid down 
their lives at Thermopylae? So, too, 
though we may not be able to pass an 
examination In Horace, otr accru tel y to 
define the powers and functions qf the 
Roman Senate, the story of Horatlius, 
who manfiïUÿ defended tihe bridge of o-ld, 
of Curfcius, Who leaped into the chasm • 
which yawned to receive Rome, of 
Clnctnatus, Who teflt.tthe plough to lead 
tihe forcesx of his country, remain ever 
fresh in our memory. Nor is our ad­
miration for brave men confined to those, 
of cŒasslcal antiquity, or to the great 
ones I (have mentioned. What Scotsman 
is there whose -heart does no_t glow with­
in him at tihe mention of Wallace or of 
Bruce? W-hat Englishman who does not 
recall wi-bh pride Crecy, Agincourt, Blen­
heim, and Waterloo? Who can hear 
unmoved the marvellous story of the 
Maid of Orleans? Every country has its 
roll of heroes, and Canada forms no ex­
ception to the general rule for upwards' 
of two centuries after its occupaxio-n by 
Europeans Canada continued (to resound 
with tihe clash of arms. French con­
tended against Indian, British against 
French, and American against British. 
When, in 1610, the ga-Mantt adventurer, 
Champlain tracked tihe Iroquois .to hüs 
lair, and -bearded tihe savage power of 
Oh at .ferocious confederacy, he entered 
upon a contest whfleh was dgpbined to 
endure, in one form or another, until the 
overthrow o«f Pontiac, late in tihe suc­
ceeding century, proclaimed -the final 
doom of Ibhe aboriginal race. Scarcely 
had Canada passed under British rule 
than the original British colonies revolt­
ed from tiheir allegiance and asserted 
their (independence. The outbreak of the 
revolutionary war -found Great Britain 
unprepared for tihe emergency, 
few British regulars alt tihat time in 
America . were Immediately surrounded, 
àtiüï tendered Incapable of doing more 
tlian acting on .the defensive. . Embold­
ened by tiheir success, Congress deter­
mined «to carry tihe war into Canada. The 
failure of tiheir designs upon Canada in 
1775 ilong rankled in tihe American breast, 
a feeling which the strained reflations be­
tween the tiwo -countries did much to ag­
gravate. This Ill-will was artfully stimu­
lated by Napo-leon Bonaparte, whose 
policy it long had been to embroil 
America with England. When that Im­
perial brigand Issued bis -Berlin and Milan 
decrees, by which he assumed to block­
ade 'the Brttfdh -i-sles, corresponding acts 
of rigor were Judged necessary by the 
English Government, which by a series 
of orders-in-council prohibited ships sail­
ing under a neutral flag from going to 
France until they had previously touch- 
*ed at a British port. This interdiction, 
and the right of search, asserted and 
exercised by tihe British, was strenuously 
resisted by tjhe Americans, 
followed and at length it became neces­
sary for the Unltie-d States to take sides 
with France or England. Dazzled by 
•the meteoric spEbendor of Napoleon, even 
then, though they did not know it, on 
•the wane, they Judged tiheir wisest 
pollicy .to toe tihat which -tiheir embittered 
feedings towards tihe Mother Land promp­
ted fifoem to take. Accordingly, on the 
18th. June, 1812, Congress declared war 
against England. The exposed position 
of tihis country presented an opportunity 
of which the Americans were not slow 
-to take advantage. An Immediate in­
vasion of Canada was decided upon, the 
plan of attack toeing to strike the fron­
tier at the Detroit river, Niagara, and 
Montreal, and tih-us, by a three-fold -par­
tition, to secure an easy reduction of tihe 
country. -Mr. Hoggant gave a concise 
account of the war of 1812-4, already des­
cribed in ithese -ooflumns, dwelling upon 
the various engagements until -the ter­
mination of tihe hostilities. In conclud­
ing, he gave an outline of the main in­
cidents of - tihe war of 1812. The great­
est -lesson they teach us is that of nat­
ional! confidence and self-reliance. We 
Canadians are men of good-will; we pro­
voke no quarrels, we seek no military 
renown, and most of all do we desire to 
live on good -terms with our neighbors 
to the South. But while cuItivaJttng the 
arts of peace, let us never forget that 
the blood of our fathers flows in our 
veins, and (that where they succeeded it 
behooves us not to fall shout. Eighty 
years ago the population of Canada did 
noit much exceed 300,000 souls, while the 
United States numtoered seven and a 
hoJf millions. The relative proportions 
torday are more favorable to us than 
they were then. The race -has not de­
generated, and should occasion unhappily 
arise, ,we owe it to o-ur past that we 
prove ourselves worthy of our great 
traditions, and jfi-needa toe to repeat the 
lessons of Queenstown, Ohateauguay, 
and Ohry&ler’s Farm. (Lcyid cheers.)

