Race 
hatred intensified by shocking op­
pression in past generations has sur­
vived in Ireland, among races both 
of which are white, and in Poland, 
because the conquering race feels it 
so deeply, or its irritating, variant, 
race contempt ; but it has died away 
in Brittany, it has no existence in 
Switzerland, and in America the des­
cendants of Dutch Patroons, who 
were shamefully wronged ns to 
their property, ■ are the most pa­
triotic of American citizens, and may 
give the next President to the United 
States. Race hatred, unless revived 
every moment by difference of color, 
is an evil luxury, which, if the vic­
tors are free from it, the vanquished 
soon learn to forego. We are not 
much hated by those among us who 
by origin are Germans (Mr. Gos- 
chen) Dutch (Lord Reay), or French. 
(Mr. Labouchere), who swarm in 
our markets, in our factories, in 
our army, and in our very Legisla- 
ture.
