hev city is left about as slow as Halifax is
duying the gession of the Local Govern-
ment. Owing to the adjourning of the
House for a week many of the %1 Ps,
left tor their homes or the homes of their
friends. Quite a number of Maritime
Province members took advantage of this
recess, and with free passes over the rail-
ways in their pockets started for {heir
respective constituencies, The Senate
did not take a holiday. At the best of
times this body has a continual holiday
from the first day of the session until the
session closes again, so for the sake of ap-
pearance they kept righton with their
work, Their time has been for the most
part taken up in divorce causes, several
of which are 10 come up in the Senate
during the present session,

On Wednesday last the House again
begun active work, The principal busi-
uess taken up was in reference to better
communication between Prince Edward
Island and the mainland. The subwa
scheme does not appear to “take” with
themembers from the “tight little island"
and is looked upon as more of an elec-
tion dodge than a reality, What is wunt
ed isa better and safer steamer than the
Northern Light, and this is about what the
six members from theIsland think will
fill the bill—seeing that they have an ad-
ditional $20,000 subsidy voted this ses-
sion,

Mr Edgar introduced his bill to amend
the Dominion Election Act, referred to
in a previous letter, providing that bal-
lots be printed on t{nicker paper, that
election clerks and returning officers be
allowed to vote, and that only two per-
sons be allowed to vote on returning
oficers’ certificates at any one poll. Mr
Thompson, Minister of Justice, informed
the House that defects in the election law
had already been called to the Govern-
ment’s attention, and it was their inten-
tion to introduce a bill dealing with the
subject.

On a discussion held in regard to the
change in the tariff, Dr Borden contended
that it would be only fair that when
Ontario was relieved of tax on anthracite
coal the Maratime Provinces should be
relieved of the duty on bread-stuffs, The
Government intends to look into the
matter and perhaps before the session
closes Dr Borden will be made happy
and his constituents will be pleased {:y
the 5oc per barrel tax being removed.

Many people and some newspapers
contend that had Prince Edward [Esllnnd
sent a Conservative contingent to repre-
sent them in the Commous instead of a
solid Liberal one the $20,000 subsidy
would not have been given. At the re-
:Iucst of Mr Davies, Sir Charles brought
own for his edification the correspond-
ence between the Government of P. E.
Island and the Dominion Government
respecting this additional allowance,
The papers consist of a memorial and a
report of the Dominion Privy Council
recommending an additional allowance.
Three veasons are given for the recom-
mendation—that the Island owing to
its 1nsular position had received less
benefit than other provinces from the
Intercolonial and C. P. railways; that
the cost of these works had been greater
than was expected when the province
entered the Union, and the terms of
which P. E. Island entered the Union
were largely based on the estimates for
these two roads; and the province had
not received any benefit from the policy
of subsidizing local railways.
