The regular monthly meeting of the 
Council last evening was an unusually 
lengthy session and attended by much 
interesting discussion.

At the end of last month 
the bank overdraft was $14,530.73. 
Town Clerk Ford reported that since 
May 1st, $3600 had been collected on 
account of this year's taxes.

The Clerk was instructed to write the 
County Home and poor authorities of 
the county to see if arrangements can 
be made for the accommodation there oi 
certain cases chargeable to the town.

Concerning certain cases referred at a 
former meeting to the Poor Committee 
it was reported that the committee had 
not been able to present any suggestions 
for the solution of the problem faring 
them because of living conditions exist­
ing in the town.

Applications were received from H. K. 
Whidden and C. C. Hancock for per­
mission to erect gasoline tanks in front

Hold# Meeting at Kentville—W. H. 
Chase Tells of Good Work of Lon­

don Economic Council

By Representative Gathering of West­
ern Nova Scotia Sportsman

An important and representative gath­
ering of those interested in the preserva­
tion of game in Nova Scotia was held 
at Annapolis Royal on Friday after­
noon last. The meeting was opened by 
Dr. Leslie Eaton, of this town, and Dr.
W. B. Moore, of Kentville, an ardent 
sportsman, was appointed to the chair,
With Mr. A. G. Guest, of Wolfville, 
acting as secretary.

A cordial welcome to the town was 
given by Mayor Hawkesworth, after 
which the chairman explained the object 
of the meeting as being for the purpose 
of decussing the establishment of sanctu­
aries in the interests of the preservation 
of game.

J. A. Knight, Commissioner of Forests 
and Game, gave an address and told of 
the changes that had been made during 
the past twenty years, and gave statis­
tics as to the number of moose killed.
While opposed to a close season for 
moose he felt that the time had come 
when further protection is needed, and 
thought the most practical method 
would be the establishment of game 
sanctuaries.

The following resolution was moved 
by Mr. R. W: Tufts, seconded by Rev.
A. W. L. Smith, and passed unanimously:

"Whereas, owing to the increased 
efficiency of firearms, and the growing 
number of those who hunt, it is advisable 
to give greater protection to the wild 
life of the Province, be it therefore re­
solved that this convention approve of 
the setting apart df game sanctuaries 
by the Parliament of Nova Scotia, and 
that copies of this resolution be forward­
ed to the Provincial Government and 
the ntembers of the House of Assembly 
from the counties of Western Nova 
Scotia.”

Rev. Mr. Smith spoke of game sanc­
tuaries as a means of attracting tourists 
to our province, and Mr. Tufts and 
others presented various methods of 
prohibition, such as proper policing and 
other vital matters.

and Vegetable Inspector for the Domin­
ion Government.

The overseas market is shown to be 
the backbone of the apple-growing in­
dustry, approximately two-thirds of the 
last crop having, been shipped abroad, 
almost (entirely to British ports. The 
statement is:

isKENTVILLE, May 5.—At the meet­
ing of the Nova Scotia Shippers Associa­
tion held in Kentville, May 4th, W. H. 
Chase, who has recently returned from 
the other side, [gave a report on the inter­
views he had while in London with the 
members of the Economic Council.

The Economic Council has been form­
ed to devise ways and means of increas­
ing the trade m foodstuffs within the 
Empire. The British government 
voted 1,000,000 pounds for this use, 
quite a proportion of which is to be set 
apart for the apple industry. Mr. Chase 
pointed out that the total import of ap­
ples into Britain from all her dominions 
for the season 1923—24 was 2.104,480 
bbls. These figures are made up by con­
verting boxes into barrels at the rate of 
3 boxes to a barrel.. Of this quantity of 
2,104,480 bbls. Nova Scotia contributed 
1,251,774 bbls. That is, Nova Scotia 
shipped 399,068 bbls. more than all the 
other dominions combined including Cz>- 
tario and British Columbia. The sum­
mary of the shipments from the overseas 
dominions is as follows:
