SYNOPSIS OF
Coal Mining Regulations

Coal mining rights of the Dom-
inion, in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
Alberta, the Yuzon Territory, the
North-West Territory and British
Columbia, may be leased fora
term of twenty-one years ut an an-
ual rental of $1 an acre. not
more than 2,560 acres will be leae-
to one applicant,

Application for a lease must be

made tc the Agent or Sub-Agent |

of the district in'which the rights
applied for are situated.

In surveyed territory the land
must be described by sections, or
legal sub-divisions of sections, and
in unsurveyed territory the tract
applied for shall be staked out.

Each application must be ac-
companied by a fee of $5, which
will be refunded if the rights ap-
plied for are not available but not
otherwise. A royalty shall be paid
ov the merchantable output of the
mine at the rate of five cents per
ton,

Every lessee of coal mining
rights which are not being oper-
ated shall furnish the district a-
gent of Dominion Lands with a
sworn statement to that effect at
least once in each year.

The lease will include the coal
mining rights only, but the lessee
may be  permitted to purchase
whatever available surface rights
may be considered necessary for
the working of the mine at the rate
of $10 an acre.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

AN Y even numbered esection of Dominion

Lands in Manitoba or the North-west
Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not reserved, may
be homesteaded Ly any person who is the sole
head of a family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter section of 160
acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or inspection
must be made in Person by the applicant at the
oftice of the 1ocal Agent or Sub-pgent.

The homesteader is required to perform the
conditions ¢onnected therewith under one of
the following plane:

1 At least eix month’'s residence npon and
cultivation of the land in each year for three
years.

2 If the father (or mother, if the father is
deceased) of the homsteader resides upon a farm
in the vicinity of the land entered for the re-
quirements ae to regidence may be satiefied by
such person residing with the father or mother,

3 If the settler hae his permanent residence
n})on farming land owned by him in the vicinity
of his homestead, the requirements as to reei-
dence may be eatisfied by residence upon the
eaid land.

Six monthe’ netice in writing should be given
to the Commissiener of Dominion Lands at
Ottawa of intentiun to apply for patent.

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased
at $10 per acre for soft coaland $2Ofor
anthracite. - Not more than 320 acres
can be acquired by one individual or
company. Royalty at the rate of ten
cents per ton of 2000 pourids shall be
collected on the gross output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certiticate is
granted upon payment in advance of $5
per annum for an individual, and from
$50 to $100 per annum for 1 company,
accordingto capital.

A free miner having discovered miner-
eral in place may locatea claim 500 x
500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must ba expended on a
claim each year or paid to the mining
recorder in lieu thereof. When £500
has been expended or paid, the locator
may upon having a survey made, and
upon complying with other requirements
purchase the land at $1 per acre.

The patent provides for the payment
of a royalty of 2 1-2 per cent on the
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally
are 100 feet square; entry fee $5, re-
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases to
dredge for gold of five miles each for a
term of twenty years, renewable at the
discretion of the Minister of the Inter-
ior !

The lessee shall have a dredge in oper-
ation within one season from the date of
the lease for each five miles. Rental
$10 per annum for each mile of river
leased. Royalty at the rate of 2 1-2 per
cent collected onthe output after it ex-
ceeds $10,000.
