—The Canadian Pacific Railway haa 
reduced its freight rates from Aroostook 
county and commenced Monday to trans­
port potatoes from Houlton to Boston 
for 17£ cents per hundred pounds, and 
to Portland for 17 cents, The former 
rate was 21 cents This reduction is made 
owing to the flatness of the potato crop.

—Vermont claims the larges creamery 
in the world. It is at St. Albans. The 
building is three stories high, and has 9, 
000 square feet of floor surface. The 
first floor is used for receiving the milk 
separating the cream and churning: In 
the second story is the cream room, in 
which are ten tanks, with a capacity o 
600 gallons. Tube, salt and boxes are 
stored on the third floor. The milk of | 
12,000 cows is made into butter here, 10 i 
000 pounds of butter being the daily pro- j 
duct. A carload of salt is used by the 
creamery every two months. Sixty 
persons are employed, including a chem­
ist, whose business is to ascertain by 
tests how much the milk of the different 
herds is worth.

Death of Lord Lytton.

Lord Lytton,- the author of many 
literary works of real merit, and British 
Ambas«ador at Paris, died last week at 
his residence. He wrote under the 
name of Owen Meredith. The follow­
ing report of his death is given by the 
Londop Times through its correspon­
dent Blowitz:

“All the morning Lord Lytton had 
been writing verses in bed. The 
morphia taken to allay pain had doubt­
less inflamed his imagination, ana his 
mental activity seemed hourly increas­
ing. About 4 o’clock, just as Lady 
Lytton had entered the adjoining room 
and was taking off her cloak, Lord 
Lytton asked his valet to give him some 
carminative, a mixture which he took to 
allay pains m the side. He was still 
writing. The valet went for the mix­
ture, and, while turning to the window 
to pour out a dose, when he heard a 
slight noise, looked ar ound, and saw 
Lord Lytten dead. The ink was not 
dry on the sheet of paper, and the lait 
line was unfinished. Such a d eath waa 
characteristic—the poet struck down, 
pen in hand, after a morning in which 
the diplomatist had lis tened to the re­
port of the embassy secretary.”

Later Blowitz writes:—“I have had 
the melancholy satisfaction of looking 
on the mortal remains of Lord Lytton. 
The body lay on a plain iron bedstead, a 
crown of laurels placed at its head. 
Close at hand hand were a few books, 
among tkem a volume of Tennyson 
which he had been reading in the morn­
ing to Lady Lytton, and the sheet of 
paper on which he was writing at the 
moment of his death. I have never 
looked upon a dead face so impressive 
in its calm. It is that of a man who 
has done hie work and haa entered into 
eternity without fear.”

At Spitsbergen the lohgest day is 
three and one-half months.

At London, England, and Bremen, 
Prussia, the longest day has sixteen and 
one-half hours.

At Hamburg, in Germany, and Dant­
zig in Prussia, the longest day haa 
seventeen hours.

At Wardhury, Norway, the longest 
day lasts from May 21 to July 22, with­
out interruption.

At St. Petersburg, Russia and Tobolsk 
Siberia, the longest day is nineteen 
hours and the shortest five hours.

At Tornea, Finland, June 21 brings a 
day nearly twsinty-two hours long, and 
Christmas one less than three hours in 
length.

At New York the longest day is about 
fifteen hours long, aud at Montreal it is 
sixteen hours.
