IRISH PARLIAMENT j
IN SESSIOlil TODAY

Dublin, Aug. 22.—Secret sessions of 
the Irish Republican Parliament for 
the purpose of drafting the Sinn Fein 
reply to Great Britain’s peace pro­
posals, began here today.

The public meetings of’ that body 
last Tuesday and Wednesday and the 
conferences between Eamon De 
Valera and his colleagues since that 
time were believed to have laid the 
ground for the work of the Parlia­
ment and it seemed probable that 
leaders of the Sinn Fein would sub­
mit early In the secret sessions 
draft of the reply they would send to 
London. —

The presence of Harry J. Boland, 
who represented Mr. De Valera in the 
United States .after the Sinn Fein 
chief had returned to Ireland, was 
considered as important, as it was 
believed he would submit to the Par­
liament a report outlining his views 
on thé state of public opinion on the 
other side of the Atlantic.

There have been indications that 
a Certain amount of dissension has 
existed in the rank and file of the 
Dail members over the attitude to be 
taken toward the British offer of 
Dominion Status for Ireland, and it 

—appeared probable—today that many 
members would speak on the question 
before final decision was reached.

Opinions In Dublin:
Press comments by Dublin news- 

. papers would seem to reflect a desire 
on the part' of the Sinn Fein not 
utterly to reject the iBrittoh offer, but 
rather to obtain from Premier Ll^yd 
George a statement giving details of 
the government’s qffer.

Objections have been made that 
Ireland, because of her geographical 
position, would not be given the 
sort of Dominion government that is 
enjoyed by Canada or Australia, and 
It has been held that the Premier 
should <Y?flne his exact position ill 
this respect.

"The letter to Mr. De Valera from 
Premier Smuts, of South Africa, in 
wtitçh the Premier gave his construc­
tion V)f the British terms, has always 
been considered of great importance, 
and ttie newspapers have asked Mr. 
Lloyd George to signify his accep- i 
tance of qualification qf the views of 
the South African statesman.

Premier of Australia Believes 
Preliminary Conference 

Was a Necessity

-M.London, Aug. 22.—T$llia_ _ 
Hughes, Premier of Australia, inter­
viewed by the London Times on the: 
work of the recent conference of Do­
minion Premiers, expressed profound 
regret that the United Stated Govern-, 
ment had not seen its way clear to 
hold the suggested preliminary con­
ference with regard to disarmament 
and Pacific questions, “because clear 
ly it is useless to speak of limitation 
of naval armaments until one has re­
moved the reasons for naval rivalry 
and that means the reaching of a 
modus vivendi on the Pacific problems 
acceptable to the British Empire, 
Japan, the United States and China.’’’

"Frank discussion of the funda­
mental pofnts at issue between those 
two nations," Mr. Hughes continued* 
wouJd_ have cleared the way , for the 
main Washington conference- If a 
settlement of the Pacific question Is 
humanly possible it could have beeqf 
achieved at such a preliminary confer­
ence, but I think it is obvious that if 
no settlement was possible when the 
conference was* composed wholly of 
the powers directly interested, it 
would be hopeless to expect a settle­
ment by the much larger and more 
unwieldy body which will be assem­
bled at Washington.

"I need hardly tell you that this 
matter is of vital importance to Aus­
tralia, and I am convinced it would 
have been most helpful to the United 
States to have had the views of the 
Dominions put directly before her. 
The outlook and the ideals of Aus­
tralia are so nearly akin to those of 
the United States that she would be 
in the very nature of things most 
sympathetic to any views we might 
have advanced, and we, in our turn, 
would have been most ready to listen 
to all she had to say."

26,445 Returned Soldiers
