Tae despatches from
sources farnish information relative
to the Bombardment of Alexandria
by the British fleet—the first act of
a draméa which may lead to import-
ant results. There is not the shadow
of a doubt that the bombardment of
Alexandria was reluctantly entered
upon, and only when all other steps
had failed to effect a peaceful settle-
ment of the question at issue. It
was only a few days ago that Eng-
land was charged with cowardice by
sensational Jingoists who :furnish
that kind of stuff for papers like the
‘N. Y. Herald, because she did not
promptly bring her tremendous power
to bear against a puny and semi-bar-
barous foe when a few of her marines
were slaughtered by the followers of
Arabi Bey in the streets of " Alexan-
dria. Notwithstanding the taunts
‘of these sensational writers, who are
aided by the Russian papers in their
ridiculous efforts to prove that Eng-
land’s naval and military prestige is
on the wane, we venture the assertion
that it was a higher type of moral
courage which induced Admiral Sey-
mour to confine his actions within
the limit of his instructions, even
though his countrymen were being

.brutally murdered within a few hun-
dred yards of the magnificent fleet
under his command, than that which
would have led him to ignore his in-
structions, and in the emergency to
have promptly avenged the death of
the sailors—an act which might have
led to more serious consequences, and
to complications mere difficult of so-
lution than those which have already
arisen. Gladstone’s Cabinet deserve
credit for not rushing recklessly into
a conflict, choosing rather to exhaust
all honorable wmeans to effect a peace-
ful solution of the matter before en-
tering upon the opposite course, and
only unsheathing the sword when
this was absolutely necessary to sus-
stain the honor of a grea’ nation
whose supremacy on sea and land
has ever been acknewledged. The
prompt steps taken by the Gladstone
administration to maintain the honor
of England, and to defend her route
to India has drawn forth the appro-
val of Germany and Austria, but
bave af the same time created sur-
prise and disappointment among the
political oppenents of the party in
power, who seemed to entertain the
opinion that with Bright-and others
of the same school in the Cabinet,
war was almost an impossibility.
They hoped to defeat the Premier on
the Egyptian question. and so regain
place and power for themselves and
their friends. "The Jingo party—so-
called—seem to have made a mis-
take however, for in the Cabinet
there are evidently men who do not
fear to face a war when the necessity
arises—men whose high regard for
the honor of good old England weuld
not permit them to indulge in the
theoretical absurdity of  peace-at-
any-prie¢” when fighting is & stern
necessity—men of the newer Birm-
inghiam school, whose views clash
with those of the peace-loving Bright
1o so great an extent that he is re-
ported to have resigned his position
in the Cabinet on that account. In
France there appears to be dissatis-
faction of the most marked character
with reference to the bombardment.
It was of ceurse fully expeeted
that the French fleet would have par-
ticipated, and its unexpected with-
drawal from the point of danger at
the critica! moment has stung French
pride to the quick. The papers do
not say a great deal, but it is talked
of, (says one writer) sotto voce, with
deep exasperation. *‘ This is the
one grave point” says a Paris paper
of the 13th. ** War may be good
policy, but what can be said of a
policy that makes war manifestations
and makes off at the hour of combat ?”
The action of France looks suspici-
ous. to say the least, and it is just
probable that a rupture may occur
with that nation with reference to
the Suez Canal. England has a deep
interest in that great work, which
unites the waters of the Mediterran-
“ean with those of the Red Sea—the
Mediterranean debouchement being
at Port Said (at present occupied by
the British, and before which are
now stationed men-of-war as gnard-
ships to protect the Suez Canal
against possible destruction by the
rebellious Egyptian army) and the
termination at Suez, in the Red Sea,
a distance of 96 miles. *“The dis-
tance saved by the Canal in the
journey to India is nearly half that
by the Cape of Good Hope. That is
to say, while from the English Chan-
nel to Point de Galle in Ceylon by
the latter route is 11,650 miles, by
the Suez Canal it is 6,516,” a great
saving in distance, and one which
would be appreciated in event of any
trouble in India. This canal is of
the greatest importance to England,
furnishing as it does a route to India
and Australia, and which places her
in speedier communication thax for-
merly with the mighty colony of 250,-
000,000 subjects which she possesses
in India. England is financially in-

matter is among the probabilities of
the near future, and her action in
withdrawing from the bombardment
of Alexandria leaves room for the
suspicion that she is not as friendly
towards England as was anticipated,
her course exciting considerable com-
ment.

