Engineer Wingate’s Report—Con~
siderable Difterence in Fresent
Cost of Curbing Stone and Esti-
mate of That From Springer
Quarry.

At the next meeting of the City
Councll the aldermen will be asked
to declde whether or not the city
is to purchase the Springer quarry
from its present owner, Mrs. Spring-
er, at a cost of $6,700, and go iuto
the business of getting out curb stone
for its own needs. Mrs. Springer’s
present effort to sell out to thecity
dates back to June of last year, and

after counsidering matter for |
about two hours last'@vening, the |
Board of Works, at a | meet.ng, |
decided to recommend tff the Councll |
that the purchase be jnade. The

Board is by no means 4 unit in this
decigion, Chairman Findiay and Ald.
Dunlop voting agalnst 1t, and Ald. |
Kerr remarking that he reserved the
right to vote on the matter when it
comes before the City Counecil. In ad-
dition to these members, Ald. Massle,
Fearnside, Hil and Reid and Mayor
Teetzel were present, and H. Cars- |
callen, Q. C.,, and T. W. Lester ap- |
peared on behalf of Mrs. Springer. |

Engineer Wingate presented a spec- |
ial report on the value of the Spriug- |
er quarry as a city property, the cost |
of getting out the stone, and also |
gave a comparative statement of the
cost of the curbing stone at pre.
sent purehased by the city from out-
slde quarries. The report contained
the following :

“The strata or ledge ol freestone
which I8 desired for curbing lies in
a nearly horizontal bed slightly de-
clining to the south and crops out at
an elevation of from 90 to 100 feet |
above the G. T. R, and from 120 to
130 feet below the crest of the
mountain. The stratum consists of
two layers of freestone, the lower |
one varying from 36 to 40 inches in
thickness, and the upper layer holds

retty close to 24 in. for the entire
ront of the guarry with the excep-
tion of the westerly limit where it
becomes as thin as 6 in. The aver- |
age thickness of the two stratas, |
bowever, will approximate nearly 5- |

1-2 feet, and it s upon this basis
that the estimate is made.

“I have examined the ground, ac-
companled by quarrymeu and stone-
mwen, at various times with the view
of properly determining the best |
workable width the quarry could km!
operated, and find that for the por- |

This |8 just back of the old
opening (20 feet in width), from
where curbing has beenu taken out

and utilized. The depth of stripping |
at the outer edge of proposed new
quarry is 6 feet and back 30 feet
from the face fs 30 feet in depth,
glving an average of 18 feet. This for
800 feet shows a total of 17,800 cubic
yards of material to be removed. [

*‘The new portlon of the quarry from |
about the centre to the westerly lim-
its, eay 900 feet, the depth of strip-
ping on the outer edge 18 2 feet, and
at the back for 50 feet width has a
depth of 34 feeti or an average of 18
feet also, the cublcal contents of euch
stripping for 900 fest amounting to
80,000 cuble yards. This plus the yard-
‘age obtalned at the westerly end, viz.,
17,800 cuble yards, aggregates 47,
800 yards of etripping to be removed
“I estimate one-quarter of tnis, or '11,-
950 yards, will be valuable as mac- |
adam for roadways, and although it |
will cost considerable to excavate and |
handle, I have not allowed anything |
for removingy as I claim it will about |
pay for itself.

“The amount of curbing that will be |
obtaluable from the quarry as herein-
after shown is 252,800 lineal feet, This |
divided into $10,875 approXimates |
4 1«4 cents per foot of curbing.

Cuorbing.—~The wquantity of 5-inch |
curbing to be obtalned from the whole |
quarry is estimated as follows: The
westerly hall portion of quarry being
51-2 feet thick of freestone for 380
feet back and 800 feet long—8 courses |
of B inches and 14 courses of 20 inclies
depth, amoounting to 89,600 lineal
feet. The easterly half, or new por
tion, consists alse of 8 courses of G-inch
stone and 24 courses of 20 inches
depth for 50 feet back and B350 feet
long, amounting to 163,200 lineal
feet. From an luspection and inquiries
made at various quarries in the vicin-
ity of Hamllton, as well as outside
quarries, relative to the actual cost
of quarrying this face stone for curb-
ing purposes only, I estimate that 10
cents per lineal foot of curbing is fair,
and this does not include anything for
stripping, dressing or teaming, Lut
slmply the powder, drllling and lay-
ing to one side ready for the dressing.

Dressing.—The cost of dressing is 20
cents per lineal foot, and based on a
proposition made by the Stonecutters’

gtonecutter,

Teaming, hanling, etc.—In consid-
ering the various localitles over the
¢ity for the distribution of the curb-
ing, I have taken the intersection
of King and James streets for the
use of one-half, viz., 126,000 lineal
feet,giving & haul of 2.2 miles, and
the other one-half of curbing. viz,
126,000 lineal feet, to be hauled to
the intersection of King Wlillam and

Wellington streets, a distance of 2.4
miles from the quarry. The price for
the former or greater distance is 3¢

per lineal foot, and the shorter one
20, ‘making an average of 2%c for
delivery to all parts of the city.

