Dealt With by Superintendent of 
Bapliti Missions.

Dr. Norton In James Street Bap­
tist Church Yesterday.

gp Lev. W. E. Norton. D. D., preached n 
; fine sermon in James Street Baptist 
IjfcitUich yesterday morning, on "Home 
I Missions/’ Dr. Norton is superintendent 

of the Home Mission work in Ontario 
and Quebec. The leading feature of his 
address were that because of the prom­
inent position Canada occupies among 
the nations of the world to-day, the re­
sponsibilities attendant upon its oppor 
tuiiities must be recognized the exodus 
of Ontario and Quebec people to the 
West and across the line ; the problem 
o fthe urban population of rapidly grow­
ing cities and the great perplexing prob­
lem of Christianizing the ever increasing 
foreign population in the cities and 
country districts.

The speaker said the eyes of the 
! world were on Canada. The fabulous 

natural wealth of Canada, its rapidly 
growing population, the remarkable in­
telligence exhibited by Canadian repre 
eentalives when present at International 
Aasmeblies. have given the country such 
hemarkable prominence that have made 
its opportunities of paramount signifi-

Outario and Quebec hold the most 
prominence in everything in the Domin- 

. ion except the wheat fields and with 
their great opportunities, there are the 
accompanying great rsponsibilities.

The exodus from the provinces in 
question to the West means the deple­
tion of membership in the churches, and 
the situation facing the Home Mission 
Hoard is a serious one.

| Dr. Norton said he felt confident that 
■ tlic movement to the West would stop in 
! tli» course of a few years, sud the jwo- 

ple will stay at home. This will lie 
brought about by the recognition of the 
land values within the two Provinces.

‘’ll is a well-known fact that the 
principles • that rule nations and 
thoughts that dominate them, originate 
In the cities/’ said the speaker. “If the 

! national life is to be what, it should be 
: the city life must lie kept, what it 
. should be. Cities are growing in On­

tario and Queliee. and bow are we meet­
ing the growing population? Are we 
keeping pace? No/* said Dr. Norton.

Alt outline of some of the work the 
Baptist Church is doing in meeting the 
needs of growing cities of the two Pro­
vinces was given, which reflected credit 
on the energy put forth by the church. 
The needs of the demand** of New On­
tario were illustrated. The abnormal 

k growth of some of the towns there, dur­
ing the last. year, was phenomenal, said 
the speaker.

The Home Mission Board is making 
. preparations for supplying ample 

church accommodation in many new 
towns and cities.

in conclusion, the great problem of the 
work among the foreign immigrants wa« 
referred to and. despite the fact that 
thousands of Canadians were leaving 
Ontario and Queliee. yet the population 
was increasing, consequent i 
great influx of foreigners.

NO DAMAGE.
Stadaconna Got Off and Is On 

Her Course.

Detroit, Mich., Oct. 24.—The big Can- 
adian steamer Stadaconna, which ran 
aground at Bar Point Thursday night, 
is reported out 22 inches forward and 
16 inches aft. The tug Colton and the 
lighter Rescue are at work, and it is 
estimated 30.000 to 40,000 bushels of 
wheat must be lightered before the ves­
sel is released. The Stadaconna is own­
ed by the Mackav interest of Hamilton, 
Ont.* and she was built last winter at 
the Eeoree plant of the Great Lakes En­
gineering Works.

Mr. A. B. Mackay received word to­
day that the Stadaconna had been re­
leased. and was on her way to Buffalo. 
It was found necessary to lighter her 
only to the extent of 20,000 or 25.000 
bushels, and a close examination showed 
that she was not damaged at all.

Veteran Member of Collegiate

all the male members of the teaching 
profession in Hamilton, passed away at 
his home, 38 Grant, avenue, last night c t 
alwmt 9 o’clock, after an illnees of sev­
eral weeks’ duration, but which was not 
thought to be of such a serious nature 
until almost the end.

Thomas Harmebury Accused of
of illness. Pneumonia developed, but,

]#ssed away quite suddenly.

Deceased*xvas born in Ramsay, county 
of Lanark, in 1847, and was a son of 
the late Andrew Paterson, & Scotchman 
who settled in Ha me ay in 1818. tie 
received his early training in Oarleton 
Place Grammar School, and at the age 
of 18 went to Toronto, lie completed his 
Normal School training in Toronto in 
186». and later received hie M. A. de 
gvee from Trinity College.

He entered the teaching profession at 
Innesville, but went west and taught 
in Bothwell, Kincardine and Goderich. 
In 1873 he va me to Hamilton and taught 
the senior form in the old Central 
School for almost two years, being then 
appointed to the staff of the Collegiate, 
first as a room master, and then taking 
history and geography as a specialist 
That position he held ever since. H< 
was also professor of history in’ Ok 
Ontario Normal College froid 1897; to 
1907.

Mr. Paterson was an active and life­
long mendier of St. Paul's Presbyterian 
t Lurch, of Barton Lodge, A. F. enl A. 
M., of the various bodies of the Scot­
tish Rite of Freemasons and of the A.
O.V W.

Mr. Pateerson married a daughter of 
the late Mr. Robert Hopkins, who. w*-.h 
two daughters, Misses Grace and Drina. 
both at home, and one son, Dr. Robert 
Paterson, of this city, survives. Me 
leaves also on son, Mr. John Paterson, 
contractor.

Personally. Mr. Paterson was a man of 
gentle disposition, kind and thoughtful, 
and was held in the highest regard by 
all of the thousands of pupils who had 
passed through his hands.

Mr. Fred Pardee te ke the Chief 
Liberal Whip.

(Special Wire to the Times.) 
Ottawa. Oct. 24.—Mr. Fred Pardee, 

of Lambton, will succeed Mr. W. 8. 
Calvert as Chief Liberal Whip for the 
Federal House.

It is understood at Ottawa that 
Premier McBride is going into the 
British Columbia election for the pur­
pose of winning the Provincial Prem­
iership for another man, probably 
Hon. M. Bowser. Mr. McBride is un­
derstood to have developed the belief 
that he has outgrown the Provincial 
field, that he is qualified for larger 
things, and is fitted fqr a place in 
the Dominion arena. A good many 
Conservatives are dissatisfied with 
the record of Mr. R. L. Borden. Mr. 
McBride has heard of this from no 
less important a source than Hon. 
George E. Foster, who is now in the 
West and who has been in communi­
cation with Premier McBride. If Mr. 
Borden should be called upon to form 
a government, Mr. Foster knows that 
he would not be given a portfolio. 
He is therefore willing to make an al­
liance with Mr. McBride.

The opportunity to displace Mr. 
Borden and put in Mr. McBride as 
leader of the Opposition at Ottawa 
with a seven thousand dollar salary 
and twgenty-five hundred more in 
the form of indemnity will come at 
the Dominion Conservative Conven­
tion, which ha* been announced for 
next spring. It is regarded as sig­
nificant that Mr. McBride did not de­
cide to bring on the British Columbia 
election until after Mr. Borden had 
called a convention of Dominion Con­
servatives. Mr. McBride hopes to 
go to that convention with his prov­
ince solidly at his back and feels 
that he will be in a position to com­
mand the support of a majority of 
the convention for his claim to the 
leadership. In the meantime he will 
be holding the British Columbia 
premiership as a seat-warmer for his 
successor who, it is said, will Hon. 
Mr. Bowser.
