The Papacy.
The following lecture was de-
livered by the Right Rev. Monsignor
Seton, D. D, at Cape May, N. J., for
the bemefit of the Catholic Church,
on the 2lst August, feast of Saint
Joachim and Name-Day of our Holy
Father, Pope Leo XIIL.:

The word “ Pope,” derived from
the Latin papa, may have been
formed by uniting tho first syllables
of pater or patrum, meaning * Father
of Fathers.” It is used amoug Catho-
lics ever since the eleventh century
W designate only the Sovereign Pon-
tiff, who, as the supreme of the
Church on earth and ruler of the
Christian people, is the father of all
other fathers—priests, that is, and
bishops—of the world, There have
been two hundred and sixty-three
Popes in continuous succesgion from
Peter, chosen by our Lord Himself
to be the chiet of the Apostles, down
to Leo XIII —whom God long pre-
served—who was elected by the
College of Cardinals on the 20th of
February, 1878. This series of Pon-
Liffs is called the Papacy; and there
has never beeu known a line of
princes so lengthy, so unbroken, so
singular for its misfortuncs, so
glorious for its victories, so venera-
ble for its piety, so illustrious for its
learning, so famous for great and
noble actions, nor one that so often
and s0o much against all human ex-
pectation has ?»on the object of a
special providence of God. In con-
templating the Papacy, we perceive
five epochs cle-rr‘l marked, each
with its trials, and four with their
final triumphs; nor can we doubt
but in the fifth, and in others that
may succeed, the Popes will sooner
or later raise their heads above their
enemies. From his apartments in
the Vatican, his Most Sacred Majesty
looks down out of his solitude and
sufferings into the gragious square
in front of Saint Poter’s, on ground
once oocupied by the gardens of
Nero, the first persecutor of the
Christians, on ground onco wet with
the blood of martyrs, upon the very
spot on the Juniculum Hill where
his predecessor sat crucified with
downward head ; but his look can
also take in that mysterious obelisk
brought from Egypt by the Emperor
Caligula, and blasphemously dedi-
cated T the Divine Augustug, which,
after lying neglected for a thousand
years, was set up in its present posi-
tion, with a relic of the true Cross
at the summit and this inscription at
the base to condemn that other one:
The Lion of the Tribe of Judah hath
Conguered /
First, there was the age of the
martyrs, when the Papacy was a
post of perilous dignity, more than
one declaring that he would
rather seo another pretender to the
Empire than ‘another Rishop of
Rome. During this sanguinary
period called that of the Ten Gen-
eral Persecutions, and which lasted
for three hundred years, all the
Popes suffered death for the faith :
“The milk-white hind . . .
forc'd to fly,
And d-}m;m‘d to death, tho' fated not to
o

. was often

Next came the age of the barbar-
ians, when the Popes had to meet
and overcome with only spiritual
weapons the hordes which came in
countless numbers in successive in-
vasions from the East and from the

fabric of the Roman Empire. When
their vengeance was wrought, the
sceptre indeed had passed away
from the Eternal City, but amidst
the desolation of her ruins she still
retained the mightier influence of
religion. Anarchy had its day ; an'
a new order of things rose cut of the
confusion. To use the illustration
of Macaulay, the Arabs have a fable
that the pyramid was buried by
antediluvian kings, and algne, of all
the works on earth, bore the weight
of the flood. Such as this was the
fate of the Papacy. It had been
buried lppﬂmntr;‘:ndor the barbaric
inundation, but its deep foundation
bad remained unshaken; and when
the waters abated, it apl.:uvd in
isolated grandeur above the wypeck
of a world that had away.
Now began the third epoch, that of
the so-called Middle Azr:. In this
period the formaticn of Ohrigtondom
was effected on Christmas Day, in
the year 800, when the Imperial
offico was restored in the person of
Charlemange who then recgived the
crown with religious rites and cere-
monies, at the tomb of the Apostles,
from the hands of St. Leo IlL., the
ninety-ninth successor of that poor
fishermen of Galilee whko entered
Rome, on foot, in the reign of
Claudius, A. p. 42. It was during
this period, which contipued until
the beginning of the sixteenth cen-
tury, that the Popes, having re-
organized socioty and civil govern-
ment, not only ruled the universal
Church as Bishops of Rome byt as
the acknowl; heads of the com-
munity of Christian nations, exer-
cised certain righ
indirect sovere

