and Mr. Dorion, both sons of Quebec,

Justice, been most unsparing in their
use of this prerogative.
Regarding the case in question, he
showed that no other course was open
to him, as Minister of Justice, than to
advise its disallowance, or have its
validity tested in the courts. This
latter course would necessitate an
appeal to the Privy Council, and
would also involve a large expenditure
of money.. Besides, it would be two
years, at least, before it could be
decided. During all this time the

‘the damage by frost is very slight.
Another witness, who could have no
object in giving anything but reliable
evidence, is Mr.Moore, of the London
' Z¥mes, who has been enquiring into
the question of the crops in Manitoba
and the Northwest for his own satis-
faction, and he unhesitatingly declares
that the cereal crops in those regions
are abundant and excellent.

Grouping together the evidence of
these gentlemen, it can be assumed,
with a reasonable degree of certainty,
after making all due allowance, that
about four millions of the estimated
fiteen million bushels surplus wheat
in Manitoba and Assinaboia have
been, to some slight extent, damaged
by frost. The damage to this grain
would probably reduce its selling
price by about twenty cents a bushel.
Now the total value of the crops on
the spot is estimated at about $12,-
800,000 ; consequently the loss would
be small in comparison with the
enormous sum realized on the whole.

Another authority that may be
cited regarding these crops is Mr
¥ream, a Professor in the Agricultural
College at Dounton, England, and
agricultural editor of the London
Morning Post. This_gentiemanthas
been investigating the quality of the
land all through the Northwest, right
to the Pacific coast, and he puts him-
self on record as most favorably im-
pressed Jwith the capabilities, resour-
ces and progress of those sections of
country. After speaking in terms of
the highest praise of the North-
west ranches, he refers as follows to
the export trade :

“The export trade of live stock
from Alberta to Great Britain is a
trade which began only last year, and
has rapidly. This season over
4,000 cattle will be sent across the
ocean. The cost of transit from Cal-
gary to Liverpool is about $30 per
head, and the journey occupies a
month. The Argentine Republic is
one of the most powerful competitors
Canada has in the British meat
market. But the fact that Canada
can place live cattle on the market,
while the Argentine Republic, being
on the other side of the equator, can
send only dead meat, is a circum-
stance that must operate powerfully
in favor of jan trade.”

In addition to all these, railway
managers report the necessity for er.-
larging their carrying facilities ; and
hundreds of extra cars for transport
have been added to the rolling stock,
while all along the line there is a
general tendency to activity.

Mr. McDonald, a member of the
Chicago Board of Trade, has recently
visited the Province of Manitoba, and
made careful enquiries as to the
barley crop ; and he says the quality
of the barley raised in that Province
is far superior to any raised in the
United States this year. He believes
the yield of barley in Manitoba will
be about 4,000,000 bushels.

Tue election which took place in
Montreal East, on Wednesday last,
to fill the vacancy in the House of
Commons caused by the death of
Mr. Cursol, resulted in the return of
Mr. Lepine by a majority of nearly
seven hundred over Mr. Poirier, Grit
and Rielite. Montreal East is by far
the largest constituency in Canada,
having a population of about fifty
thousand people, mostly made up of
workingmen, and nearly all French
Canadians.

When the vacancy occurred the
workingmen demanded that they
should have a candidate of their own.
To this the Liberal-Conservatives
made no objection, and Mr. Lepine
was chosen to represent the working-
men. It would be supposed that
under these circumstances there
would be no contest, and that Mr.
Lepine would be elected by acclama-
tion. Not so, however; the Grits
asked Mr. Lepine to pledge himself
to vote against the Governmeént of
Sir John Macdonald on all occasions.
This he refused to do, saying he
would vote with the Government on
all questions which he thought right.
He also made the statement that he
was in favor of the National Policy.
Having given expression to these
views, the Grits, of course, thought no
more of the workingmen's claim to
representation, and brought out, in
opposition 'to Mr. Lepine, Mr.
Poirier, one of the dismissed trans-
lators, who had written such vile
things against the Quebec ministers
in the Dominion Cabinet, because
they had permitted the law to take
its course in the case of Louis Riel
Mr. Laurier, leader of the Opposi-
tion in Canada, Mr. Mercier, Premier
of Quebec, and several other leading
Grits took charge of Mr. Poirier’s
campaign, and made the most violent
appeals against the Federal, Govern-
ment.

Devoted to his church and
to his flock, Father Lefloch was universally
respected and beloved, and his sudden de
mise will be deeply lamented not only by
his parishioners but also by all who saw
and knew, him for he was a type of the
true christian.

His funeral took place Tuesday morni
at Grand Digue aKnpel. Father Lefloo
was & member of the Holy Cross order,
and aged 50 years. He died exactly eight
ears, day for day, after his predecessor,
‘ather Ethier.

The Moniteur Avadien pays the follow
ing tribute to the deceased clergyman :
Pleasant, affable, humble and charitable,
he was a character who commanded the
respect and veneration of all who approach
ol him. The time that was left him from
the exercise of his holy ministry was given
to prayer. He was ever calm and serene,
even in the midst of the most severe trials.
Suffering from a disease of the eyes for
many years, he submitted to several pain
ful operations without a murmur. Devot
ing himself e-wcinlly to the spiritual ad
vancement of his parishioners he did not
neglect their material interests, and the
practical advice which he gave them would
make a volume of great \’lﬁ . At the al-
tar, -in the pulpit, at the confessional, at
the bedside of the sick he was a man of
God excellence. Everything in him
breathed the love of his Divine Master.
At Grande-Digue, as at Shediac, he work-
ed with zeal and success to the saving of
souls, to the advancement of religion and
to the glory of God. Father Lefloch met
death while bearing the holy sacrament to
dying man. The same morning, as if he
had a presentiment of his approaching end,
he remained in adoration at the altar long
er than was his custom.
