The Catholic Fathers have a 
flourishing mission station on the 
west shore of Like Tanganyika, at 
a place where the forest comes down 
nearly to the water's edge. This 
place has been known for fifteen 
years on the maps as Mpala, and 
w-ovrhae been —mfc’-u, 1 beat It ns a 
station where the Catholic mission­
aries have been trying to introduce 
civilization in a most practical man­
ner. Here in the depths of Central 
Africa they have been teaching the 
natives how to make brick and 
lumber, bow to improve the quality 
of the iron they dig from their bills, 
how to make better implements 
from this useful metal, and the best 
methods of tilling their crops. A 
great many natives have oomo from 
far aronpd to enter the schools at 
Mpala. A year ago this month the 
natives, who had been taught to set 
type in the printing-offioe, made 
their first book. A few copies of it 
have reached Europe and attracted 
considerable attention. The little 
book is a geography. It tells, in 
the native language and in the sim­
plest manner, something about the 
world. It gives the most interest­
ing facts about the geography and 
peoples of some of the great na­
tions. There are only fifty-six 
pages in it, but they contain a great 
deal of information without being 
crowded with so rough detail as to 
make the story hard to read. 
Father G. Van Acker wrote the 
little volume, superintended the 
typesetting and printing, and made 
the map which adorns the work. 
The natives under bis tuition at­
tended to every mechanical detail, 
fiom typesetting to binding. The 
book is an excellent specimen of 
topography, considering that it is 
the first effort of the black printers 
who made it, and it famishes con­
clusive evidence that progress is 
makit^ in the heart of Central 
Africa.—New York Sun,

A “ dusty ” ocean highway eonnda 
almost incredible. Yet those who 
are familiar with sailing vessels 
know that, no matter how oare'ully 
the decks may be washed down in 
the morning, and hpw little work of 
any kind be done during the day, 
nevertheless if the decks are not 
swept at nightfall an enormous 
quantity of dust will quickly collect. 
Of course on the modern “liner” 
thè burning of hundreds of tons of 
coal every twenty.four hours and 
the myriads of footfalls daily would 
account for a considerable accumula 
tion of dust, but on a 11 wind jam 
mer,” manned with a dozen hands 
or leer, no such d net-prod noing 
agencies are at work. And yet the 
records of sailing ship-- show that 
they collect more sea dust than does 
a steamer, which is probably ao- 
counted for by the fact that whil6 
the dust-laden smoke blows clear of 
the steamer, the large area of canvas 
spread by the sailor acts as a dust 
collector.- To quote an instance in 
support of this contention, we rosy 
mention that no less then twenty- 
four and a half barrels of fine dost 
were swept from the decks of an 
American sailing ship daring a 
ninety-seven days' voyage frqm New 
York to San Francisco. The captain 
of this vessel, a man of scientific 
tastes, made careful observations on 
the mystery of sea dost, but beyond 
the wear and tear of the sails and 
rigging, a quite negligible flultor, be 
oonld assign absolutely no percept­
ible cause for the formation of dust 
on beard his ship. It has been 
asserted that the dost which falls 
on the decks of vessels emanates 
from the Interstellar spaces. This 
sounds both scientific and plausible, 
but it Is at variance with certain 
known foots. Bits of leather, 001 k, 
wood and vegetable fibre are almost 
always present in sea dust.—London 
Shipping World.

A cable ddipatoh’from Dublin on 
Thursday, Dec. 18, announced the 
death there of tbe distinguished 
Irish Catholic statistician and jour­
nalist, Michael G, Mnlhall, Mulhall 
was one of tbe world’s greatest 
statisticians. He wee the greatest 
authority on the statistics of the 
English speaking countries. Mnl­
hall was an Irishman and a Catho­
lic, though commonly known as an 
Englishman.

Michael Mnlhall was born 
Roscommon, Ireland, in 1886, and 
was educated at the Irish College 
in Rome. For many years he lived 
in the Argentine Republic, where 
he was engaged in journalism. Tbe 
Buenos Ayres Standard, the first 
English daily paper printed In 
South America, was founded in 
1861 by Mr, Mnlhall He after­
ward returned to Ireland. Since 

,8fiQ he pqntrlbntsd articles on 
scientific and statistical subjects to 
various Irish, American and English 
magasines and newspapers Mal 
hall's first important work, published 
in 1880, was entitled “ The Progress 
of the World.” His greatest work 
the “ Dictionary of Statistics," was 
published in 1886 and has gone 
through many editions. It is re­
garded as the best work on the sub­
ject published. One of Mr Mulhall'e 
latest performances was a paper on 
the progress of the Catholic Church 
in the last half of the nineteenth 
century, which was read at the re­
cent Ca’holic Congress in Australia 
and published a few weeks ago in 
the columns of this paper. H“ 
made a rtmvkaUe prediction about 
the United Stales census. Writing 
in the North American Review last 
July, he said that the figures would 
be 76,200000, a “ S atisurel Ah 
street ” having forecasted it at 77,- 
500,000. The result of the actual 
count has been 76,295,000, only a 
trifle comparatively above MaS 
hall's estimate Recently he was

