England's Martial 
Qishop.

Only one member of the Oatholio 
Ohureh in England assisted at the 
wedding of King Alfonso and Prin­
cess Ena at Madrid. That was Dr. 
Brindle, Bishop of Not ingham, who 
received Prinpess Jjna’s recantation 
of faith. He Is a remarkable man 
and well deserving of the honor. 
He was an army chaplain and won 
the distinguished service order in 
Egypiz-a fact which is chronicled 
in army lists and biographical refer 
enoe books for all to see.

What is not there written is the 
obaraater gl the tflan, the diet 
personality which makes him so 
great a power, not only in his church 
but in the busy world, and in every 
place where men meet and matters 
Of moment are discussed. His tall 
figure, flashing eyes and resonant 
voice belong rather to the soldier 
than the priest. And yet thoee 
who know him as provost of the 
new cathedral at Westminster or 
who havpojsijpefl bis jtind!^ services 
at the court of the Vatican (where 
be holds high office) remember him 
as the type of a great dignitary of 
the obgrob pititant 

No chaplain was ever more popu­
lar in the army with office re and men 
pi all denominations. He accom­
panied Wolaeley'e forces in Egypt 
and entered Cairo in the days when 
England and English plans were dis­
trusted and disliked. The epidemic 
of cholera that decimated the city 
first proved to the Egyptians what 
manner of men were those who bad 
come to introduce the reign of law 
and order io their oouotry.

The fellaheen—starving and wretch 
ed—bowed before the pestilence as 
Allah, raising no finger to help 
themselves. The British troops 
quietly set to srork to fight it, disinfect 
ing, cleansing, burying the dead, sue 
coring the sick; and foremost in this 
work always the stgrdy yoqng chi 
plain, who seemed to know neither 
fatigue nor fear. At Tel-el-Kebir, 
instead of remaining with the snabu 
lance, he was with the Boyil Irish 
regiment jn their change over eo 
trenchments. He said fie wgotgd “ to 
be with the boys*’ where they needed 
him most Two years later he took 
part io the expedition for the relief of 
General Gordon at Khartoum 
Though entitled to a horse, he 

[Id neyer ride insisting on tramping 
? the men.

In iSjpji he was in he Soudan again

Doogola in that year and Omdurman 
some years later were battlefields 
where the chaplain’s mettle was pro 
ved, as the woooded and dying found 
to their comfort. Althrough these 
came always first with Father Brindle, 
there was not an officer or a private 
in the brigade but knew that he could 
reckon on the Champlain for all pos­
sible support and help It was at At- 
bara that be won the distinguished 
service order. There be brought up 
ammunition from the rear when Burn 
Murdoch's men were desperately de 
fending their zeteba attateked on all 
sides by madhi’s fanatic Soudanese.

Again and again he crossed the line 
of fire carrying the cartridge cases “as 
calmly as he might have carried 
cheese.” The men, face to face with 
death paused to cheer him as he pas­
sed.

After bis appointment to the see of 
Nottingham in 1901 be was present 
at a reception in Cardinal Vaughan’s 
boose St Westminster.
