1 ho Chairman announced* that there 
was ÿ deputat ion present from the Tem­
perance Convention, who wished to be 
heard. A resolution having been passed 
that they bo heard, the following mem­
bers were admitted :—Jas.

Mr. Thomson, Chairman of the Com­
mittee, read the following document 
containing the views of the deputation : 
“To the Chairman of the Deform Conven­

tion:
“The delegates from* the Prohibition 

Convention, held in Seaforth, on Fri­
day, the 12th inst., beg to lay before 
your Convention the following facts :

“That we believe, were there no other 
question and no party politics laid be­
fore the people of the* South Riding of 
Huron than that of Prohibition, that 
there is a majority in favor of such an 
act, and believing this, wo respectfully 
ask that the man who may be nominated 
at your Convention be one who may 
pledge himself to tho principle, and also 
to restrictive measures on the liquor 
trade in the Local House.

“Therefore, at said Convention it was 
resolved that a man should bo brought 
before the electors representing these 
views, who should be submitted to this 
Convention for their consideration, and 
we have accordingly selected a gentle­
man who, wej are sure, will do us credit 
and be an honor to tho South Riding of 
Huron. Dr. Worthington, of the vil­
lage of Clinton, is our choice, and he 
has accepted the nomination.

“We have no desire to disturb tl*e re­
lations of the political parties of the 
Riding. We simply seek recognition, 
and should that recognition be accorded 
ns in a satiusuctory manner, then we 
will be greatly pleased.

Yours, respectfully,
Jas. Thomson, Chairman.

In support of the above Mr. Thomson 
said that at the last session of the Local 
Legislature of this Province, that body 
recognized the correctness of the princt 
pie of total prehibition, and as they had 
not the power to enforce the principle 
themselves, had strongly petitioned the 
Dominion Parliament, which had the 
power, to do so. Now, be asked, would 
it be right for South Huron to oppose 
the almost unanimous representation of 
the Province, on this point ? Those for 
whom he now spoke had no desire to dis­
turb the relations of the political parties 
of the Riding, but they did desire to get 
from the Reform party a recognition of 
the principles^ for which they 
and they further desired, if pc 
enforce upon this convention, the
riimbOHy of making these _______
prominent plank in their political plat­
form, and, if posribie, to induce it to eo- 
lect a candidate who was ia practice as

satisfactory arrangement with them, and 
report to the Convention the result. 
The Convention adjourned for twenty 

to allow the Committee and the 
deputation to consult. Up­

on ■ ■ ■—iiibling the fallowing report 
from the Committee was read and unan­
imously adopted :

“The Committee bey to report that 
having consulted with, and heard the 
yiews of the temperance deputation, the 
Convention bo requested to sut mit the 
claims of their candidate, Dr. Worthing­
ton, to the Convention, and obtain a 
vote upon his claim as temperance candi­
date. Alex. Duncan, Chairman.”

It was decided that the selection of a 
candidate should be made by open vote.

The following nominations were then 
made:—

A. Bishop, by W. R, Squier and Mr. 
Johns.

J. S. Sinclair, by Geo. Walker and A. 
Gov inlock.

Dr. Worthington, by J. Wilkinson 
and A Smith.

Robt. Brown, by A. Shantz and R. 
Ferguson.

Mr. Bishop was the first called on to 
address the Convention, He thanked 
his mover and seconder for the honour 
they had done him. He made no pre­
tensions but was a plain farmer like 
most of the electors. If he received the 
nomination of the Convention freely and 
fairly ho would accept it. Ho did not 
seek it, but was willing to forego his 
own feelings in deforenco to the wishes 
of hia fiionds and the interests of his 
party, lie trusted the Convention 
would l>o unanimous in its choice and 
that all would work together to secure 
tho return of thoir candidate, of which 
there was no doubt, by a largo majority, 
as it would go to show the Dominion 
government what was thought of them 
in South Huron. If elected ho would 
support tho Reform government and 
the principles for which he had always 
contended.

