Will PENETRATE |
FROZEN NORTH

Two Intrepid_Explorers; Will Leave
Edmonton ‘foryScientific Re-
search in Arctic Regions,

(From Thursday’s Bullctin.)

Two secientists and explorers, who,
although young in years, have altesdy
beecome famous for their scientific re-
searches and daring explorations, are
at present in Edmonton, Thege are
Vilhjaymur Stefansson and Captain
R. M. Anderson, of New York, who
are on their way north to study the
animal and bird life at the north of
the Coppermine river in the frozen
Arctic. They aré staying®at the Al-
berta hotel, where they will remain
tor a few days while completing their
outfit and arranging their mode of
travel in the north. P

Vilhjalmur Stefansson is an in-
structor in ethnology at Peabody In-
stitute, Harvard University, He has
already spent the winter of 1906-07
with the Mikkelssen-Liffingwell polar
party in the far north, and is thus
well acquainted with the conditions
that prevail there, and ‘the hardships
with which he will have to contend
in his present trip. His companion,
Captain R, M. Anderson, is a gradu-
ate of Iowa university, and was a
clasemate of the same year with Mr.
Stefansson,  He is connected with the
department of mamalogy and ornith-
ology of the American Museum of Na-
tural History. He is the author of a
book and several articles on the orn-
ithology of Towa. He is making his
maiden trip to the morth to study the
animal and bird life,

A Two Year Trip.

The proposed trip of these intrepid
scientists is one that is. full of inter-
est to the publie at large and full of
hardship and danger for the two men
direetly  interested. To a Bulletin
representative this morning, Mr, Stei-
ansson spoke in an interesting manner

| of the trip, which he and Captain

Anderson are about to take, They

{ plan to go north by way of Athabasca
| Landing, up the Athabasca and Mac-

kenzie rivers to the Arctic ‘ocean,
From there they will proceed east-
ward along the coast of the Arctic, a
distance of about 700 miles to the
mouth of the Coppermine river, which
is their objective point. THheir stay iu
the north, together with the time oc-
cupied in their trip, will take @bout
two years, They will take with them
only provisions and clothing for use
on the trip, and will attempt the hith-

j €rto impossible feat of wintering on

the shores of the frozen ocean many
miles porth of the tree line, without
the aid-of a vessel and without the
advantages of driftwood. . If they suc-
ceed they will bave accomplished a
unique feat, and made another Arctic
record for endurance apart from any
other results of their trip, and -these
may be expected to be very impor-

To Study Esquimaux.

Asked as to-the purpose of the pro-
posed trip, Mr. Stefansson said his
primary idea was to locate some
tribes of Esquimaux who are supposed
to be living on the islands’in Corona-
tiou/guli at the mouth of the Copper-
mine river, and in Victoria :land.
These tribes, he had be¢n informed,
have never seen a white man, and he
will endeavor to docate them and
make a scientific study of ihe race

their ship. the Duchess of Bedford,

WHOLE FAMILIES
WERE WIPED OUT

.
In the Disaster at La Salette—Many
Narrow Escapes Re-
ported.

Buckingham, Que., April 27—Now
that ‘the horror attending the catas-
trophe = which overwhelmed Notre
Dame de la Sallette, has somewhat
worn_ ofi several remarkable cscapes
from death are being told® The dead
include Cleophas Deslauriers, wife and
five children, of whom three have been
tfound and four are still missing.
Grandmother Lapointe and five boys,
Mrs. M. C. Parron, and three child-
ren; Mrs. Auguste Lariviere and five
children; Mrs,Joseph Murray and fou:
children, Adelard Murray, Mrs. Paul
Desjardins and two boys. Besides these
there were two strangers, English-
speaking, supposed to.be commeicial
travellers. The hostler<and a maid
at the Desjardine hotel are also said
to be among the missing.

Of Cleophas Deslaurier’s family only
2 hoy, eleven years old, remains. The
lad is almost demented and does not
yvet know that he is alone in the
world. Mrs. M. Charron was fearful-
ly mutilated, her head being taken off
irom the mouth upwards by ice. Mrs.
Emile Beaseigle and her five children
were thrown into the stream by the
landslide, but all were saved. Adelard
Murray had been living in the hotel
in the village for some time. On Sat-
urday he went to the house of his
brother, Joseph. He is among the
missing. Joseph Murray was rescu-
ed, but is in a severely injured con-
dition and may succumb.

At the Napoleon avenue hotel nine
people were in the house, the front
of which had caved in the dining
room. All the  occupants escaped.
Father Lemay, parish priest of Notre
Dame dc, la Salette was in Bucking-
ham when the news of the disaster
reached here. Paul Despardines, post-
master of Notre Dame de la Salette,
was also in Buckingham' and heard
that his family had been wiped out.
He was one of the wealthiest. men in
the district.” All the way from La
Salle may be seen debris from the de-
stroyed village; horses, cattle and
household goods are seen . floating
down _the river, while the water is in
such a condition that it is unfit for
human consumption.
