ARE AFTER ROOSEVELT.

Young Egyptians Take a Fling at the
Ex-President.

Geneva, Switzerland, Sept. 15—The
annual meeting of the permanent
committee of the -young Egypt party,
the aim of which is autonomy, opened
today, and afforded an opportunity of
which several Egyptians availed them-
selves to attack Former President
Roosevelt because of his speeches at
Khartoum ‘and London. Among the
epithets applied to Colonel Roosevelt,
were “vulgar blusterer,” and “self-ad-
vertiser.”

The committee sent a telegram to
London ‘demanding an ‘immediate
evacuation of Egypt by the British
government. A message was also sent
toa the Khedive of Egypt asking for
the re-establishment of the “Egyptian
constitution,
