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More Victims
the plot would have started the explosion 
doubtlessly the next time the Czar slept at 
the palace had they not been frightened 
away by the signs of discovery of their 
plot.

The undermining had been done by means 
of a tunnel which led to a hill not 300 yards 
from the palace, and which must have been 
the work of many months. Spades, picks, 
and boring tools were found near the en- 
trance in the side of the hill. This entrance 
was concealed by a large rock, around 
which the sod was laid so carefully as not 
to betray its frequent disturbance. The 
plotters must have worked at night and 
have left before daybreak, as all the sur- 
rounding country was carefully watched. 
The plot was known in a general way to 
exist, yet the Czar’s police were unable to- 
discover its details, or even to fix its loca- 
tion definitely. The cellars and grounds 
of the Gatchina Palace were carefully 
examined and upon finding nothing the de- 
tectives decided that the conspirators had 
not begun to act. The Paris detectives 
were then summoned.
Still Another Compartment Car Out-

LONDON, May 17.—The sentences passed

As usual, the 
communication cord was not in working 
order, and the girls, though they shrieked 
at the top of their voices for help, could 
not make themselves heard above the 
rumbling of the train. When the train 
arrived at the station the girls called the 
guard and Bell was arrested.

Earthquake in England.
LONDON, May 18. —A rather severe earth- 

quake shock was felt early this morning in 
the county of Cornwall. The earth trem- 
blings were so great that houses rocked to 
and fro on their foundations. Crockery 
was thrown from shelves and broken, and 
in a few cases chimneys were overturned. 
Almost everyone was asleep when the 
shock occurred. The people were awakened 
by the rocking of their beds, and many of 
them believing that their houses were about 
to fall rushed out in their night dresses. 
The movement lasted several seconds, but 
no damage of any consequence has been re- 
ported.

Liberal Gains in London.
LONDON, May 18. —The Tories have sue- 

ceeded in keeping the North Hackney seat, 
and the achievement is trumpeted forth to 
the world as a great Conservative victory. 
How small is the mercy for which the 
loudest of thanks are thus being offered can 
be measured by the fact that the Tory 
majority has been reduced by 534 votes 
compared with 1886. It Liberals can do as 
well at the general elections all over Lon- 
don as they have just done in North Hack, 
ney, they will win at least fourteen seats 
now held by Tories, with majorities rang- 
ing from 5 in Central Finsbury to 502 in 
Stepney. If the Tories are satisfied with 
that prospect, the Liberals certainly have 
no cause for complaint.

A British Victory.
LONDON, May 18. —A dispatch from 

Lagos, the British settlement on the Gold 
Coast of Africa, states that the British 
force under command of Col. Scott, which 
started last week to attack the Jebu and 
Egba tribes, the chiefs of which have 
blocked the trade routes to the interior, 
arrived at Epe on the border of the country 
occupied by the Jebus on Friday, 
after a stout resistance by the natives. 
The Jebus held the two towns six miles 
inland from Epe, and the British marched 
against them. The British forces cleared 
away the brush in the vicinity of 
the towns and set fire to them. This 
was not accomplished, however, until 
after sharp fighting, during which 
eight of the native allies of the British 
were killed. The loss of the enemy is un- 
known. They fought behind barricades 
of brushwood, and when they retreated 
from the burning towns they carried their 
dead and wounded with them. Their 
resistance was most stubborn, and 
they did not withdraw from the 
towns until the fire from the burning huts 
became so intense that it was impossible 
longer to remain. The fire of the British 
forces was well directed, and it is believed 
the natives lost heavily. The expedition 
bivouacked near the sites of the destroyed 
towns, and after it had recruited a numbe 
of native porters continued its march inr 
land in the direction of the Jebu capital.

LONDON, May 17. —Another big river in 

Africa now has a steamboat on its waters 
for the first time. The mysterious river 
Juba empties into the Indian Ocean a little 
south of the Equator. Its upper course 
8unknown, though many explorers have 
tried to follow it through the dangerous 
country of the Somalis. Its mouth has 
just been entered by the stern-wheel 
steamer Kenia, and the purpose is to 
ascend the river, if the natives permit, as 
far as it is navigable. In 1882-83 the 
French explorer Revoil ascended along 
the banks of the river from its mouth 
about 150 miles up stream. He is the only 
explorer who has told much about the 
river, and it is not known at all for at 
least two-thirds of its extent. Many 
villages line the banks in its lower course, 
and the peculiarity of the farming along a 
part of the river is that the natives have 
advanced ideas concerning irigation works.

This 
letter, the Crown alleges, was written by 
the woman herself.

Mrs. Carrothers, whose parents reside in 
the township of Blanshard, near St. Marys, 
Ont., was arrested by Detective Murray at 
the house of a relative in Toronto on Aug. 
13 last.
