CHAMBERLAIN SURRENDERS.

London, June 16.—Friday witnessed
an event the political importance of
which cannot be denied. The Duke of
Devonshire and Mr. Joseph Chamber-
lain, leader of the Liberal-Unionist
party, were entertained at a banquet
by the chief Tory wire-puller, and it
was announced that they would take
office in the Tory Goveérnment. As far
as the duke is concerned, this is na-
tural and inevitable and long foreseen,
but Mr. Chamberlain has struggled
and fought to retzin his own personal
independence and separate existence of
his party. His decision now demon-
gtrates his belief that in the coming
general election the Liberal-Unionist
party will cease to exist except in Bir-
mingham and a few midland towns,
where his personal influence ig still par-
amount. He has been nine years with-
out the sweets of office, and had he not
decided to chain himself to the Tory
car he would find himself permanently
excluded from power. Lord Salisbury
and Mr. Balfour and the irresistible
course of events have been too much
for Mr. Chamberlain, as Mr. Gladstone
long ago predicted they would be.

THE PORTE’S REPLY

Said to be Satisfactory to the European
Powers.

Constantinople, June 16.—The Sultan,
learning that the British Cabinet had
met to consider Turkey’s reply to the
plan of reform in Armenia, submitted
ry Great Britain, rrance and Russia,
yesteraay telegraphied 10 Rustem
Pasha, the Turkisn ambassador in
London, instructing him to ask the
Laf’rl Kimberley, British oreign
Minister to postpone a decision in tne
mater. The #arl of Kimberiey acced-
ed to the request.

In the meanwhile it is stated that the
Rorte yesterday handed to the British,
French and Russian ambassadors a
11‘gsh satisfactory reply acceding to the
principle of control by the powl?r:t, but
asking that the period be Yimited to
three ysmars. In a memorandum at-
t_af-iwd to the project of Armenian re-
forms, which was presented to the Sul-
tan on May 11 last, the ambassadors
said: *“The ‘appended scheme, contain-
ing the general statement of the mod-
ifications which it woulg be necessary
to introduce in regard to the adminis-
trative, financial and judicial organiza-
ticn of the vilayets mentioned, it has
appeared useful to indicate in a separ-
ate memorandum certain measures ex-
ceeding the scope of an administrative
but which form the very
basis of this regulation, and the ad()ﬁ—
tion of which by the Porte is a matter
of primary importance.

BRITISH POLITICS.

Harcourt is Adreit and Optimistic—The
Opposition Conficent of Re-
gaining Power.

London, June 16.—Sir William Har-
court’s speech on Thursday, obtaining
control of the time of the House for
Government business, was most adroit
and optimistic. He had the cheerful,
jaunty air of a Palmerston with a ma-
jority of 100 behind him instead of a
baker’s dozen. His declaration that the
Government intend to proceed with all
the principal bills until they are passed
into law was loudly cheered, but the
hollowness of the proclamation is gen-
erally recognized. Mr. Balfour virtually
supported Sir William Harcourt’'s mo-
tion in a conciliatcry speech, when he
had been assured that there was no in-
tention of subjecting the Welsh Dises-
tablishment Bill to compulsory closure.
Mr. Chamberlain made a bitter attack,
accusing the Government of hypocriti-
cal pretenses, and Sir Willlam Har-
court of the worst kind of clap-trap.
The difference in tone of the two
Unionist leaders indicated that one fa-
vored a waiting policy, while the other
decided to precipitate the overthrow of
the Government. Mr. Chamberlain’s
power in a Unionist Parliament will
depend upon the strength of his ma-
jority. He will be a more important
figure if the majority be narrow than
if it be large. Nobody believeg that he
can be left cut of the Unionist Cabinet,
but it is natural to infer that Lord Sal-
isbury and Mr. Baifour would prefer to
be released from absolute dependence
upon him. They think that theilr ma-
jority will be larger if the €lections are
deferred until autumn. and are in no
haste to overthrow the Government. Mr.
Chamberlain is in more of a hurry be-
cause from eniightened self-interest he
is indifferent to a great majority.
Meanwhile Mr. Balfour good-humoredly
patronizes Sir Willlam Harcourt, and
the Ministers hold on with the ulterior
purpose of postponing the elections un-
til February, if they are allowed to do
so, and then appealing to the country
o a resolution directed against the
Lords. Their majority is so small that
an accident may happen anyV week
through the caprices or resentments of
Radicals like Mr. Labouchere, who do
not believe in a drifting policy when the
rocks are straight ahead and in plain
sight.

