The simplest
thing and the best is a mixture of
two-thirds of 95 per cent., castor oil
and one-third alcohol, Bay rum and
castor oll agree with some., Olive oil
and cocoanut oil may also be used.

— Turn into a
granite saucepan a cupful of preserv-
ed ginger syrup, Add a cupful of boil-
ing water, some bits of lemon peel, six
whole cloves and a tiny splce bag, con-
taining a bit of stick cinnamon, half
a nutmeg and half a dozen allspice.
Simmer for ten minuteg and then re-
move the spices, add the juice of three
lemons and a cupful of sugar. When
cold place directly on the ice to chill,
add at serving time three p!nt~3 of gin-
ger ale and a pint of shaved ice. Serve
in stemmegd goblets, with a slice of
candied lemon arranged on the 1‘im of
each glass.

Such a friendship would
have no sin in it, and one is inclined to
deplore that M. Heger could not give it,
ffn- this starved heart had learned to
live upon very little, but not to live
upon nothing at all, ILet it be remem-
bered that till Miss Bronte met M.
Heger she had probably never known
a gentleman. Her father had good
qualities, but in many ways he was a
savage.

Among
her neighbors she was famillar with
rough tempers and harsh judgments.
There wags little or nothing of the
amenity and the courtesy of life. To
Miss Bronte M. Heger represented the
world of intelligence and culture and
sympathy.
