The 
Council being in full organization, the first 
t pic of business was proposed, at reque t 
of the Council, by Cnief Wawanosh. He 
was glad to meet them all here ; with most 
of the best men of the Indians in < anada the 
grand subject to bring forward was the con- 
sideration of the best means of promoting 
the welfare of us and our children, and of 
bringing them up to love our white brethren. 
He regretted that in the States those who 
had been enfranchised had been imposed 
upon by designing and wicked men, but he 
was of the opinion that this could he avoided 
here. He was in favor of the enfranchise 
ment of all those who were fit for it, and 
those who even uight became so.

The President opened by asking that the 
act of 1S69 be read section by section, inte r 
preted and comments made upon them 
first. However, the different tribes were 
gathered together in Council for the bet 
te r consulting amongst themselves. The first 
section of the act was read and interpreted 
into various languages. Chief John ilenry 
made a powerful speech. He thought it the 
greatest injustice that the people of 
Canada had not long ago recognized the 
rights of the Indians, the former noble 
owners of the soil. He was in favor of enfran- 
chisement, but thought that those who were 
enfranchised should then forfeit every right 
to come back t । them, the Indians.

The first section and the Act of 1869 was 
rejected by a unanimous vote.

The Cour cil have adjourned till S p. m., 
when they intend holding a night session.

A tea nie eting was held on Saturday even- 
ing, at which speeches were made by gen- 
tlemen, or chiefs. The meeting was en- 
livened by the Munceytown Brass Band. 
The proceedings closed with the band play- 
ing the National Anthem.
