“CHEAP MONEY.”

The measure submitted to the legisla-
ture providing for cheap money for
farmers and other members of the com-
munity is one of the most importa_nt p're-
sented ‘by this or any other legisiative
body in Canada—in fact it is the only
legislation of the kind which has as yet
been attempted in Canada.

As a proposed solution of the ‘p‘rob-
lem of cheap money it is an ambitious
and we must say a well considered one.
The principle involved is not a new one
by any means, although new to tln% con-
tinent. The system of agncu.tu.ral
credit banks or associations, for which
it makes provision, have been developgd
with a.very great degree of sucgess in
Germany, Italy, France and other E.ur-
opean countries, and are Now taking
root in Great Britain and Ireland. They
have also been established ul'lder gov-
ernment auspices in: the presidency of
Madras, India. The measure NOW Pe
fore the legislative' assembly of British
Columbia, while an-adaptation of th.e
best features of these agricultural credit

original, being conceived with Spec!nl
reference to the conditions which exist
in this vince. :

In
addition to this again the affairs of the
association are subject to the scrutiny
of the government auditor, who may
at any time intervene and prevent an
improper working of the system.

The system will not help those farmers
who are hopelessly in debt, nor will it
pay off mortgages on farms, which are
mortgaged beyond the security which, a
farmer can offer, but it will make the
conditions of farmhing so easy that the
profits with industry and intelligence
will enable a farmer .to get out of debt
and place him in a position of independ-
ence. It will enable many new settlers
and others with small assets to obtain
money in small amounts for certain spe-
cific purposes of improvement at a low
rate of interest which they could not
otherwise obtain, and fifty or a hundred
dollars is very often .an amount which
stands between a stinggling man and
success. - It is contemplated that asso-
ciations who borrow money at three or
three and a half per cent on the credit
of ‘the government may lénd out to ap-
plicants at four and a half and five per
cent. as the case may be, providing for
a margin ‘of profit to eover expenses,
sinking fund, losses, etc.” It is also con-
templated that these associations may
receive ‘deposits from members allowing
‘the current rate of interest at which de-
‘bentures are floated upon the same, thus
in time as the associations prosper the
deposits ‘alone may create a large fund
for the use of the association. There are
no dividends to members; all profits go
to a reéserve fund for the gemeral pur-
poses of the association and can never

Along with the bill ‘'a set<of model
rules and regulations have been submit-
ted to the house, not for enactment, but
in order to indicate en general lines the
regulations which will be put in effect
by the Lieutenant-Governor in Council,
to whom this duty belongs.

_Briefly outlined the system is this:
‘Any number of farmers or traders of a
community of 25 or more members, may
form themselves into an association, pay-
ing an entrance of five dollars each, and
subscribing 'to a certain number of
shares, the number of shares to be pro-
portionate to the amount which a mem-
ber may reasonably be supposed to be-
come good for in case he is called upon.
The membership fees are, as paid in,
deposited with the gOVemmegt_to the
credit of the member and draw interest,
accumulating to the credit of the mem-
ber. The fund so formed is not called

_ into tequisition except in case of the

guarantors, ‘or in ease of an association
liguidating or ceasing to exist. ’

In future -issues '~ we will refer at
greater length to the-principles of this
important measure, and show in detail
the important. resultsi which have de-
oped under similar = systemis in conti-
nental countries, whereby in some cases
associations have started with a dozen
members and a capital of fifty pounds
or so, and to-day number their members
by hundreds of thousands, with mil-
lions more carried to the reserve fund.
The losses have in every case been in-
significant and the advantages are ap-
parent in the immense resources of|
wealth which exists in the continental]
powers among the farmers,: which in
| capital and production really represent
the great strength of these powers.

The measure is based on half a cen-
tury of experience, and is essentially on’
the soundest economical basis depending
for its success upon, personal credit, in-;
dustry and. intelligence and co-opera-
| tion.

By it the government practically says
to the farmers: “We cannot lend you
money on mortgages, or deal with you
individually, because it iq contrary to
the first principles of government and
liable to gross abuse; but if you show
vour confidence in each other, and be-
come liable for each other by pooling
security, we are willing to deal with
you as a community and lend you money
on communal credit. In. other words,

the shares is necessary to be paid up,
they simply stand as a guarantee to the
government much in the sense of a
promissory note that the member will
pay the amount of the shares subscribed
in case of an emergency. o

Every share carries with it a double li-
gbility so that the government is thor-
onghly well protected against risk of
loss.

The association borrows inoney on the
aggregate value of its shares, by issuing
debentures at say 3 or 3% per cent,
which may be guaranteed by the govern-
ment. The association ioans out the
money to its members, taking into con-
sideration for security personal worth,
industry, and assets, real and personal.
Unde; this system the productive earn-
ings of a man, together with his general
character and standing in the commun-
ity, as to honesty, industry und mfelli-
gence will constitute part of his general
f:redit much as it does in ordinary bank-
ing circles.

DUTY ON FRESH SALMON,

The salmon canning industry of Brit-
ish Columbia is a most: potent ~fae-
tor in its prosperity, and its product
forms one of the chief items of export.
During the seasen of preparation; fishing,
cnnning and ¢hipping the industry: fur-
nishes labor for an army of employees,
and is directly and indirectly of great
benefit to the whole comnaunity. «The
industry, started in a small way on .the
Fruser River ove- twenty-five years ago,
has grown to large proportions, andex-
tended itselq to _every available salmon
river on the Mainland coast and on Van-
couver, Island, until in} 1897 there were
over sixty canneries in operation in Brit-
ish- Columbia. ol
