The Past Week Generally quiet Throughout Ire-
% land—The “ No Rent ” Manifesto Fallen Flat
® —English Statesmen on the Situation—Police
Precaution.

~ONDON, Nov. 12.—The Monoghan land
commiseion to-day rendered a decision in
all the pending cases, granting in nearly
every instance a reduction of 10 to 20 per
cent in therent.

In one case in Monoghan the reat was
raised by the commission half a crown from
758.

Six suspects have been removed from
Limerick gaol to Clonmel gaol.

At a banquet to-night. Earl Spencer,
lord president of the council, said every
Irish grievance would be redressed. We
shall extend to the Irish all the privileges
and liberties we possess, but we are ready
to shed our blood against the repeal of the
union.

DusLiN, Oct. 12.—Among the applica-
cations for fixing judicial rent recorded are
130 on the estate of Sir George Colthurst of
Cork. - The others are on the estates en-
dowed by the school commissioners and of
the marquis of Ely in Fermanagh county,
170 ap the estates of McNamara Minors,
where: ténants have long refused to pay rent.
The land commission resolved, in all cases
where notices have been served on or be-
fore to-day, it will note the application even
if it sit until midnight. = This greatly in-
creases ‘the tenants’ facilities.

DusLIN, Nov. 13.—The land commission
sat last night until midnight. The num-
ber of applications before it now reaches
45,000.

An armed band dragged Farmer Gavin
from his bed in Castle island, county Kerry,
and questioned him. Gavin acknowledged
having paid rent, whereupon he was fired at
five times and severely wounded. A party
of twenty men attacked Curlin’s house at
Mount Mary and dragged his wife out of
bed and compelled Curlin to swear to stop
proceedings against farmers under notice.

Loxpox, Nov. 13.—The Marquis of Sal-
isbury, speaking at the conservative ban-
quet on the Coiston anniversary at Bristol,
last evening, laid great stress upon the
rights of Irish landlords to compensation,
He said it was understood- sub-commission-
ers were appointed because of their prepos-
sessions in favor of the government’s policy,
and they acted rather as executive agents
than judicial arbitrators. He expressed
strong-distrust of the proposals to alter the
rules of debate in the house of commons,
la.s a change would render minorities power-
ess,

Thomas Brassey, speaking at a liberal
banquet upon the same occasion, said the
cordial relations between Great Britain and
the United States formed a most welcome
addition to Great Britain’s naval strength.
It was not the policy of the United States
t0 maintain a gonsiderable navy in the time
of peace, but they were our most formidable
rivals on sea. By what happened lately
good feeling between the two countries was
cemented forever.

Bradford, Eng., Nov. 13.—The police
searched the house of Tobin, who recently
escaped from arrest while under a charge of
assaulting the police and suspected of being
a femian. They seized a hox containing a
large number of new revolvers and cart-
ridges and books and documents connected
with the fenian and land league move-
ments,

New York, Nov. 13.—The World's Lon-
don special says:—Of the £6,000,000 de-
rived annualy from Ireland in rent, at least
£5,000,000 goes to annuitants and holders
of settlements, who will suffer equally with
the landlords by the decisions of the land
court.

The Herald’s Dublin special says the
past week has developed a coutinued de-
termination of the tenants in many quar-
ters of the country not to pay rents with-
out a liberal .reduction. It may be con-
sidered as an established fact that the ““no
rent” manitesto fell flat. Only few instances
have come to light where the people re-
fused to pay any rent whatever. A secret
circular has been issued to the police in-
forming them that there were twenty-one
branches of the league in Dublin, and the
authorities believe these branches to be
meetingjunder various disguises as benefit
societies or social clubs, or under other de-
signations. The police are instructed to
watch carefully and report in order that
the leaders may be arrested.

Proceedings in the land court on Satur-
day showed that land is a drug in the
market. ~ No bidders come forward for lots
put up. Nine tenants’ houses on the estate
of Lord Cook, near Kileen, were visited a
few nights ago by ““Capt. Moonlight.” Shots
were fired through the windows and mo-
$ices posted on the doors warning them not
to puy reni.

THE ASSASSIN’S TRIAL.,

Guiteau Says He is Ready to Face the Bar of
Justice—Looking Out for His Safety. 3

NEw York, Nov. 12.—The Post says
Guiteau told a correspondent to day that he
was ready to have his trial begin on Mon-
day, The assassin handed him a note for
publieation, which the warden took. Its
purport was that, with the permission of
the court, heintended to deliver a ‘* graphic
speech,” setting forth his defence. He
made the announcement thus, that in order
that promiment gentlemen interested in the
case might hear it. No speeial precautions
have been adopted by the marshal with a
view of the safety of the prisoner in transit
to and from the gaol. The authorities have
no apprehension of violence. Guitean feels
less of fear now than heretofore, although
he has still doubts as to his personal safety,
and yesterday sent a note to a detective
asking him to make proper arrangements
to secure his safe conduct.

COLLISION ON LAKE ERIE,

AN IRON STEAMSHIP AND
SCHOONER GO DOW. Ve
g
Four Lives Lost and Two Hundred and Twenty-
five Theusand Dollars Worth of Property
Deptroyed.

Burraro, Nov 13.—A collision occurred
on Lake Erie, near Dunkirk, at 1.30 o’clock
Saturday morning which involves the loss
of four human lives and at least $225,000
worth of property. The steamship Bruns-
wick, laden with 1,500 tons of coal
for the North-western Fuel company at
Duluth, left this port at 10 o’clock on Fri-
day night. When ten miles below Dun-
kirk and some distance from shore, she col-

lided with she schooner Carlingford, bound
for Buffalo with 26,500 bushels of wheat
fromr Duluth.  The schooner was struck on
theport side just forword of the fore rig-
ging by the sharp stern of the steamer
and was eut wide open. She went
down head foremost in about twenty
minutes, and in some eighty feet of water,
Capt. Homer Durant and all of his crew of
six men, excepting one, managed to get into
after a rough passage
of abont - twenty miles landed sately at
Duaville, Ont., at 8 o’clock in the morning,
A sailor named Fdward Conaway of Sk
Jolu_l, Nfld., recklessly ran back for some
of his clothing and went down - with the
wreck. After the collision Capt, C. Cham-
berlain of the Brunswick, ed her for
the schooner for the purpose of talking off
her crew, but seeing that his | own
boat was going down, he turned her
towards shore. Her bows were burst
in, ‘and ‘she went down by  the
head about forty-five minutes after the
collision, eight miles or so from Dunkirk
in the same depth of water that engulphed
the Carlingford. ' As the forward portion of
the Brunswick got under water, her stern
being high in the air, she broke completely
in two and the sections plunged to the bot.
tom. Captain Chamberlain, when it was
seen that his steamer was sinking, lowered
his small boats, and eight of his crew of
lifteen took to one, the other seven getting
into the remaining boat. When the huge
steamship went down the suction of the
water capsized the boat on the
starboard  side, in which was the
captain  himself. The first engineer,
John Trincomb, and the steward-
ess, Mrs. A G. Fletcher, - and her
daughter Nellie of Detroit sank at onmce
and were lost. The other five saved them-
selves by ' clinging to pieces of the wreck
and were picked up a half hour later by the
crew ofthe port boat. All twelve then
made their way safely to shore at Dunkirk,
The crews d% both vessel lost. all of their
personal effects.
