DOMINION AND PROVINCIAL POWERS,
(From the Montreal Gazstts.)

The privy council in England held re-
cently, in a case which wss taken oefore
it trom New Branswick, that the Canada
temperance act of 1878 was within the
powers of the dominion legislature, aud
was not an interference with those vested
in the provincial legislatures ; that it is an
act desling with publio wrongs rather than
civil rights ; that it is a matter of gen-
eral not: mot merely cf 8 local ora private
patare in the provinee, and that if it affects
the revenues of a province it is only inci-
dentally. Tt is thus settled that the do-
minion parlisment has & right to pass a
prohibitory lsw. Bat s further question
srises, Has the dominion parliament
slone the power to pass & prohibitory
liguor law? That was the question pre-
sented to. our eourt of appesls in
case which came before it during
the ‘present ' month st Quebec. ~ The
corporation of ' Three Rivers, sppel-
lant, snd Sulte, respondent, which we mo-
tice in » recent issus of the Legal News.
