A Unigue Car Coupler.

Mr. J. H. Coleman of Tottenham is now
fn the city making arrangements to put his
patent automatic ear cc 1pler on the market.
Out of the 5000 would-be inventors of a sujt-
able coupler he is the only one who has suc-
ceeded in evolving an_arrangement at-ouce
simple and efficient. Mr. Coleman yesterday
exhibited a working model of his patent in
The Empire office to- several mechanical ex-
perts, and he was warmly congratulated on
the outcome of his inventive efforts. The
Intereolonial Railway will shortly put the
new coupler on its cars, and a trial is all that
is nired to demonstrate the co!
utility of the arrangement, The draw heads
of the Coleman Automatic Coupler resemble
those now in use in their external appear-
ance. A few inches from the front the draw-
bead contains a chest about 6x 8 in-
ches in size, into which s placed a
slotted moveéable block. ' The slot or

ve is made wider towards the fronfand
ttom of the block, so that the arrowhead
in or drawbar in pressing through the
raises the block. s soon as the head of
the pin passes through the slot the block
drops down, and thus the coupling is made.
To uneougle two cars it is only ‘necessary to
raise the block, and this can be done from
the top or sides of a car by a simple arrange-
ment. The block weighs 35 pounds, and
there is no danger whatever of it jolting
up and thus loosing the drawbar, There
are only three moveable pieces in a complete
coupler, one.drawbar and one block iu each
drawhead. W here the drawheads are not of
the same height the invention is just as
offective. No coupler would be complete it
the old link and pin could not be used asa
substitute, and provision is made for thess in
the Coleman antomatic.
