.grain, If he is not, and many are
not, he can afford to pay  some-
thing to the farmers within a radius of
a mile and' & half, Sow a field
of buckwheat. ‘He could afford to pay
one or two dollars per acre, and it would
frove a good investment to him. Buck-
wheat will grow on almost any land,
but like most other crops it grows best
on ‘good land. Its dense and rapid
growih makes it a good weéed-killer and
the grain from it finds a ready market
at good prices. The farmer cares for
these mal but the bee-keeper is in-
terested especially in the white blossoms
that load the air with fragrance and that
grow an abundance of honey-making
material from the soil and atmosphere,
It is perfectly legitimate for him to call
the attention of farmers to the benefits
to be derived from the cultivation of the
grain, but he should be cautious not to
