What is sectarianism applied to politics!
When the state grants any privilege or 

subvention to a religious denomination, or 
when the state ia influenced in its policy 
by pressure brought to bear upon it by a 
religious denomination—these would be ex­
amples of sectarianism.

Sectarianism in Ontario seems to divide 
the people and to cause no end of bitter 
feeling and animoeity.

True. There ia no more troublesome 
question in Ontario to-day than this same 
one of church end state, which ia another 
namt{ for seetarianiam.
- But who is responsible for its introduc­
tion in Ontario politics!

The constitution of 1867 ia responsible 
for a blander, by reason ot which one of the 
denominations get a standing in the Gov­
ernment of the province. This denomina­
tion, in virtue of that constitution, has a 
Separate school system of it* own, Sup­
ported by public funds. <

Is that the only example of sectarianism 
in our politics!

That ia about the only case where it 
exists with constitutional authority to sup­
port it.

Bat the denominations from time to time 
approach the Government and obtain grants 
and privileges for sectarian purposes?

Certainly.
And the Governor int listens to these sec­

tarian appeals!
The Government of Sir Oliver Mowat baa 

listened to them atti ntively and acted upon 
them.

Then Sir Oliver n icognizes the church in 
the state independently of the church’s 
right under the constitution of 1867!

Certainly. He hne listened 1* any de­
nomination that oCmea along seeking a 
privilege.

Bat sorely, since sectarianism has caused 
so much discord atnong the people, the 
Premier does not seek to extend its in­
fluence!

That is just what he does.
In what way!
For example : the Baptists are a denomi­

nation that believe in the entire separation 
of church and state, but in a moment of 
weakness not long ago thev went to Sir Oliver 
Mowat and requested .the privelege of 
establishing a Baptist University.

But Sir Oliver surely did not permit a 
rival to the State University to come into 
existence!

Just what, he did do. The Baptist* 
turned out their own hard-shell B. A.’e this 
year for tbs first time.

Then this Baptist University is practi­
cally a separate school!

Just the same. It is an institution that 
weakens our own Provincial University. If 
the 40 or 50 Baptist students had no Baptist 
University to attend they would have to 
attach themselves to the Provincial Univer­
sity. The larger the number of students 
attached to the University the better in­
stitution it becomes.

Then in creating this Baptist University 
Sir Oliver directed a blow against our state 
educational system !

Just so.
Can you mention any other instance 

wherein Sir Oliver allowed the church to 
get a locus standi in our Legislature ? -

Scores of them. Principal Grant is the 
head of a Presbyterian university whose in- 
fluence it is his business to extend.
