An Wnlnqnlsltlve Hired Man.
George Craig, Charles Welter’s hired 

man, was the last and a most stupid 
witness. He acted and gave his evidence 
in a manner which led the county at­
torney to ask him ii he had beep drink­
ing. His

guilt. He was twice at John Hender- 
shott’e that Friday morning and saw the 
deceased on both occasions. About 8 
o’clock he was upstairs at Charles Wel­
ter’s, when Mrs. Welter called to hint 
that Will Hendershott had been killed. 
He came down and found prisoner Wel­
ter in the room crying and looking sad, 
and though witness remained in the 
room five minutes he never asked Wel­
ter how the killing occurred.

“Wasn’t I Polling On My Boot»?"
He was pressed by the county attor­

ney to give the reason why he did not 
speak to Welter at all or ask about the 
accident. Although threatened with be­
ing committed, that it might be the last 
opportunity he would have of answering, 
that he must have a guilty knowledge, 
and being asked to make a clean breast 
of the whole matter, witness' 
answers were: “ I don't know.” 
“Wasn’t I pulling ou ray boots?” 
► What the devil eau I tell you?” and 
that he did mot know he bad to speak 
to Welter. The impression produced by 
the vigorous * cross-examination to which 
he was subjected was that the map was 
more stupid than guilty. He finally de­
nied all guilty knowledge of the matter. 
He told of taking the body from the 
woods, described its position, etc. He 
identified a pair of pants produced as 
those worn by deceased, but could not 
identify the axes.
A Blood Thing If Everything Hoes Eight.

Ho Spoke to prisoner .Hendershott 
about the insurance, saying he had struck 
a pretty good thing, and Henderahptt 
replied f'Yes, if everything .goes all 
right.” He contradicted his employer 
by stating that it was on Thursday last, 
and not on the Saturday previous, that 
Mr. Macdonald called at C. G. Welter’s. 
When he went to the woods to bring 
back the body he saw blood marksi 20 or 
30 feet from where the body laid, but 
said nothing about it. He did not seem 
to think the circumstance suspicious.

Inquest adjourned at 6.80 p.m. till 10 
a.m. Saturday.

Halifax, N.8., Dec. 27.-A despatch 
from St. John’s, Nfld., says Messrs. Cook, 
manager ; ex-Premier Goodridge, Good- 
fellow, Hutchinson and Dubier, direc­
tors of the Commercial Bank, lately sus­
pended, were arrested to-day on infor­
mation laid by! Hon. George Skelton, a 
shareholder. They are charged with 
making a false written statement and 
rendering false accounts to the share­
holders. Cook will be arrested on 
another charge, such as embezzlement 
and fraudulently taking the muds of the 

The disclosures against Cook 
are very damaging, and considerable, ex­
citement i.was caused by the arrests. 
Pitts, the director who is included in 
the, warrant of arrest, is absent from St. 
John’s, but will be arrested immediately 
on his return, and if he does not return 
he will be arrested in Canada. Bail 
will be accepted for the prisoners at 
$20,000 each.

Bail for the accused directors was in­
creased to $36,000 each, after consulta- 
$tion with the crown. More warrants 
for the officials were issued to-night.

The Legislative Committee reported on 
the Union and Commercial Banks to­
night. The Union Bank was found sol­
vent ad able to pay every bondy 100 
cents on the dollar with time and the 
passage of an act, stopping.actions for 
the payment of notes in gold. The Com­
mercial Bank was found hopelessly insol­
vent and the utmost expected of it is 
a small dividend. The Government pro­
posed to guaratee Union Bank paper to 
the amount of 80 cents on the dollar, 
and Commercial Bank paper to 
amount of 20 cents on the dollar. Noth­
ing will be decided until to-morrow.
