INDIANAPOLIS, \nd., Feb. 2— 
The biennial convention of the Un­
ited Mine Workers of America in 
a resolution adopted here yester­
day took the position that recognit­
ion of Soviet Russia should be 
withheld until that govern men*, 
concedes the right of the people 
of the United States to manage 
their own affairs,

The miners also adopted by a 
unanimous, rising vote, a resolut­
ion pledging themselves to do their 
utmost jn securing the passage of 
the Soldiers’ bonus bill in the 
United States Congress.

The résolution relating to Russia 
declared "the people of this coun­
try and our government have not 
interferred, and in like-manner it 
must be bur privilege to share the 
destinies jof our country and of our 
Labor Unions without interference 
from other nations.”

Resolutions on Unemployment 
insurance, federal regulation of 
the coal Industry and the prin­
ciple of government acquisition of 
basic industries Were adopted by 
the convention.

Sunday other resolutions were 
considered by the convention while 
awaiting reports of the important 
scale and constitution committees. 
Tlie wago question is expected to 
come up at today’s session. A gen­
eral policy for the bituminous field 
will be retermined by the con­
vention.

sion of parliament by a num­
ber of western Libtfhd and Pro­
gressive M. P.’s headed by Dr. 

Dr. Don­
nelly, who sits for Willow 
Bunch, Saslu, has filed a re­
solution demanding a parlia­
mentary probe Into gasoline 
prices. Ever since September 
1980, when Premier Bennett 
liaised the ,dnty on gasoline in 
his tariff revision the Liberals 
have charged that the refiner­
ies are taking advantage of 
their protection to Increase 
profits. Westerners In partic­
ular have Invelged against gas­
oline prices, claiming that com 
parison with the United States 
trade showed beyond doubt that 
profiteering Is practised.”
