Large wsuperficial burns are more
dangerous than small deep ones, un-

less the latter are over a vital organ.
As a rule, the amount o? gkin destruc-

tion measures the danger. Children |
succumb more readily to burns than
adults, while women are more sensi-

| tive to them than men.

Promplness of treatment has much
infiuence on the outcome. Burns upon
the abdomen give e greatest mor-
tality.

If the patient is much shocked by the
burn givg a teaspoon of aromatic spir-
its of ammonia in some cool water and
apply hot water bags to points not
burned. Do this especially when there
is chilliness and d for your physi-
cian at once.—Good Housekeeping.

Presiding at the annual meeting of
the Burma Ruby Mines (Limited), in
London, Sir Lepel H. Griffin, in re-
| viewlng the work of the year, thought
that in theso days of poiltical misun-
dersianding and ;inisapprehension of
varlous points in England it waa fair
to say that the success achieved up lto
date on the Burma Ruby Mine was
due in the largest degree to the work
and the character of the Chinese work-
men. Much was heard about Chinese
| labor in Engldnd, particularly when
| an elecilon was in progress (laughter).
| A great many politicians who ouzhct to
know better denounced che Chinese as
the most odlous and reprehensible class
of people. Having employed Cblnﬁe
by the thousands for yeara, he wished
| to say there was no more admirable,
more moral, more respectful, more
hard-working, or more honest work-
| men In the world than Chinese; and
he defied any person present who had
any real knowledge of the Chinese to
say anything to che conirary. A great
friend of his, who had long d!rected the
Hong Kopg and Shanghal Bank, one
ol the largest institutions in the world,
had said thit a Chinaman’s word was

as his boad; yet these Chinese-

were the people who were calumnlat-
ed or wire not consldered fit to live
in the sam> place or breathe the same
alr aa all sorts of loaters—the scum of
every nation in Europe. He wished to
say once and for all that so far as
the board wcre concerned, the Chinese
wero regarded as admirable workers,
and compared favorably with the work-
ing man who extended a job of a few
hours into a week, who dawdled in
| drawing-rooms and flirted with ser-
vants, and who only did work which
| added to the difficulties of those who
| afterwards had to be called in. He con-
cluded by moving the adoption of the
report, which was carried.

Mr. Rudyard Kipling is unable to un-
derstand why Canadians should fear
the emigration of Asiatics. While in
Vancouver heo saw no mas3 of unem-

| ployed kept out of work by Chinese or
Japs or Hindoos, but he did see a large
consignment of Hindoos, everyone of
whom found work walting for him
willn & feW hourssetdanding.”

THE CHURCH AND SOCIALISH.

A strik!ng speech on soclalism was
made by the Bishop of Stepney in ad-
dressing a crowdsd men's meegting in
onnection with the church congress at
Yarmouth, Eng., recently.

“We see the tide of a graat move-
ment, which, whether we like it or not
is going to be the great master current
of the lifo of the people of England
in the twentieth century,” msaid the
bighop. *“There is abundance of lux-
ury, but there la appalling abundance
of poverty. The ninetegnth century
forgot it 18 not enough to produce
wealth lavishly, it is important how
it is distributed. A reaction was

| bound fo come and pome of us welcome

it. The nineteenth century was the
period of individualism and competi-
tion. The twentieth century will take
‘ts plice as the era of so:{allam and co-
operation.

“What is the attitude of the
church? It cannot be one of mere
opposition. The question is not whe-
ther we can arrest it, but whether the
influence of Christ can lsad and guide
it; whether it can be made a movement
which will come gradually and fruit-
fully or suddenly and dangerously;
whether it will be a movement of pgace
or of violence of Jjustice or injus-
tice.

The church, he added, could belong
to no party. They might sympathize
with the labor movement, but they
must ind it that labor has it du-
