A note of sympathy
with the tried and tempted is a con-
spicuous feature of the book, 'The

Worry 2”7 ¢ Look Forward and not
Back,” *‘Forgetting Sorrow,” and
the like, cannot fail to help busy
tvilers in this work-a-day world.
