QUEBEC MECHANICS' LIEN ACT.

On the 8th of January last the Lepisla-
ture of the Province of Quebec gave us
assent 1o the following amendments to
Chapter 46 of 37 Victona, relaung to the
pivileges of buiiders, Iabourers, workmen
and suppliers of matcrials, which are here
printed for the intotmation of contractors
doing business in Quebee.—

t. Paragraph 7 of article 2009 of the Civil
Corle is replaced by the fullowing -

*'7 “The claun of ihe labourer, workman, sup-
pler of building materiils and builder (chief con-
tractor}, subject to the provisions of articles 2013."

2. Article .u130f the said Code is replaced by
the following arucles :

**2013. The labourer. wotkman, supphes of
burlding materials and the builder (chief contrac-
tor) bave a night of neeference upon wnmoveables,
10 the amount of the sncreased value given by
the work done or matenals furmshed, oves any
other creditor except the creditor having one of
the prvileges mentioned in the fiest six para.
graphs of aruicle 2709 (1) and shall further have
a preference over all chirographic crediters upon
the said immovables,

**20134, The pnvilege of the labourer, work.
ma-, supplicr of the matcrials and builder (chief
contractor) ranks as feliows

1. The labouter;

2, The workman;

3. The supplicr;

4. The ch ef contractor.

**20135. The right of preference or privilege
upon the immovable exists as follows :

1. Wthout the registration of the claims in
favour of the debt due the labourer, workman,

supplier of materials and the builder (chiel con-
tmctor), during the whole time they are occuped
at the work or winle such waork lasts, as the case
may be; and with registration, provided it be
registered wittun the thirty days following the
completion or the cessition of the work;

2. But such nght of preference or prvilege
shall exist only for 1wo years from the date of the
registnation, unless a suit be taken in the intenval,
or unlessa lJunger delay for payment has been
stipulated in the contract.

*02013¢. The preservation of this prvilege is
subject to the following conditions

1. ‘The labourer and workiman must give notice,
i writing, or verbally before a Qitaess, to the
proprictor of the immoveable, that they have not
been pad for thair work, for eah term of pay-.
ment due,

Such notice may be given by one of the employ-
ees an the name of all the other labourers or
workien who are not pad.

2. The suppher of materials shall, before de-
brery of the matenials give nonce in writing 10
the proprictor of theimmoveable, of the contracts
made by him for the delnvery of matenats, and
mention the wost thereof and the unmoveable for
which they are intended.

3. The sub.contractor shall, within vight days
from the signing of the contracts, also tnform the
proprietor or the sailleur de fonds, or cither of
them, as the case may be, or his agents, of the
contracts he has entered into with the chief con-
tractor.

**20137. In order to meet the privileged clams
of the labourer, workman and supphier of ma-
testals, the proprictor of the immoveable may
retain an amount equal to that which he has paid
or will be called upon to pay, according to the
notices he has receved, as long as soch claims
remain unpad.

**2013¢. In the event of a differeace of opinion
between the creditor and the deblor with respect
to the amount due, the creditor shall, without
delay, mform the proprictor of the immoveable,
by racans of a notice which shall also mention
the name of the creditor, the name of the
d'cbtor. the amount clawumed and the rature of the
clam,

The proprietor retains the amount in dispute
until notiticd of an amicable scttlement or a ju-
dicial decision,”

3. Arucle 2103 of the said Code s replaced
by the following articles -

* 2103, The privitege of the persons mentioned
in arhic’e 2013 dates, in the cases mentioned in
pamgraph 1 of the article 20135, only from the
registration, wuthin the proper delay, at the reg-
wstry cffice of the division 1n winch 1s situated the
immoveable affected by the inscription of a notice
or memorial drawn up according to formy A, with
a deposition of the creditor sworn to befere a
justice of peace or 2 commissioner of the Superior
Coutt, sctung forth the nature and the amount
of theclaisn and describing the immoveable so
affected,

2. In registering such memcrial, itss sutficient
to mention, oppose the official nutuber of the
cadastre which describes the immoveable, if the
cadastre be deposited, or oppostte the tile of the
registered deed, if the cadastre benot et de-
postted. the name of the clumant and the amount
due 31 the wme the memonal is filed,

3. The memonal shall be inade out in duplicate,
one copy of which shall remain in the archives of
the registry oflice and the ottier be dehivered 10
the creditor with the regustrar s centificate thercon,

4. The creditor shall, within three days from
the reustrauon of the memornal, give a wntten
notice to the proprictor of the nmoveable, or to
his agents, 1f he cannot be found.

**2t0 ¢, The sale to a third pasty by the pro.
prictor of the immoveable or his agents, or the
payment of the whole or & portion of the contract
price, cannot 1n any way atfect the claims of per-
sons who have a privilege under article 2013, and
who have comphlied with the requirements of
articles 20132, 20t35, 2013¢ and 2103 of tins
Code"™

4-. All arnticles of the Civil Code inconsistent
with the provisiens of the act are repealed.

NEW BASIS OF AWARD FOR MUNI-
CIPAL CONTRACTS,

Efsewhere in this issue we give, says
the Enginecering News particulars of the
recent lesting of an important contract for
water tube boilers by thecity of St. Louis.
We allude 10 it here paitly on account of
the exuaordinarily low price at which the
contract was awarded, but chiefly to call
attention to the premivm system of draw-
ing specifications, which was adopted in
this case, and to which the very low figure
at which the contract was let was un-
doubtedly due. Without repeating the
particulars elsewhere given, we will say
that the city of St. Louis specified that
these boilers should show an efficiency of
657 and that for each 1¥ increase in
efficiency over this requirement a premium
of about $1 per horse power should be
paid; or if the requirement were not
reached, then for cach 1Y/ deficiency the
same amount should be deducted from the
contriact price. ' We have elsewhere shown
that the fuel saving by this 17 increase
in efficiency will effect a yearly economy
equal to the interest cn two or three times
the premium which the city of St. Louis
offcred. It cannot be claimed thrrefore
that the premium is excessive, and it
appears from the prices offercd that the
bidders so reduced the amou.i of their
bids that all the premium they are likely
to carn will no more than give them 2 fair
profit on their contract. Of course the
method of letting contracts was assailed
in the sharp contioversy which accompan-
ed the letting, but no one wias able to pre-
sent any realty valid argument against it.
We discussed the system of offern
premiums for Ligh cfliciencyin the mv:ug
of naval contracts in our issuc of Feb. 8.
It is a system well worth the careful study
of those intrusted with the letting of con-
tracts of very many classes, and we are
pleased to note that its adoption at St.
Lews has hac in this case such excellent
results,

Judge Eliot delivered judgment ai
London, Ont., recently in the case of G.
Park against Ald. Parnell. The Judge
found that the alderman holding a con-
tract from the County Council, in which
the city was interested to ihe extent of 6o
per cent , even if the city was not named
as a party to the contract, could not sit as
an alderman of the city.
