A RELIC OF THIRTY=SEVEN.

Through the kindnes of Mr. M. O. ITart,
nolavy publie, of Cowansville, we are enabled
to present our rcaders in this fssue with a
copy of a document of historie interest
which he has in his possession. The docu-
ment was drawn and signed in 1837 at St.
Armand Iast, and is a declaration of allegi-
ance and loyitll.y that was more imporiant
in those troublous days than it would be in
-0y own more peiceable times, . s

The document came inlo Mr. Harl's pos-
session some years ago and is highly prized
by him and well taken care of. When he
obtained it, it was creased amd worn in many
placos. Ie, however, had it carefully mount-
cd on o mat and framed, so that now, apart
from accidents, il is capable of withstand-
ing the ravages of time for many years to
come.

The documeni Is written in long lines
across o paper about twelve inches in width.
Ihe writlng s in a very neat and legible
hand, a cunious feature of it being a funny
little superfluous curved stroke downward
towards the left, from the end of each letter
“s.” As will be noticed the diction is very
good. I'wo oddities in spelling ocowr. One
is “‘counexion,” instead of the more modern
“‘connection.’” The other Is *Missiskoui,”
instead of '"“dMissisquoi,” as we spell it to-
day. )

The signatures, cighty-one in all, are in
four parallel vertical columns, It is with the
groatest difliculty that some of thom can be
deciphered. One is omitted from the printed
list, as it is Impossible to make il out. An
interrogation mark {s placed after some of
the printed names to indicate that a doubt
exists as to whether it has been rightly de-
cirhered.

The signatures would make a curious
study for the reader of character by hand-
writing. If character is shown in a person's
writing it would probably be more in evi-
dence at the moment of signing such o docu-
ment than at any other ume.

A decade ago there were many survivors
of that band of eighty-one led by Captain
Ienry Baker. 7To-day those who remain
alive are very few in number, and could pro-
Lably be counted on the fingers of onc hand.
Mr. lart has known muany of the signers
personally and professionally.

We h'ope the publication of this document
will draw out some personal reminlscences
of events of Rebellion days.

Foliowing is the manuscript:

At a time like the present, when the

French-Canadian population throughout a
large pportion of this district are excited to
offer Rebellion and the perpetration of out-
rage upon pecaceable and well disposed in-
habitants of the country, it devolves as a
duty -upon every true and faithful subject
of Her Majesly to come foravard and declare
his loyalty, to express his determination to
sustain the Institution of the country and
the supremacy of the laws—and to maintain
the connexion so happlly subsisting between
this country and the parent State. W
thercfore, Her :Majesty's [faithful subjects,
militiamen belonging to the company of
Capt. Henry Baker, of the Battalion of the
County of :Missiskoui, hereby solemnly pro-
mise and agree to be in readiness, with such
weapons as we can provide ourselves, to act
at a moment's warning when our services
may be required to protect our fellow sub-
jeets from insult and outrage, to assist the
brave and sustain the institutlon of our
country and put down Rebellion.
St. Armand Bast, 17th November, 1837,
