The landlord will be bought out with
bonds, secared on the ordinary revenue, but
they will not be encournged to Lold their
bonds, less they should fear the appearance
of pensioners. As far aa possible the bonds
will be taken up by the eavings bank aund so
will become popular securities, Meanwhile
the 1and bought from the landlords will be
wrrendered entirely tothe temants with no
trouklesoms mortgage charzes but a fairly
heavy tax will be paid onall land values to
bepaid by the freeholder, With unexpro-
priated landlords, of course, some sort of ar-
rangement will be come to. It is intended
ty make thia process of redemption gradual.
The farmers whoee holdings are redeemed
will then bis eeparate in intercst from those
who wre etill paying rent, and a fairly strong
Conservative party will gradoally come into
existence. The great landlords, too, will be
urged to secure themselves substantial de-
mesnes in & ring fence if posslble, 80 as to re-
turn, or rtuther regain, their hold on the
country. Perhaps the new land tax can be con-
firmed to land held in hand, which is freed
from the curse of dual ownership, Anijim-
portant question not yet settled is how the
executive is to be wpupported, especirlly
sgaingt apy acta of Parliament that might
be carried agaiust them. The Hoause of
Lorda could not be thoroughly trusted.
It is proposed to make & new use for
the Privy Council, It might be suggested
that a8 & committee of the Privy Council
now exerciges judicial functions for lndia
and the colonies, another committee might
very well be appointed to revise the acts of
sl (olonial Logislatures, toaIvias the Crown
tug.cting them in a more judicial temper
perhapa than is possible for the Colonial Sgc-
retary to perform —in ahort, gome of the con-
stitutfonal functions of the Supreme Court of
the United States. Ireland would be brought
pader the same rule, and there would be
othing iavidious fu the position. It is be-
lisved that the scheme, as & whole, would
meet with the support of many Home Rulere,
those especially who want above sll ihings
to get rid of the Irish membzrs from Wesi-
micster and are diegusted with Mr. Gladstone
and Mr. Morley for giving up the peint. In.
deed it is not improbable that Mr. Morley
himself would accent it, Mr. Chambarlain’a
vet, of course, would oppose it with all their
might.

LORD STANLEY OF PRESTON TO BE GOVERNOR-
GENERAL—SKETCH OF RIS PUBLIC CAREER—
RED RIVER - VALLET RAJLWAY—A COM-
PYOMISH.

Torexto, Ont., Nov. 2, —The following
special cable appears in this morniog's Glube :—

Loxnox, Nov. 1.—A rumor i8 curreot and iy
mentioned in the provincial pressthat Sir John
Savills Lumley will he succeeded 1 the
British embassy at ‘Rome by Lord Liensdowne
and' that Lord Lunsdowne’s succedsor will be
Lord Stanley of Preston. The latter appoiat.
ment is posnble, though Ihave hea.d nothing
pointing to its probahbility. Lord Stsnley isur
little value'to the Tory pirty here. He was ra
cently shelved in the House df l.ords, and the
Tories des re now toget him out of the Cabinet.
He might make a pnreable fgurehead for Can.
ads, but beis certainly a man of lower calibre
than most of the recent governors,

The Lcrd Stanley. alluded to in the above
despatech was formerly kuown as the Righs
Hon. Colonel Frederick Arthur S'anley. Heis
the younﬁet brother ‘of the presunt Earl of
Derby. e was bornin 1841. educated at Eton,
and 1n 1858 ecotered the Grenadier Guards,
whence he retired with the rank of captaia in
1865. He subsequently becama coluoe! of the
3rd and 4th baitalions of the King'a Qwn dur-
ing 1866-8. He represented Preston in the
Commons a3 o Copservative from 18635 to 1885
North Lancashice, and in 1884 and 1586 the
Blackpool division of Lancashir, He wae
Civil Lurd of the Admiralty in 1868, fivancial
fecretary to the war officc from 1874, eecretary
to the treasury in 1877, and secratary of state
for war in'1878-80. In the Cosnservative minis-
try of 1885 he was secretary of s'ate for the
colonies. The chief incideat of his administra-
tion was the recall of Sir Charles from
Bechnaualand. In August,1886, Sir T, Stanley
became president of the bonrd of trade, and was
raised to the peersge as Baron Stanley of Pres-
ton.

There has been some discussion here in the
press- over the fajlure to sign the contract for
the Red River railway. The opinion is pre-
maturely expressed in some cuarters that the
contest 'is now virtually ended. The failurs,
however, confirms the view of the best authori-
ties here that the settlement of the question
will be found in a compromise between the
three parties concerned.

ALASKA’S INDUSTRIES.

