THE ARCHLBISHOQP OF DUBLIN ON THE IRIS]
CHURCH ESTABLIBHMENT.

The Archbishop of Dublin has addressed a letier
10 his clergy on the now-sbandoened project of taxing
1he charitable institutions of the conuiry. The nrck-
bizhop concludes with the following remarks cu the
Irish Chiurch Eatablisliment :~

Before 1 conclude 1 sm tempited to muke n sugges-
tion to the Chancellor of the Bscbequer, to which |
bope our represeniatives will rall his adentia
Whilst, in my bumble opinion, he will gnin very lit-
{le by taxing our poor charitieg, 1 think wehnve here
jo Ireland un institution with whose revenues he
could enrich the coffers of the State without doing
nn injury to unyone—1 refer 1o the Charch Istab-
listment. ‘The revenues of 1his Bsiablishwent for-
merly belonged to Catholics, and werg transferred
by parlisment to their preseat holders. Dut the in-
halitants uf the country, though subjected to peuul
laws snd the confiscalion of property did not aban
doa the ancient faith, and héace arose a muit ano-
malons staie of things—a Protestant Ohurch estab-
lished by law or by. force in a Catbolic country, znd
Catholics compelied to suppurt an establisbment
against which their consictions and conseience pro-
tezted. Protéstantism bas pot flourished in this un-
patural position. The property of the country was

iven to Protestacts—all the patronage—all the
offices of the State were piaced in their hands. This
evytern bas continved for nearly three hundred years,
und it is carried out to a grest extent, even ai pre-
senr, In the high oflices of the State Protestants
hult everyihing; the seme is to be said of the lower
deprrtments of government—of the Post Office, the
Pour l.iw Commission, the army, &c. Hence, if
temuori ndventages could make a religions denemi-
antion Hourish, Protestantism would bave cast its
ronts deeply ioto the Irik eoil.  But what bas been
the case? Though every eartbly means was adopted
to exterminate Catholicity and to spread Protestant-
ism, Cathoheity showed ite vitality and. inm}te
strength, by cutliving the storm and overcoming
persecution, whereas the favored form of religion
has declined nud fallen away. In the begioning of
the Inst ceptury Qatholics were not much more nu-
merous than Protestants, and prohably did not ex.
ceed & million, but io the yesr 1834 they numbered
about 6,000,000, During the last century Protest-

ppesrto “have increased, but, Hotwith-:
‘the advantages they enjoyed, they bave
dwindled sinee 1834 from 853,160, the number they:
then resched; to 691,872 in the year 1861, s that in

twenty-seven years they bave lost 161,288 individuals

standiag all’

‘from their Tanks. This falling off cannot be explained

by poverty or oppresaion, or the want of+ encourage-~
ment, -They bad on their side everytbing necessary
to encourage the growth of . population, except that
Protestentism is not congenial to. the soil. The 1n-
come set nside for the suppors of & declining Oburch,
counting little more than half a-million of Protest-
ants, reaches the large sum of £580,418 annually,
an amount probably ten times as large in proportion
as what is allowed at presence for the maintenance
of the clery in any country on the continent of Ea-
rope. Let us give some illustralions of this matier,
taken from the late returns obtained by Mr. Dillwyn.
[n Meath thers are only 15321 Protestants, while
the income of the Establishment amounts to £34,-
826 ; in Ferna there are 14,383 Protestants, with an
ecclesiasticul income of £24,483; in Ossory, there
are only 8,256 Protestant, but the income ot the Pro-
testart clergy amounts to £21,201; in Cas]ml, the
gpiritual wanis of 4,721 Protesiants are provided for
by the large sum of £21,934. Several other such
instances could be quoted, bnt 1 sball merely ndd
that there are many parishes not only in remote lo-
enlities of Ireland, but in the neighbourhood of Dub-
lin, in which parsons receive 1srge salaries for fecd-
ing flocks that hare no existence. Such is the state
of the parishes of Ardecatb, Garns_lowp, Roiesto\.vn,
aod Balsenddes, quite close to this city, in wlich
gither there 13 0o Protestant, or scarcely balf n score.
Does any coustry in the world present en anomaly
like to this ¢ Ilow can it be expected that the peo-
ole will respect the law when they see that it
sunctions and supports such an abnse 7 And ate we
to be surprized that Lord Macuulay, Lord Ruasell,
Lord Carlisle, our vreseat Lord Lieutenant, acd
otlier distinguished statesmen, have devounced the
existence of 1he Establishment in Ireland us tatally
indefensible and #9 n sianding insult o reason apd
religion 7

