THE TRISH HIERARCHY.

The following 13 an official copy of the resolutions
come to by the Archbishops and Biskops of Ireland
at the recent general meeting in Dublin :—

& On the Disendowment of 1ke Protestant Church
Establishment and the Application of ifs Reve-
nues.’

" The Archbishops and Bishopa of Ireland, seeiog
that the Government and Parliament are preparing
to deal by law with the [rish Proteatant Church Es-
tablishment, deem it their duty to declare—

1. That the Irish Protestant Church Establish-
ment ig maintaived chiefly—almoat exclusively—by
property and revenues unjustly alienated from the
rightfal owner, the Oatholic Uhuarch of Ireland ; that
Irish Catholice cannot cease to feel as a grass injus-
tice and a3 an abiding insult the continned, even
partial, maintenaxsce of that establishment out of that
endewment, or in any other way at their expense—
an establishment to which, as to their fountain head,
are to be traced the waters of bitterness which poison
the rciations of life in Ireland and estrange from one
another Protestants and Uatholica, who ought to be
an anited people.

¢ 2. That notwithstanding the rightful claim of
the Catkolic Qhurch in Ireland to have restored to it
the propsrty and revenue of which it was unjuatly
deprived, the Irish Catholic Bishops hereby reaffirm
the sabjoined resolutions of the Bishops assembled in
the years 1833 1841, and 1843 ; and, adhering to
the letter and spirit of those resolutiors, distinetly
declare that they wiil not accept endowment from the
State out of the property and revenues now held by
the Protestan: Establishment, nor any Stata exdow-
ment whatever.

# The following are the
to:—

 Regolved —* That alarmed at the report that an
attempt ia likely to be made, daring the approaching
Session of Parliament, to make a State provision for
the Romsn Oatholic clergy, we deem itan impera
tive duty not to separate without reeording the ex-
pression of our atrongest reprobation of any attempt,
and of our unalterable determination to resist, by
every meang in our power, & measure so franght with
mischief to the independence and purity of the Qa-
tholic religion in Ireland.’—R<golation of the Irish
Bishops in 1837.

# Resolved—* That his Grace the Most Rev. Dz,
Musray be requested to call a Special Geoeral Meet-
ing of the prelates of all Ireland, in cage that be shall
bave clear proof, or well-grounded apptehensioe,
that the 0d10us and alsrming scheme of a Siate pro-
vigion for the Oatholic clergy of the portien of the
empire be contemplated by the Government, before
the next goneral meeting.! Reaclatiocs of the Irish
Bishops in 1841.

% Regolved —* That the preceding resolutions be
now recublisbed, in order to make kpown to omr
faitbful clergy and peopls, acd to all others concern-
ed, that our firm determination on this subjsct re-
maing uzobanged ; and that we unanimously pledge
ourgelvea to resist by every influence we poesess
every attempt that may be made to make any State
provision for the Oatholio clergy in whatever it may
be offered.’— Resolution moved by ths Most Rev. Dr.
Murray, aeconded by the Most Rev, Dr. Slattery, and
unanimously adopled at a meeting of the Prelates of
Ireland, iz Dublin, on the ffteenth ot November,
eighteen hundred and thirty-three, the Moat Rev. Dr.
McHale ia the chair. '

# 3. That in thus declaring their determination to
keep the Ohurck of Ireland free and independent of
of State contro! or interference, the Bishopg of Ire-
land are happily in accord with instructions received
from the Holy See in the yeara 1801 and 1805, ap
well as with the course pursued by the Irish Bishopa
of that day in conformity with those {natrnctions.

* When a project for the endowment of the Oatho.
lic clergy by the British Government waa proposed at
the end of the last century, Pope Pius VII. gave the
following iuatructions to the Irish Bishops, through
the Secretary of Propaganda : =

¢ The Holy Fatber most earnestly desires that the
Irish clergy, continuing to pursue the praiseworthy
line of oconduet hitberto followed by them, shall
scrapulously abstain from seeking for themselves any
temporal advantages ; and that while by word aud
deed they express their unvarying attachment, gra-
tituds, snd gubmission to the British Govercment,
and give atill more sensible proof of their gratitude
for these fre b favours offered to them, they shall
neverthelesg decline to accept them, and thereby
give a bright example of that constant dsinterested-
pess which o becomes the apoatotic z23al of the mi-
nisters of the sanctuary, aud which confers so much
advantage and honoar on the Catholic religion, by
winning for its ministers, in a remarksble degree,
that esteem and respect which render them more
worthy of the reverence and love ot the faithfsl com-
mitted to their spiritual charge.

- ¢ These are precisely the sentiments which our
Holy Fatker hag commanded the Secretary ot Propas
ganda to communioate to you, Rev. Father, that
throogh yeu they may be conveyed without delay to
tbe excellent Metropolitans and Bishops of the king-
dom of [reland.’

“ The same gentiments are repeated, and at much
greater length, in another letter from the Secretary
of Propsganda dated 25th September, 1805.

