The Queen's Own.
In this week's issue I shall endeavoun to giv*e . you -as full an ac-

counit as my limited time will permit. of the Queen's birthday tnip.of the
regiment to PeterborQ'. Punctually at 8 o'clock on the evening of the
2 3nd inst. the regiment paraded in heavy marching order, with great coats
rolled, and after a short delay moved from the shed up janvis, along
Carlton (passing Lt.-Col. Allan's bouse) and up Yonge to North Toronto
station> reacliing thene at about -9,30. .After giving the express sufficient
stant,. the regiment entered into the long special train, and at ilo, io p.m.
moved off amidst the cheers froni the~ immense thnong assembled to wit-
ness the departur" e of the Ilboys in green." Shortly aften i a.m. thie.train
drew iftto the station at Peterboro', where ri.nging chdèrs froin tht large
crowd, assembled despite the lateness. o f the bout, assuned us- of oui
hearty welcome to their hospitality.

-ýImniediately on the stopping of the train an address of welcome wa
presented to Col. Hamilton by the Mayor, on behaif ôf thé citizens, upor

'the conclueibn of which the regiment feil in and, to. the music of tht
'bànds,* maèéhed to the camp grdunds, followed by hundreds of the towns
people and members of the 57th.

The gray streaks of dawn were visible before any one turned in, anW
,hot more than a couple of bours' sleep could be obtained befone reveillh
soun ded, anid everyone was out polishing and cleaning up for the marct
iotut. About 10.30 the men felt in, and headed by a detachment of cav
alry, stanted for the review grounds. At Ashburnham Road the 57tl
wene drawn up, 250 stnong, and acccompanied the Queen's own to th
grounds. After the feu-de-joie was fired, and three hearty cheens for th
Queen were given, the negiments formed into column and marched past
Ail the movements were exceptionally well performed, considering th<
exceedingly bad condition of the ground. After a bnief test the marci
