
PROTOCOL TO THE INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION FOR THE NORTHESffT
ATLAN<TIC FISHERIE REILTING TO AUMMUT TO THE CONVENTIO 4

The Governments parties to the International Convention for the North-
west Atlantic Fisheries signed at Washington under date of February 8, 1949,<">
which Convention, as amended, is hereinafter referred to as the Convention,
desiring to facilitate the entry into force of amendinents to the Convention,
agree as follows:

ARTICLE I

Article XVII of the Convention is renumbered "Article XVIII" and a ne,"
Article XVII is înserted to read as foilows:

"'ARTICLE XVII

'CI. Any Contracting Government or the Commission may propose
amendments to this Convention to be considered and acted upon bya9
regular meeting of the Commission or by a special meeting of the
Commission called in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 6
of Article II of the Convention. Any such proposed amendment S-l
be sent to the Executive Secretary at least ninety days prior to the
meeting at which it is proposed to be acted upon, and he shaS,
invnediately transmit the proposai to all Contracting Governments
and to ail Commissioners.

"2- A proposed amendmnent to the Convention shall be adopted by th"e
Commission by a three-fourths mai ority of the votes of ail Contract'
ing Governments. The text of any proposed amendment so adoPted
shahl be transmitted by the Depositary Government to ail ç 0 ntractiflg
Governments.

"3. Any amendment shail take effect for ail Contracting Governmnents
one hundred and twenty days following the date on the notification býy
the Depositary Governmnent of receipt of written notification O
approval by three-fourths of ail Contracting Governments unless 8I1y
other Contracting Goverrnent notifies the Depositary Governxllt
that it objects to the amendment, within ninety days of the date orthe
notification by the Depositary Government of such receipt, in whicl'
case the amendment shall not take effect for any Contracting Gover"l
ment. Any Contracting Governnient which has objected to an awierid'
ment may at any time withdraw that objection. If ail objections tO 8'l
amnendment are withdrawn, the amendmnent shall take effect for l
Contracting Governments one hundred and twenty days followiI1g the
date on the notification by the Depositary Goverrnent of receiPt of
the last withdrawal.
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
