When did they decide on the composition of the forces?

Epstein: Then they started on the composifion of the forces.

JK:

They immediately offered to send a regiment. Whom -do they
choose? An outfit called The Quéen's Own Riflesl That 1is
going back to the Empire days. We had-the Highlanders and
the Qﬁeen's Own Rifles and the Prince's Pats. The Egyptians
absolutely>blankly refuéed and 1t took days to organize that.

Finally they agreed thét Canada would supply the logistics.
