The Chairman: If there is to be discussion
as to whether the committee should suspend
its sitting, that matter should be decided with
the Speaker ini the chair. There is no way for
the Speaker to get in the chair unless the
committee gives me permission to rise and
report progress.

Borne hon. Members: Agreed.

Mr. Depuly Speaker: It is my duty, pursu-
ant to provisional standing order 39A, to in-
form the house that the question to be raised
at the trne of adjournment tonight is as fol-
lows: The hon. member for Kootenay West
(Mr. Herridge), finance-effect of United
States tax on inventories of Canadian
products.

Mr. Rynard: Mr. Speaker, I wonder wheth-
er I could ask the govemnment house leader if
he would give us another hall hour, because
we have a meeting of the voluntary health
committee. There is another meeting here to-
morrow, and they have barely started yet.

Speaker, it is not appropriate, in my view, for
parliament to be continually making way for
these associations, no matter how laudable
and fine they are.
