Notwithstanding the obrious expediency and policy of the Union, a disposition to oppose it has
akecady manifested itself, in a part of the population of this Province, of French descent ; who, under

the influcnce of nalional prejudices and unfounded apprehensions, produced by misrepresentations of

the nature, object, and tendency of the measure, will, there is reason (o believe, 1;‘1,/1'0" the Imperial

Parliament against ils adoption.

To counteract the t‘”; ct of repre senlalions,proceeding from this source, and the other means which
may be employed to defeat the measure, it has become necessary  for persons interested in the securi-
Ly, welfare, and prosperity of the Canadas, to unite their efforts, and join in soliciting the Union, which
the interest of all requires.

Under a conviction, that the proposed Union is not less essential, and, perhaps, more necessary for
Upper than for Lower Canada, we are led to infer that your sentiments coincide with our own, as to
the expediency, and necessily of thal measure.

We beg leave, therefore, to communicate to you, hercwith, the Resolutions which have been lately
adopted at a meeting of the inhabitants of this Cily ; and to express awish, that we may have the
advantage of your co-épcration, and that of your friends, in promoting the desired Union.