A modification of the decimal system 
for the division of time and angles is 
proposed by M. de Sarranton in the 
Revue Scientifiques.

5th sent oase.^’ Lord Sackville here de­
liberately States 'that Lord Granville, 
upon tihe representations of Lord 
Spencer, the Lord Lieutenant of Ireland, 
and lately in Lord Rosebery’s Cabinet, 
telegraphed tihe First Assistant .Secretary 
of State, saying tihat his, Lord Sack- 
ville’s, life was In danger and asking for 
protection.

In order to gain the Irish vote for his 
election.” He notes Mr. Blaine’s defeat 
wtith not greatly repressed exultation and 
says that toe looked hopefully to the 
new Democratic administration and Mr. 
Bayard. The latter, he says, deprecated 
to him “the influence which the Irish 
party had obtained in the constituencies 
and expressed himself as determined not 
to allow his action to be dictated by t-t.” 
Lord Sackville then reviewed ait length 
the negotiations over the Bering Sea, 
question and asserted tihat neither Eng­
land nor the 'Dominion could get justice 
because the “Government dared not in­
terfere wfith tihe Alaska Fur Co., which 
corporation Was rich and influential in 
both houses of Congress.” Lord Sack- 
vi-lle quotes à conversation wltih Mr. Bay­
ard, of which he made a minute at the 
time, in which the latter said tihe “Irish 
vote had now become e great factor In 
American politics and he might tell me 
that the word British prefixed to any 
political commercial question was suf­
ficient to create enmity towards Eng­
land.” Lord Sackville treats of events 
prior to (Mr. Cleveland’s renomdnation in 
1888. “rt was necessary for him to show 
himself more anti-English than his op­
ponents.” He then quotes

THE MURCHISON LETTER 
and his reply which he refers to as “in­
cautious” both of which to his amaze­
ment were published in tihe New York 
Tribune, the organ of the Republican 
party on Oat., 22, 1888. He learned from 
private sources that no such person as 
Muchlston existed. The “excitement 
over” the Sackville incident, as It was 
called, became farc!a1. He was carica­
tured. He saw -Mr. Bayard four days 
before the election and J&e Secretary 
cordially accepted by an expression of 
regret What had occurred. “When, how­
ever, I saiw Mr. Bayard fhe following 
day, he said the matter toad become ser­
ious. Great interests depended up tih: 
re-election of Mr. Clevete-nd and he could 
not ignore the injurious effect Which my 
letter had had upon a certain faction, 
the vote of which was necessary for the 
success .of I tihe democratic candidate.” 
He saw a copy of a telegram from the 
State department to (Mimister Phelps ac­
cusing him of “political cowardice.” He 
took -this offensive telegram to Mr. Bay­
ard, saying he Considered it a personal 
Insult. (Mr. Bayard was ‘‘embarrassed 
and confused and at last said that he 
knew nothing of any such telegram hav­
ing been sent. He was furnished with a 
copy of the foMoswing telegram received, 
by a member of the cabinet from • the 
Democratic National committee In New 
York: “Does the President know (that
the Irish vote is slipping out of our 
hands because of diplomatic shdlly-shally- 
ing. See Larnont (tihe President’s secre­
tary and chtief wire-puller)

Accordingly he received his passport that 
afternoon.

THE LATEST TIRE.

Improvements in connection with the 
conatructioai of bicycles appurtenances 
have not yet closed, although to tihe 
casual observer it seems (hardly possible 
that the machine can be brought to a 
greater pitch of perfection than It is 
at present: Still, inventors will continue 
to work their busy brains In search of 
inspirations, and during the year many 
patents have been placed on the market. 
Some have proved valuable, tout the ma­
jority have turned out to be worthless 
and impracticable. The tire of a bicycle 
seems to possess the most fascination for 
latter day inventors, and certainly pre­
sents tihe widest scope for Improvements. 
The pneumatic, while rendering wheels 
to which it is attached lighter, easier 
and comfortable to ride, has many draw­
backs in the way of punctures and other 
ills to which it, is beiir. Here, (however, 
is an idea which the patentee declares 
will obviate all these: It Is a new tire, 
(xwslsting of a closed rubber \ube, filled 
with hollow bails of the same diameter 
as the internal diameter of the tube. 
These balls are vulcanized and inserted 
in the tube during the process of manu­
facture. It is said -that additional elas­
ticity and rigidity is imparted to tihe 
tire by the insertion of these hermetically 
sealed balls, and as each ball is an 
independent cushion, it would require the 
puncture of several to make tihe tire 
useless; whereas, in -the present style of 
tire one puncture renders the whole use­
less until it is repaired.