Whaat the result of the war entered
upon will be it is difficult to foresee ;
but as the nation with which we are
connected has entered upon the con-
flict when it was impessible to do
otherwise unless at the cost of her
honor, we have po doubt that a wise
and overruling Providence will bring
her safely out of the fight, with new
lustre and glory added to her already
glorious prestige.

Campbellton Items.

The Strawberry Festival under the
management of the ladies of the Pres-
byterian Church, was held in the Masonic
Hall on Saturday.

Our progressive post-master has sup-
plied his office with one hundred
Lock Boxes, for public use. The in-
troduction of these boxes will prove
very successful, and be a decided step
towards rapid delivery. We can now
afford to wait for a new post office.
Elections being over and our County
having again fallen into line in support
of the Governmeni, no hope that the
patronage which our political system
bestows upon the government supporter,
may reach us in due time. That there
is room for the judicious use of such
patronage, no one here can deny. Our
late representative having been unfor-
tunately in the cold shades of Opposi-
tion, for the past four years our County
has received no government aid. It is
well known that Campbellton Station,
for many reasons, ranks as one of the
chief on the I. C. Railway. A few
years ago our town enjoyed the advan-
tages derived frem the employmen!; ofa
goodly number of men at the Railway
Works located here. When a great re-
duection was made in those works, both
by the withdrawl of men and machinery,
our town’s-people felt that loss very
much. Our townat present has nothing
to look to, excepting those works, as a
means of employment. If the Govern-
ment were urged to restore these works
for the sake simply of supporting the
town, our claims upon them would be
poor indeed. We have higher and
strenger claims than these, The
necessities of the road demand them.
Work at present is carried on under
many disadvantages. What we demand
and have a right to expect, and which
we respectively urge upon our represen-
tative to press upon the attention of the
Government is that the I. C. R. Works
here be restored to their former useful-
ness and efliciency.

London, July 13.—The ¢ Daily Tele-
graph’s’ Alexandria correspondent says ¢ I
took an open boat and went close along the
shore. I found all the batteries destroyed
and the guns dismounted. An Arabian in-
formed me that many hundred persons were
killed between Adjemiand Alexandria. An
explosion occurred in the middle of the fort
killing everybody inside. The light house
will probably soon fall. The Arabsinform-
ed me that the noise of falling shells was
like thunder and they declared that hun-
dreds of people were killed in distant streets.
They stated that the obstinacy of the de-
fence was owing to the batteries being man-
ned by negro Mohommedans. They esti-
mate the loss of life among the soldiers and
towns-folks at two thousand. Foreign na-
val officers witnessing the combat, express
the opinion that with the exception of the
* Temeraire’’ and the gun boats, the English
ships did not distinguish themselves very
greatly as artillerists, many shells from the
« Monarch,” ¢ Invineible’ and ¢ Superbd’ fall-
ing seripusly short. Nearly half the mis-
siles féll in the water. The guns were like-
wise served very slowly, giving the Egyp-
tians time to recover from surprise and re-
gain courage. The foreign officers think
lighcer guns more quickly served would
have ended the action sooner. They give
the palm to Lord Charles Beresford, on the

MASSACRE OF CHRISTIANS IN ALEXANDRIA,

TeELEGRAPH SHIP *“ CHILTERN,
July 13, 8,40 a. m. }

Alexandria has been evacuated in flames.
The ¢ Chiltern”” has been ordered to take
up position near the neutra! fleets.

ALEXANDRIA, July 13, 9.48 a. m,—
Reuter's telegram : The Egyptian army is
greatly demoralized and in full retreat to-
ward the interior. The European quarter
of the town, including the exchange and
telegraph office, is destroyed. The city
was set on fire by released convicts, who
committed horrible atrocities. ‘I'he
Egyptians used the flag of truce to enable
the troops to withdraw from the town.
The telegraph ship ** Chiltern’" is crowded
with survivors, who fought their way to
the beach, from whence boats of the fleet
removed them. They report having pass-
ed a dreadful night, defending themselves
desperately. One hundred Europeans and
other Christians in the Ottoman Bank and
adjoining building were massacred.