Two thirds of ali the curbing used in
the city should be of the 4 inch
thickness, and this is to the new
quarry's disadvantage, as by revert-
ing to this narrow thickness wilil
make little or no change in the price,
say 40c¢, instead of 42 1.2¢, show-
ing a difference of 12 cents.
A Strong Appeal,

Mr. Carscallen spoke at great
length in advocacy of the acceptance
of the offer of the city. He read de-
tailed reports on lines somewhat sim-
ilar to that of Engineer Wingate,
which were made by Engineer Bar-
row last year, and by Samuel Med-
ley and W. Woodhall, practical stone
mé&sons, since. All these reports stat-
ed that the stone from the Springer |
quarry was of excellent quality for
curbing and differed from that of Mr.
Wingate malnly In having a lower es-
timate of cost of the curbing stone,
Medley wmeking it only 37 1-2
cents. The latter also laid stress on
the value of the strippings for maca-

dam and other road material. Mr.
Carscallen said that the late Dr.

Springer had quarried stone there at
a profit, and that the city should
be able to do the same. Mr. Medley
had contended that the quarry could
be opened for 150 feet back of the
face of the mountain instead of bU
feet as allowed for by the Engineer,
and If such were done, over 450 miles
of curbing stone could be taken out |
of it. Mrs. Springer included with the
quarry all derricks, machinery, tools,
ete., used by her late hus-
band in the quarry. Mr.
Carscallen thought It the duty |
of the city to purchase the quarry.
It would give employment to many
stone masons and laborers every win-
ter, and he thought would reduce the
city's annual outlay for charity by |
from $1,000 to $2,000. The stone-
masons, of course, could not guaran-
tee that the 20 cemnt-a-foot price for
dressing the stone would continue for
ever, Tha city was at present pay-
ing 24 cents and 32 cents for 4 and
5 inch curblng to outside contrae- |

| tors, and this price was pot likely to

continue so low for very long. 1L
also thought that the low price was
in & measure due to the eagerness of

| outside quarrymen to keep the city

out of the curbing stone business.
The Springer quarry would furnish
all the curbing stome required here
for the next 25 or 30 years. The

{ annual saving in the charitable
funds of the city alone, through pro- |
| vlding work for the upemployed,

would pay for the quarry in five or
slx years. Mr. Carscallen was con
fident that as the years go on there
would be less cement curbing con-

| structed and more stome, and it was

Mayor Teetzel was inciined to favor
the purchase, on the ground of itg uti]-
ity for providing work for Hamilton,
workmen, and Ald.

Ald. Kerr thought the deal would be
a mistake as a business proposition,
but it might be all right as & means of
reducing the annual winter outlay on
charity.

Ald. Findlay sald that no stonecut-!
ters could do work up in the quarry
in winter,and he considered that when
the city eould get macadam io prac-|
tically unlimited quantitiés right |
above the city for 3 cents a load there
was no merlt in the macadam feature
of the Springer quarry's output, IHe |
also staved that the quarry business |
s of guch a nature that it was ne- |
cessary to spend thousands of dollars |
in developing a property before lt,
cowld be worked to advantageé. Nobody |
who had tried quarrying curbiriz stoum |
in this viclnity had ever made any |
money at the business, and several had |
falled. ( |

Finally Ald. Fearnside and Ald. Hill
moved that Mrs. Springer's offer be re-|

commended to the Councll for accept- |

ance, aud the motion carried;, as al- |
feady noted.

CONTRAGTS FOR SEWERS,

City Will Continue to Pay
Dearly for Brick.

ENGINEER LECKIE'S SALARY,

There will be no change in the price
of brick purchased by the clty until
the explration of the present con-
tract with Webb Bros. This means
that the city will get no benefit from
the recent collapse of the brick com-
blne. At the meeting of the Bewers
Committeo last evenlng Chalrman Nel-
ligan brought up the question of the
drop In price, and announced that as
the cominitteé would require about
100,000 | brick before August 11th,
the limit of Webb Bros.’ contract, he
had negotiated with the contractors,
with the result that they offered to
drop the price to $6.65 if thelr con-
tract was extended to Dee. 81st. At
present the city pays $7.24 a thou-
sand, and 83,000 had been ordered
yesterday at that price. About 800,
000 brick would be required for the
Birch avenue sewer alone.

Frid & Co. and Crawford Bros. were
represented at the meeting, and were
willlng to furnish brick at as low as
$6 a thousand if new ténders were
called for.

The committee decided that it would
be unwise to make any change until
Weblk Bros.” cuntract expires.

The Chairman thought that the
old request of Engineer Leckie for an
Increase of salary should be laid over
until the report of a recent boiler In-
spection is recet Ald. Nelllgan said
tho boilers were alleged to be in a bad
state and liable to cost the city $200
or $200 for repairs, etc. The commit-

| tee agreed to the Chairman’s sugges-

tlon.

In connection with the proposed
west end sewage lnterception works,
Engineer Barrow recommended that,
as the Asylum sewer is a large con-
tributor to the nuisance in the west
end of the bay, the Optario Govern-
ment should be asked to make u
grant towards the cost of erecting
the works.