insisted on, but now enforced against
even the most powertul kings; the
elevation of woman ; the Christian
family bome, sanctified by the
Church, protected by the State ; the
unit of all imate government.
With the revival of letters a host of
men became disciples of the new
learning, which taught that each one
was free to interpret the Scriptures,
and consequently religion, by indi-
vidual authority, which logically led
on to the doctrine tha ience,
regardless of education of ex
ternal dirvection, is the sole tribunal
of right and wrong. Sach a doctrine
is inconsistent with unity of worship
and stability of law, and has never
been admitted in practice by those
who advanced it in theory, when they
found themselves in possession of
wer. This was the Epoch of
Heresy, which began by a defection
from the Church of nearly one-half
her members in Europe, who as-
sumed the general name of Pro-
testants, because they protested
aguinst and rejocted the Papal au-
thority in all matters whatsoever,
whether of faith or morals, or public
rolicy. Hence, immediately fol-
owed the disruption of Christendom ;
and we are brought down to the
great French Revolgtion at the end
of the last century, Since then the
I’o‘!m have been deserted by peoples
and rulers in their national capacity.
This constitutes the Epoch of Apos-
tacy, and leads directly towards a re-
turn to pagauvism, the essential fea-
tures of which are the omnipotence
of the State and indifferentism in
matters of religion. There is not at
present in the whole world a single
nation which upholds on principle
the divine rights of the Papacy. On
the contrary, such rights are either
openly opposed, or allowed only an
insolent and precarious toleration.
We see our present Holy Father, as
we saw his predecessor of immortal
memory, Pius IX., a prisoner in the
Vatican, whence he cannot emerge
without compromising his diguity
and appearing to acknowledge the
uuml-fer; we see the patrimony of
St. Peter—the States of the Church

of Italy ; we behold, O, shame! the

capital of the Christian world chang-
ed into a mere temporal city of gar-
risons, fortifications, parliaments and
royal entertainments. Let us hope
and pray that Rome will sometime
be delivered from “the brute and
boisterous force of violent men "—

“ It will be remembered by ‘every
sixth form boy’ that Lord Macaalay,
speaking of Charles IL’'s reception
into the Church on his death-bed at
the hands of Father Huddlestone,
says : ‘The honest monk was so
illiterate that he did not know what
he ought to say on an occasion of
such importance ; he, however, ob-
tained some hints from a Porte-
guese ecclesiastic, and, thus instruet-
ed, was brought up by the back
staire.’ In refutation of this, a book-
worm has unearthed the following
narrative printed in 1688, and en-
titled ‘A brief account of particulars
occurring at the happy death of our
late Sovereign Lord King Charles IL.,
in regard to religion, faithfully re-
lated by his then assistant, Mr. John
Huddlestone, Priest of the Holy
Order of St. Bennet." At this time
of Royal Commemorations it is in-
teresting to give this unvarnished
tale of a royal conversion more than
two hundred years ago :—
“Upon Thursday, the fifth of
February, 1685, between seven and
eight o'clock in the evening, [ was
sent for in haste to the Queens back
stairs at Whitehall, and desired to
bring with me all things necessar:
for a dying person. Accordingly 1
came, and was ordered not to stir
from, thenee sill further notice. Be-
ing thus obliged to wait, and not
baving had time to bring along with
me the Most Holy Sacrament of the
Altar, I was in some anxiety how to
r)rocuro it. In this conjuncture (the
ivine Providence sa disposing)
Father Benta de Lemos, a Portu-
guese, came thither; and, under-

readily proffered himself ta go to