Among the many international 
congresses held during the past few 
months, a notable one was that on 
medical ethics, whose deliberations 
were carried on in Parie. One 
point insisted upon was that medi­
cine is an honorable professlon. arot 
merely a money-making business ; 
and that abnegation and charity 
should characterize the practice of a 
Christian physician. Two eminent 
ixamples of such virtues among 

French doctors were cited by Pro­
fessor Lerebonllet, who presided 
over the congress : tbq illustrions 
Reoamier, who never accepted fees 
from the poor, and who used, be­
tween visits, to say his beads for the 
intention of the patient whom he 
had just left and of him to whom he 
was going; and Dr. Ornveilhier, of 
whose generosity and charity a 
charming instance was given. Hav­
ing attended a poor woman for a 
month, Dr. Crnveilhier noticed that 
her husband, a poorly paid clerk, 
wae growing uneasy at the thought 
of the doctor's bill. To relieve the 
man of hie entbtrrafement without 
humiliating him, the good doctor 
had recourse to an expedient as 
delicate as It was générons. Notic­
ing on the table an Algerian cloth 
worth perhaps three dollars, he 
exclaimed 1 “ What a splendid table- 
oover that to 1 What a superb cloth I*’ 
“Why, doctor,” eai<| the man, ‘«if 
yon would 11km to have it—11 The 
physician Interrupted : “ Like to 
have it I Of course I’d like to have 
it. Now, look here: you owe me 
forty dollars for my yisite and your 
tablecloth is worth sixty. Here are 
twenty dollars 1 I take the doth, 
and so we are square."—(From 
the Ave Maria.)

Perhaps the most interesting sou­
venir in connection with the present 
“Anno Santo” will some day be 
the magnificent collection of groups 
of different pilgrims taken by the 
Papal photographer, .Gf . -du.. 
Frederick. This gentleman, who is 
a veritable artist of the camera, has 
photographed free of charge several 
hundred groups of pilgrims from 
every part ot tbe world, each in 
their distinctive costumes, and in­
tends to present the Holy Father 
with the complete collection, which 
will form a sort of photographic 
history of the jubilee year pilgrim­
ages. Looking over these interest­
ing pictures it is more-easy to form 
an exact conception of the number, 
variety and importance of the pil­
grimages than by perusing mere 
statistics, and this compendium of 
the ethnographic characteristics of 
every race and nation in the world 
gives os an approximate idea of tjie 
eeeentiall catholic character of the 
true Church, which unites in its 
motherly embrace the children of 
every clime,

Rev. father Grosso, A J,, Superior 
of the Jesuits’ Institute at Turin, 
was the vtetim of a most audacious

Father Gr°fP9 consented, and tbe 
two mysterious gentlemen, after 
having carefully placed several 
large handles of bank notes in the 
safe which Father Groes opened for 
the purpose, took leave of the father, 
taying that they were going to 
Milan, where they had left their 
ward.' As several days elapsed 
without their returning, Father 
Grosso opened the safe, and to his 
intense astonishment found that ell 
the institute’s funds—nearly £10,• 
000—had disappeared, and that the 
£40,000 deposited were nothing bnt

Archbishop Redwood, of Welling­
ton, New Z -aland, during a discourse 
at Sydney on" Devotion to the Holy 
Rosary," referred to the realistic 
love which Daniel O’Connell always 
persisted in showing for the -Blessed 
Virgin. Tbe Rosary was the favor, 
lte prayer of the great liberator. 
On some occasions, when O'Connell 
was preparing in Westminster one 
of those eloquent discourses which 
were to electrify the House of Com­
mons, a favorite practice of his was 
to stroll up and down the lobby 
reciting the Rosary with his beads, 
so as to bring upon him^the blessing 
of God in the speech he was about 
to deliver,

At a meeting of the trustees of 
the Marquette Monument Associa­
tion, held in Chicago last week, 
it was decided to erect a shaft and 
statue, to cost $80,000, in the Na­
tional Park on Mackinac Island. 
The monument will consist of a 
shaft of New England granite, 
thirty feet high, crowned with a 
heroic figure representing Father 
Maiqaetle. $3,000 were subscribed 
at the meeting. The rest of the 
money will be raised by public 
inbecriptioD. Another meeting of 
tbe trustees will be held ea-ly in 
February, when designs submitted 
by noted sculptors will be considered.