Mr. Sinclair said that perhaps ho had 
some claims on the Reform party, as 
he had been in a position to do them 
some service in the past. Ho might be 
entitled to some consideration tor hia 
service, but he thought it would be bet­
ter in the interests of the party to nomi­
nate some one else. It was probable 
that before another general election 
there would be a reconstruction of the 
county and that his place of residence 
would not be in the South Riding. He 
would then be a non-resident, as thoir 
member in the Dominion House now is, 
and that would be urged as an objec­
tion. There was also a prejudice against 
a representative* of his profession, and 
further it was felt that Goderich should 
not have the entire representation, but 
that the Southern part of the county 
should be considered. He did not 
sympathise with these prejudices and 
feelings but nevertheless they existed, 
and should he be selected they would 
be intensified. There was another 
difficulty in his way/ He was surety 
for a government officer and therefore 
disqualified. He might be released 
from this position, but perhaps not in 
time to take the field. Under these 
circumstances he wished his mover and 
seconder to withdraw his name. He 
trusted Mr. Bishop would be selected, 
and he was .prepare ! to do all ho could 
to secure his election, of which there 
was no doubt if the Reform party work­
ed together. He had done all he could 
for the party in tho past and was pre­
pared to do so still.

Mr. Sinclair’s namo was then with-

Dr. Worthington said lie had no 
special claim on the Reform party. He 
occupied a peculiar position. IIo was a 
strong temperance man and would be 
„lad if the temperance and Reform lu- 
tvTcsta could be united. To a great 
extent this has been accomplished to­
day aud he had now no desire to receive 
tlio nomination. He had always been a 
Reformer and always intended to be.

Mr. Brown said he did not come be­
fore the convention as a candidate. He 
did not desite the position aud wished 
hia namo withdrawn.

Mr. Love of Hay stated that the dele­
gates from that township were instruct­
ed to support Mr. Brown and he felt 
that they would not be carrying out their 
instructions if they allowed his name to 
bo withdrawn. Mr. Buchanan made a 
similar statement and Mr. Brown’s name 
was therefore allowed to go before the 
convention.

Mr. W. G. Smith asked what Mr. 
Bishop’s views on the temperance q-ies- 
lion were.

Mr. Bishop replied that ho would be 
a strange man who couldn’t agree te the 
resolution adopted by the convention, 
lie won id be glad to do what he could 
to assist in limiting the liquor traffic, 
but ho thought prohibition tho only way 
to strike at tho root of the evil.

After a few remarks by tho Chairman 
and Mr. Thomson the vote was taken as 
follows, Bishop 28, Brown 9, Worthing­
ton 7. The nomination of Mr. Bishop 
was then made unanimous and that 
gentleman thanked the convention in a 
fuw words for the honour conferred upon 
him. He would serve them, if elected, 
to the best of his ability, and trusted 
that when ho appeared before them two 
years hence his course would meet with 
their approval.

The Chairman suggested that it would 
be well now that so many Reformers 
were together to make arrangements for 
holding a mass meeting aa was being 
done in other counties, to protest against 
the conduct of the Dominion Govern­
ment with reference to the Pacific Rail­
way charter. Some of the prominent 
members of the Reform party would be 
present and address the meeting if it 
was arranged for. The su ggestion met 
with hearty approval, and the Chairman 
and Secretary, together with the County 
Representatives, were requested to 
make the necessary ai rangements.

The convention. was then brought to 
a dose with the usual votes of thanks.

Goderich Horticultural Society.
ANNUAL EXHIBITION.

The Annual Exhibition of the Gode­
rich Horticultural Society took place at 
the Drill Shed in this town on Thursday 
last, 18th inst. The early pari of the 
day was fine, but in the evening a terrif­
ic blow, with rain, thunder and lighten­
ing came on, and deterred many visitors 
from turning out who would otherwise 
have been present.