Sir William Harecourt’s declaration
that, whether the session was short or
long, it would last until the leading
measure of the Government were dis:
posed of ought not to be taken too titer-
ally. It indicates an autumn session
but it is not probable that the Govern.
ment will earry out the threat of keen-
ing Parliament in session until the hills
are passed. The Cabinet have appar.’
ently agreed upon a definite policy, and
that 1s a great gain; it imparts stead-
iness to the Liberal supporters and en-
couragzes them to helieve that the party
fortunes are not utterly wrecked.

DEATH AFTER A MOSQUITO BITE.

Righteen-Months-Old Bertha Wurr Dies
of Cellulitis.

New York, June 16.—Bertha Wurr,
the 18-months-old daughter of August
Wurr, who lives in the rear house at 44
Morton street, was bitten on the arin
by a mdsquito on Thursday of last
week. The bite made the child restless,
and she scratched it continually The
next day the arm swelled until it was
twice the normal size, and the child be-
came very ill. Dr. Cole, of the North-
western Dispensary, wino was called in,
found Bertha in great pain and suffer-
ing from a high fever.

The child also had great difficulty
in breathing. He prescribed for her,
but in spite of his care the little girl
died. As the case was a peculiar one,
it was reported at the coroner’s office,
and yesterday Deputy Coroner Huber
made an investigation.

After describing the symptoms, Dr.
Cole said he thought the child’s death
was caused by the mosquito bite. Dr.
Huber gave a certificate that death was
due to cellulitis, which is an inflamma-
tion of the tissue immediately beneath
the skin.
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TRAIN WRECKED.

The Engincer and Fireman Hurt—Air
Brakes Refused to Work.

New Haven, Conn.,, June¢ 16.—The
New York Su lay newspaper train,
cue here at 4:2G ’clock, was wrecked in
the railroad yard here this afternoomn.
There were four cars on the train, and
all but the last car were derailed. The
enging was turned completely around
and thrown over on its side.

Engineer Matt Chiggins and Fire-
man Chappell were injured. Conduct-
or Hoagland was in the rear car and
escaped injury. It is supposed that the
train’s speed, which is said to have
been 55 miles an hour, was too great for
the very sharp curve at that point
where the accident occurred.

The reason the train was going sO
{fast while nearing the station was that
the air brakes refused to work. Fire-
man Chappell was seriously but not
dangerously bruised. Engineer Hig-
gins’ left knee cap was shattered, and
his left leg was broken. He also sus-
tained numerous bruises. The tracks
for 300 feet were torn up. Great dam-
age was also done to the switching
system.

HANGED WITH A HANPKERCHIEF

Tragic Dcath of a Brute VWho Escaged
Lyacning.

Cincinnati, O., June 16.—An infuriat-
ed mob cunased Jacob Sirack down
John street yesterday afierncon amid
great excitement. Half an hour pre-
vious he had been seen Dy some women
enticing 10-year-old Katie Wise, who
lived in the same house with him, to a
vacant lot. They shouted to some men
near by, who started after Strack. One
of the pursuers hurled a brick at the
man as he ran. It hit him and he fell;
the crowd closed in on him, and it was
with difficulty that he was réscued by
officers.

Strack is 55 years old. He was taken
to a police station and locked up. A
foew moments afterwards the turnkey
heard a strange gurgling sound, and
upon investigation found the prisoner
hanging to the top of a cell with a
randkerchief tied around his neck. He
was dead when taken down.