INTERESTING ACCOUNT DY THE GOVERNOR OF
THE TERLITORY,

Wasnixcerox, D.C.; Nov. 1.-—A. T. Swic-
ford, Goveruor of Alasks, in his annual re-
port says the white population is principally
confined to the southeastern szection, embrac-
iog the so-called ¢¢ thirty mile atrip ¥ of main
land, which includes less than one-twentieth
of the whole territory. The population ot the
territory is estimated as follows :—VVnites,
5,000; Creoles (practically white}, 1,500;
Aleuts, 2 300 ; natives {particlly educated and
civilized), 3.500; total civilized population,
12,600; uncivilized uatives, 26 800: totsl
population, 39 -100. All the Creolesand Aleuts
can read and write in the Russian or their own
Ianguage, whilenot a few of the natives other
then Aleuts are to all intent civilized, The
Governor says that $10,000,000 ie & conserva-
tive eatimate of tho vulue of wll taxable pro-
perty in tho territory, ex:lusive of the Alaska
Comimerciul Company’s establishment on the
Seal islands. 'The increase, he says, will be
rapid as goon as Congress, by the necessary
legislation, gives encouragement to the set-
tlement of public lands. The report :ays
that very little has been accomplished or in-
deed attempted in the way of agricultural de-
velopment. This notwithstanding there is o
very considerable acreage of tillable land in
touth-eastern Alaska with a soil that produces
& most luxurious vegetation, the fact being
that noone comes into the turritory with the
belief that either the soil or the climate is
adapted to agrienlture or horticultural pur-
suits, but the few experiments which have
been made leave no room for doubt that all
the cereals except corn can be grown to per-
fection in muny secticna, Nothing has yet
been done in the way of stock raisiog, al-
though the winters of toathraaterc Alisknare
much milder than those of dontans, Wyo-
ming and Dakotu, and the seasons altogether
guito well adapated to thia indeatry, On
the subject of mires sni1 minerals the gov-
ernor suys that wooderful results are being
produced, The grest mine and mill on
Douglas island have been in ateady operation
during the year, turning out gold bullion at
the 1ate of $100,000 per moenth. At onse
point » Beslon compuny is erecting a mill
with 170 head of stamps, Several milla bave
been put in eperation in the Silve- Baw } wsin
and large quantities of high grade cre have
been tcund. Rich discoveries have ulso
been made in the region of Berner's By,
and rich plicer digginve have been repot d
found on Shetando River or Vorty Mile
Creek. The povernor mays it is 7+ported
that Mr. Ogilvie, who was sen% out hy the
Dominion Governmerns to locate the bound-
ary line butween Alssks and the North-West
territory, claima tiat Shetando river is in
British territory, and has suggested ¢n the
strength of his report that hia Goveroment is
likely tn attempt next summer the collection
of minera’ licenses provided for in the (ana-
dian law. Any attempt of the kind will be
resisted by the miners, a large msjority of
whom are American citizens, and if prraisted
in will cerfainly end in hloodshed, He aug-
gests that Congress appoint a commission to
definitely sptile the boundsry line,

THAT CHINESE-AMERICAN BaXNK.

Mr. Wharton Barker Says the €Concesshons
Were Mase 1o Hhm—-Still Covtideut of
Success —=Negzmhatbons Coneind-
ed and thes Enterprise
to rroceed

PuiLaneLraia, Pa., Oct. 31.—The Chinese-
American Bank and the concessions granted by
the Chinise Government to the syndiecate of
Philadelphiacapitalists, headed by Me. Whartan
Barker, of the banking house of Dirker
Brothers & Co., are again attracting attention.

Some af the cepitalists interested in the
scheine nre agitated over the report connceting
the Vandrerbilts with the concessions. The
Messrs, Vandérbi.t promptly deaniad through
the Herald any sach conuection. The atten-
tion of Mr. Wharton Barker was c'led to
these denials by your correspondent yesterday.

MR, BARKER'S STATEMENT,

¢ The statement that the ¢ meession fur the
Chinese-American Bank wus asked for in behalf
of Mr, Vauderbilt by mv representatives in
Chins,” Mr. Baxter said, *‘is, to the best ol my
knowledee, absclutely false. The scheme has
naturally enough aroused the envy of certain
Engish interests simply because it is American.
To thoze who can look behina the scenes and
who know the route taken by the bgns agree-
ment, with Vanderbhilt’s name inserted, va its
way from Shaoehai, via London it is clear
enongh that there are Americans who would
rather see it fail than succeed.