From what hns been said it vesults thet rhe Pro-
testent Establishmect in Ireland has not beeu able
to uproot Gatholicity and prevent ita growth, nor 10
plant its own dostrines in the luud. Huaving fuiled
in oltaining the euds for wlhich the State called it
into existence, the State, whose creature and slave it
is, bas a full right to withdraw from it the large
aums which are put at its disposal. Besides, the ex-
istence of an Establishment is not easily recouciled
with the teachiag of Protestsntism, which proclaims
the Bible, and nothing but the Bible, as iis rule‘ of
faith, and grunts to everyone the right of ibinking
and acting as he wishes i religious matters. More-
over, a8 Protestanits ere rich, and enjoy nearly a}l
the high and low offices— military and civil—of this
country, they are able 10 support their own clergy,
and muke ample provision for their owa religious
wanta. Catholies, who are so often reproxched with
their poverty, and who have been the victims of spo-
fistion and cppression, freely support therr Cburch
and clergy nnd charitable ipstitutions, and have
done so for mahy long years. Liviog under the vo-
luntary system, they bave increased at home, and at
the same time have contributed, by the colonies they
have sent out, to spread Catholicity in England,
Scotland, the United States, Australia, and otber
countries. Would it not be well that the Chancellor
of the Exchequer, taking these matters into consi-
deration, should relieve the Protestant Church in
Ireland from its anomalous state, and apply its reve-
nues o the support and education of the poor, and
to other charitable purposes for which they 'were
originally intended 7 Would it not be well that he
should give Protestaniism o fair opportunity of test-
ing whether it totally depends for it3 existence on
the arm of the flesh, by relieving it from the heavy
burden of 1emporalities under which it has sickened
und declined? At all events, an experiment oun the
Church Establishment can do no great barm to this
country, whilst any aticmpt to interfere with our
charities wonld be most injurious to the interesta of
the poor aud destitute.

Fepgral ENLISTING IN TRELAND. -- Some correspon-
deoee has been lain before Parlinmect iv refercnce to
the large emigration of young wmen from Ireland,
meny of whom do not deny that they are intended for
the Federal army. The explanation given by Mr.
Adams, the American Minister, is as follows : it is
contained in & letter addressed to Earl Russeil o1
the 18th of April:—*The fact rhata great mary
people, especially in Ireland, have been anxious for
somse time past to find their way to the U. States bas
been made koown to me by the frequent applications
to this Legation foi fres passage. A considerable
proportion of these contain offers to enlist in the ser-
vice of the Government. No doubt, they are more or
less influenced by the high bounties offered in Ame-
rica, accounts ot which have been from time to time
published in the newspapers bere. To all such
golicitations the answer given from bere bas been ug-
iformly to the effect that no aathority has been given
by the Goverument to listea to any proposals of the
kind or to make any engagement whuatever, lnstruc-
tivos have been likew.se sent to the reapective Coan-
guls who have reported similar proposals to me to
make the same angwer. I have no reason to believe
thay any American citizen in England, elothed with
authority, has ventured to act in any other way. It
is proper for me to add, is explanaticn of the emi-
gration that ig taking place, that & gentlemnn of in-
{luence in America, now in Loodon, who iz in o situ-
ation to know, bas lateiy informed me that some of
the great corporations for the extension of reilways

i in tbe westero part of the United Siates, having ex-

perienced incouvenicnce from the liabitity of the la-
bourers in their employ 1o be draughted for the war,
snd npprehending more, are making efforts to procure
large supplies fvom other couniries of aliens, who
are from that cireamstance vxempied from the vigk
of being called into service.