% 4. That the Bishops are confident that the Ca-
tholica of Ireland will receive with joy this repadiae
tlon of a State endowment for the Irish OChurch, and
that they will never cease to give, without any legal
compulsion, the support which they bhave hitherto
freely and dntifully accorded to their clergy and re-
ligious institutione.

“ 5. That by appropriating the ecolesiastical pro-
perty of Ireland for the benefit of the poor, the Legis.
lature would realize one of the purposcs for which it
was origloally (lestined, and to which it was spplied
in Oatholic times.

¢ Ox NaTi0NAL EDUCATION.

1. The assembled Bishops hereby reaffirm the re.
soluticns in reference to education adopted in a gen-
eral meeting, held by the Bishops of Ireland in Dab.
lin oo the 4th sad following deys of August, 1863,
which are a3 follows : -

%1 (n} That the Bishops of Ireland, agsembled in
obedience to the instructions of the Sovereign Pon-
tiff, and having their atteation particularly directed
by his authority to the National system of education,
reiterate their condemration of the principleon which
that syBtem i3 based—namely, the principle of mixed
education,~as intrinsically unsound, and as unsafe
in practice, ag at variaice with the interests of the
Oatholic religion and dapgerons to the fa.th of their
flocks.

w¢ (h) They objact to the enforcement on the Ca-
tholic people of Ireland of a system in which religion
is anoaturally separated from secular instruction ;
in which the Stata would substitute its ¢wn power
for the authority of the Oatholic Ghurchin respect to
the education of Catholio youth, and, by igoosing
the pastoral rights of the Catholic clergy, would de-
prive education of the only adequate security for its
religious safety which the Oatholic Church can ac~
knowledge.

¢ (¢) That no change in the constitntion of the
body charged with the adwinisiration of a mixed
gyatem of education can compensate for its inberent
defeota or neutzalize ite injurlous action,

5 (¢) That we have learnt, with the greatest sa-
tiefaction, that in the diocesses in which the model
schoola were introducsd or npheld against the authoa
rity of the respective Bishops, the measureg taken to
prevent the attendance of Catbolic children at them
bhave’ been most sueccesful ; that we congratulate
thoee zealons Bishops on that succeas, and on the
fidelity of their clergy and paople.’

¢ (f) That the fiction of a mixed attendance of
COatholics and Protestanta at ordinary National
schools kas been so thoroughly exposed in 8 Parlia-
mentary report 28 to render it quite easy for the
Government to accede tn the legitimate claims
of Oatholics for the recomstrugiion of thnse fre-
quented by Oatbolic children. Those claims are
—that the teachers he (atholice, approved of
by the bishops and priests severally concerned ;
that school bonks such as those compiled by the
Cbristian Brotbers, or like them in tone and apirit
be uged ia those schools ; that the use of religions
emblems in the schools and the arrangement for re-
ligions instroction b= not interfered with ; and that
those schools be inspected only by Catholic inspec.
tors, as in E- gland.

4 (z) That, as it is expedient to have teachers
trained to teach, and a8 such training, being part of
a well-regulated system of education, is acknow-
ledged to be justly chargeable oo the public educa-
tional funds, sn adequate portion of that public
money is due to the Catholic people of Ireland for
the training of Catholic teachers for Jathnlic scbools
receiving aid trom the State ; and that, ag Catholic
teachers cannot have recourse with safety to the
existing training schools, 8 separate establishmect
for Catholica approaved of by competent ecclesias-
tical authority, is necessary, and should be provided
at the public expense ; or Catholio teachers should
be trained and supported at the public expense in
existing Catholic institutions approved of by the Bi-
shop.

w4 (h) That as it is forbidden by the Bishops to
secd Catholic teachers to the existing training
schools, and a8 it is the duty of Catholic parents, in
obedieoce to the instruction of their pastors, to with-
draw their children from existing model schools,
Catholic Oommissioners fail in the respect and ebe-
dience due to ecclesinstical authority if they require
COathelic schoolmastera or induce Calholic pupils to
go for training or edusation to those schools.

# ¢ (i) That we declare it to be the duty of Catho-
lic Commissionera of Nationa! Rducation to use their
utmost eodeavonrs to effect such a fundamental al-
teration in the system ag will allow aid to be granted
for schoola exclasively and avowed'y Catholic, a8 to
teachers, books, and other religious characteristics ;
and that, failing to effect such charge, they ought to
withdraw from a position in which they ¢an beitker
do good mor prevent mischie?,

¢ 1 (j) That we caution our priests against accept-
ing buildiag grants under snch conditions as are con-
tained in leases which the National Board has lateiy
prepared, and against concurring in the acceptance
of granta on those conditions by others.’

% 2, The bishops call particalar attention to the
resolation (@) which declares that the constitation of
the model and training schools evidently conflicts
with the principlen of the Oatbolic Ohureh, and which
enjoins op priests t0 use their best exertions to with~
draw children from them as betog specially denge-
rous. They direct that that resolution be promul-
gated anew in all parishes from which it muy be
spprebended that children would go to those achools ;
and that priesta be again instructed, that it i3 their
imperative duty to ecforce it to the utmost of their
power.