LonNpox, July 13.—In a telegram sent at
9.25, Admiral Seymour confirms the re-
port of the evacuation of Alexandria. The
entire garrison has withdrawn under a flag
of truc>, leaving the Bedouins to fire and
pillage the town.

The Times says it is understood that in
the event of hostilities in Egypt the Duke
of Connaught will volunteer. It is pro-
bable that if a force is sent he will com-
mand one of the four infantry brigades.

The News says the proposal that Tur-
key be invited by the Powers to re-estab-
lish the Khedive’s euthority is practically
agreed upon and a note to that eftect will
be sent to the Porte in the course of the
week. It is regaxded as probable that
Turkey, while not positively declining the
call of Europe, will try to gain time by
reopening negotiations. In such case,
England will invite a conference to regard
this procedure as equivalent to refusal and
will ask its approval of some other course.

A correspondent of the Standard on the
Invincible, telegraphing at 8 a. m., says:
«The whole civil population and troops
have withdrawn. The whole of the Grand
Square is burned.” The correspondent ac-
compained an officer to the shore in a steam
pinnace ; all is perfectly silent but for the
roar of flames. It is believed that Arabi
Pacha has concentrated his forces beyond
the city to oppese the British advance.
The work of the ships is now over. Any
turther action must be ashore. Fully half
of the town is burning. Ihere will be a
landing in force to investigate the condition
of things and if possible render aid.

A despatch to the Daily News, dated
Alexandria, 8.20 a. m,, says: * The
Bedouins are looting by thousands.”

ALEXANDRIA, July 13.—An officer has
just returned from the Chiltern and re-
ports that the scenes of carnage on shore
are appaling. The town for some hours
after the troops left was a veritable pan-
demonium. There is suspicion that the
forts are undermined and they will be
carefully examined before any large body
of troops are allowed to enter them. The
aboukir is yet untouched ; a thousand men
are known to be entrenched there.

The Queen telegraphed Admiral Seymour
a despatch, congratulating him on his suc-
CeSSs.

The Chiltern has moved into the harbor.
The fire in the city is steadily increasing.
It is reported that Arabi Pasha is marching
on Cairo.

Loxpon, July 14.—The Daily News'
Alexandria correspondent says : The re-
fugees are chiefly Greeks and Italians, only
one being a Englishman. Twenty-seven of
these came from the Egyptian Bank, whence
they made several attacks on the mob
during the night until driven from the bank
by the fire, ‘The Manager gave shelter to
friends from the Banque Generale of
Credit Lyonnais, these with the Manager
marched in a body to the Marina at four in
the morning. The soldiers and mob, joined
by hundreds of women, sacked every shop,
entered the houses of Europeans and mur-
dered the inmates. The marines who
landed took rations for the day. The
party detailed for spiking the guns landed
ot Fort Kubebe, and dismantled a number
of large smooth bore pieces. Admiral
Seymqur wished to land the marines to
take possession of Fert Napoleon and
march to the Cumeldik, but on learning
that Fort Napoleon was manned, and that
a large body of soldiers was stationed at
the Cumeldike, operations were postponed.

LonxpoN, July 14.—Four huadred and
fifty of the household cavalry leave England
to-morrow week. Their destination is un-
known.

The Times says *“ by this last outrage,
Arabi Pasha has put himself outside the
pale of humanity. He must be followed
and his army dispersed. It is satisfactory
to know-that British preparations are com-
plete, and that we are ready to carry out
the will of Europe, if no other nation be
found to do the work. Should the Porte
still hold back, Lord Dufferin will state in
the conference, that England is prepared to
undertake tke task, but will welcome
co-operation of any other Government.

ALEXANDRIA, July 14.—General Stone
is with the Khedive. The General con-
firmed the report that Arabi Pasha had
ordered the murder of the Khedive and
adds that Arabi had ordered the sacking

of the town before quitting it. Ameri-
cans have landed sixty marines. There

are still some Egyptian police on duty
helping to maintain order.

ALEXANDRIA, July 14.—It is reported
that six persons were massacred at the
French Consulate. The fire in the city
is still increasing and men are seen run-
ning about with torches completing the
work of destruction.

LoNDON, July 15.—A despatch from
Paris, published in semi-official form,
says the accord between England and
France continues, and they are expected
to come to a detinite understanding in
regard to Egypt.