¢ In dispreof of the assertion that [ was trad-
ing on or with the nams of Vanderb.]lr, I have
the Chinese documents containing 1the name of
Whartoa Barker, the Enelish traoslations of
the same documents certified to as ¢ rrect by
the Euglish Secretary ot the Viceroy, Li Hung
Chang, and aleo_in favor of Wharton Barker,
and telegrams while the negotiations at Tien-
tsin wers in"progress and addicssed to me by the
Viceroy. Add to these the prosence in this
country of the special envoy. DMr. Kie Tchang,
who came accredited to me and not to BIr.
Vandervilt. .

*‘Tt is an error to speak of the concessions as
the Mitkiewicz coneegssions. They are granted
to mo for myself and associates. Mr. de
Mitkiawicz simply acted as one of my ageunts
io Cnina. He has had no hand in the nego-
tintions in this conntry, which have bren con-
ducted solely by the special envoy and myself.”

NEGOTIATIONS I'BACTICALLY CONCLUDED.

Mr. Barker declined to say anything elsa on
the subject, but he admitted that the nego-
tiations were practically conciuded, and that
nothiog now remained excepi a few farmali-
ties, which would soon be disposed of. The
concessiors would then be irrevocably granted
ond the actual work of the syndicate would
btgzin.

It is unders'ood that arrangements for organ-
izing the Fionuce Compauy ara rlready under
way. The compay will act as thse American
agents of the bank, and will have charga of all
the affaus of the sayndicnte whieb require atten-
tion at this end. The capital of the cympany
will be 85,000,000 and the stockholders will be
tha leading members of the syndica'e and
others. Mr. Barker will probably be the vice-
president, acd Batker Brothers & Co. will sub-
seribe for & large block of the stock,

Mr, John Wanamaker will be interested 28 a
stockho'der, but not as & direcvor, «ither of the
Finance C mmittee or of the company which
will contrel the Chinese-American Bank and
tha various enterprises in China. Since Mr,
Wanamaser participated 1o the movement to
defeat the plans of the syndicats which sought
to obtain control of the Yuiladelphia Gas
Worka, he and Mr. Barker, who was nssociated
with Themas Dolan and others, have not beea
ttie best of friends,

JEALOCSY IN EUROPE,

A member of the Barker ayn icite s1id to-
duy that the attacks on the L)}him se American
1ank came from Europesn eapsitalists who desire
to aecure the concessions themsclves, Failiig
in their efforts to indues China 10 revoke the
concessions, they now seek to thruw dizcredit on
the scheme, hiping by that means to prevent
the Barker syndicate from_securing the ncees-
sary eapital, The scheme iz a deep laid one,
but the members of the syndicite ray that it
will not succe ed and they can get all the maney
they want. About three-fourths of the amouat
needed has already been raised tn this city and
New York, and Mr. Barker says that he can
get the balance without much trouble.

NOT WILLING TO INVEST.

There ir a queer story in coonecuioa with the
scheme which i3 now going the roundsin finan-
cial circles in this city, It is vouched for by all
who have told it, and is rob denied by onc of
the gentlemen whase namea are mentioned.

Mr. Barker approsched n promineat Weatern
capitalist who has been 1n ttis city for the past

few months to make arraogements f(_:r
buildiog a new railroad mnear Atlantic
City. Mr. Barker asked the Western

man to take an in'erest in the scheme, but re-
ceived an emphatic “No! " for an answer. Hein-
quired the rearon, and the Westernmaunaaid that
he had no faith in the echeme and believed that
it would’'nt amount to anything, He gavea
numbter of reasnns for his belief, one of them
being that the European capitalists could supp’
China withall the money she needed at muc
lower rates than the Americans ¢:uld, and that
the Chiness would prefer to oall upon the
former.. Mr. Baker then, it is aaid, requested
the capitalist alluded not to state his objections
to others, because he was trying to raise sub-
scriptions. . o
Afver this interview another capitalist, a.
prominent Philadelphia. manufacturer, who is
aseociated wi‘h Mr. Barker in several enter-

‘| prises, and who bad partly agreed o subscribe

$100,000 to the scheme, backed out. . .

Mr, Barker will sail for China iz o few
months, -and Mr. Simon H. Stern, wno repre-
sented the syndicats in the preliminary nego-

‘| tiationr, will probably accompany him.

THR VANDERBILTS AND THE CONCESSIONS.

Thae connection of the: Vanderbilt name with
the Chinese conceseions dates back several years,
When General James H. Wilson went to China
in 1885 it wo= generally believed that he repre-
sented Russ 1l & Co., of New York, snd through
them the Vanderbilts.- The Genersl made
strenuous efforts to secure the concessions which
Wharton Batker has' succeeded in getting, but
he failed to accomplish his-purpose and returned
to this country. The Vanderbilts declined to
say whethe:r or not thay desired to eecure the
concessions. but the report. was generally ove-
liaved, This sccounts for the mention of the
Vaunderbilt natme at this time.