“ 3, They nlso direct that the resolntion of the bi-
ghops asgsembled In May, 1882, regarding t:e traio-
ing of teachars, and of which, in their mesting of
August, 1863, the bishops required a punctusl oba
pervance, be again notified to all Cathelic managers
of national schools.

“ 4. The meeting decides that a petition be seat to
Parliament praying for such a change in tke existing
nationnl eystem of education 83 may sfford to the
Catholica of Ireland all the advantages to which they
are entitied.

The rev. geotleman deposed that he was proceading
down the street in which be resided about 9 o’clock
on the night of the 25th of Seprember, when he met
a drumming party, who rudely pushed him back,
etruck him iu the face and kovocked his bat off. Ho
gave 0o provocation for sech treatment, Otker wit-
negses identifizd the prisoner a3 oze of the persons
who assantted the complaicant. The charge wne
positively denied, snd witnesses were produ-ed for
the defence, who awore thit it was not he, but an-
other person, who committed tbe essault. The ma-
giatrates, however, found him guiltv, and sentenced
him to be imprisoned for two months, and kept to
hard labour. This iz the seversst punishmeat which
they could ioflict, acd thay stated that under ordi.

tence but the town had been disgraced by the pre-
ceedings in which tho vrisoner had been engaged.
The complainant pressed the Bench to mitigate the
ihe punishment, but the application wag refused.

Loip ERNE AND HIS TENANRY —The cattle show
of the Eroe estate at Lifford, which was held [ast
week at Ballindrait, was one of the mos® interesting
that has yet taken place. Lord Erne and eeveral of
the gentry of the neighbouorhood attended. A striking
improvement was noticed in the stock exhibited, and
the beneficial resnlts of the inducements held ont by
the Irish Peasants’ Society of London to improve the
character of the cottage farma and labourers” dwel.
lings was noticed. In brs Lordship's address to hig
tenaniry he announced that next year he would give
further prizes for seamstresses and farm servantg
who bave lived the longest tima in the same employ.
ment, He coogratulated the farmers upoo the pros-
perous barvest they had secured, and the prospect of
obtaining remunerative prices for their produce Hpg
stated that he had never witnessed more comfort,
more cleanliness or B greater appearance of industry
and prosperity than during his visit to bis tenantry,
He was also gratified by their open and friendly re-
ception of him. There was not, he said, a farthing
of arrear due on the estate, and the tenants had laid
out last year in permanent improvements £450. He
referred to a return from his agent, which showed
that in pine years the tenanta bad expended in per«
mspent improvements—such as drainage eub-soiting
fencing, and bcilding—no less than £5900. Hig
Lordship's plan as regarde the society is to contri-
bute double the amount of the farmers” aubscrip~
tions, and he strovgly urged them to give more libe-
rally to it. He aloo advocated the necessity of their
improving the dwellings of their labourers, if they
wiahed 1o retain their services. In order to enconrage
improvements he aliows at once 5 per cen'. uponm
whatever is expended.

't rails a8 against a foreign conspiracy againet
Fepianism, and it fosters sn inroad upon Rome by
those who certainly are more atrangers to the Eteraal
City thao the Feniacs are to [reland. It has preached
up discontent amongat the Roman peonle, but the
Times, like ita strange idal, Garibaldi hag failed to
ind it. There are but twelve thoussnd men in the
Papal army—at least as mapny Garibaldians have
entered tte Papal territory, and these latter bave at
thelr back an army of fifiy thousaad m'u belonging
to the [talinn Givernment. .If the Romang sigh for
the peace snd freedom Garibaldi and the Zumes
preach to thew ~if they writhe so dreadfully, as we
are told, under the oppression of the Pope, why do
they not take advantage of this extraordinary junc-
ture,of this favonrable circumatance. Let the Times
put this case : Suppose the British foree in Ireland
were but twelve thomsand all told-suppose there
were landed on our shores ag many Irish Americans,
with fifty thoussnd United States troops cloge at
hand and looking on with friendly looks and eympathy
that only lacked the shadow of an excase to be con-
verted into belp—would there be as much tranquillity
on the part ot the Irish masses as nn the masses of
Rome ? Even the nudacity of the Times wounld scarce
be up to the mark of an affirmative. Yet the Times
persiets that the Romans are discontented, and that
the Irigh are not, orat leagt ought notto be, disafe
fected ; and it preaches rebellion in Rome, while it
would hang insucrection in Ireland.

Aund yet we hnve in Eogland, Ireland, and Scotland
tundreds of fanatics who maintaio that this eréer of
things ought not to ba disturbed, but who talk very
londly of the priesteraft aud the priestridden people
of other countries. Whoever was the father of
Fenwanism, says the Meelify R gister, its pursing
ggtheg wag most uudoubtedly the Irish Protestant

urch.