Twenty-eight Frenchmen, who were-in
the city of Alexandria during the massa-
cre, escaped.

In the Commons Friday afternoon
Gladstone stated that Consul Cartwright
had telegraphed that the Khedive had se-
cured the loyalty of the cavalry, and the
intantry guard sent to watch the hill
lands. He would summon the leading
Pashas and endeavor to re-establish or-
der in Alexandria. Cherif Pasha is
among those summoned by the Khedive.
Gunboats have been ordered-to accom-
pany the British merchant vessels
through the Suez Canal if deemed neces-
sary. Dilke said Arabi Pasha fled from
Alexandria in a boat by the canal, but it
is not known whither. It is understood
that his troops are dispersing.

ALEXANDRIA, July 15.—The Khedive
will embark from Ras El Tin Palace on
board a Turkish ship. Rear-Admiral
Hoskins transferred his flag to the
¢« Penelope,” and started for Port Said.

Admiral Seymour had determined to
land a force, bat refugees informed him
that nine thousand Egyptians occupied
a position outside the city ready for at-
tack, while Admiral Seymour could only
land 300 men. He therefore instead of
landing the men ordered the city to be
fired over in order to frighten the rioters.
Twenty armed Europeans, who escaped
the general massacre, were told by a
Pasha whom they met on their way
through the town that the Egyptians
killed numbered 500. The English and
French Consulates were burned. A party
of Blue Jackets landed at Fort Gobarrie
and spiked 19 guns in position. This
morning the ‘“ Monarch” fired at and de-
stroyed another battery.

The gunboat ‘ Iris” has arrivel at
Port Said and lies with one broadside
bearing on the town and the other upon
the Egyptian corvette commanded by
Arabi Pasha's officers. There are 428
British subjects, 500 Egyptian soldiers
and 200 police at Port Said.

LoNDON, July 15.—The Times’ Alexan-
dria correspondent telegraphs: I went
ashore on Friday. All evidences prove
the truth of the report that the Egyptian
gunners were directed by French and
Italian artillerists.

The Times’ Constantinople correspon-
dent telegraphs: The council of Minis-
ters at midnight decided that efforts
should be made to effect an arrangement
of the Egyptian question and that if the
efforts failed Turkish troops should bhe
sent to Egypt. The Porte has received
a telegram from Cario stating all is quiet
there.

The Standard’s Alexandria correspon-
dent says: ‘“ All the ships sent ashore
everv man that can be spared. The
marines werc landed at the request of
the Khedive. Arabi Pasha sent away by
railway, women and children in thou-
sands. All able-bodied males were or-
dered to join the army.”

It is stated that the Duke of Connaught
will take command of a brigade of the
guards in Egypt.

LONDON. July 15.—The 7Z¥mes Durban
despatch reports that troops are held in
readiness to start for Egypt.

Admiral Seymour telegraphed at eleven
last night that the fire in Alexandria was
not spreading and that nearly all the loot-
ing had stopped. A party of Germans
landed to protect the hospital and a party
of Americans to establish a consulate.
Ironclad Minotaur has arrived. The
bombarding of Tuesday almost extermi-
nated the EKgyptian corps of artillerymen
which was the best branch of the army.

The Daily News believes there is a
growing feeling among the powers that
the time for Turkish intervention is past,
and that the work will be sufficiently
done by English and French occapation.
Within the past twao dzlys;é"tn]ce has
shown an increasing dispostlion to un-
dertake joint occupation, if invited to do
so by the powers.

THE GOVERNMENT OF MR. GLADSTONE
accepted and maintained the status gquo.
They could not retire from Egypt, because
to do so would be to leave France able to
work her own will, and would seem to
throw the Canal, our route to India,
through which a vast trade now passes,
at France’s mercy. Therefore they kept
things going, and hoped for the best, en-
deavoring to maintain a friendly concert
with the various French Governments,
which unfortunately change so fast as to
increase the difficulties of a steady and
consistent diplomacy. Last September
the revolt of the Colonies seemed for a
time to threaten a complete break-up of
the system, and ever since it has been
clear that our position was extremely
precarious. Those who know Egypt
have been warning us to prepare for a
catastrophe; but unluckily they have not
many useful suggestions to give as to the
course we must pursue, and even now,
when the storm has broken, it is won-
derful how little prepared public opinion
is to arrive at definite practical conclu-
sions.
