! Atlantic City, N.J., July 30.—A ter-
pible railroad catastrophe took place
about two milés out of this city short-
iy after 6.30 o'clock this evening, re-
suiting in the death of 42 people, as far
as now_can be learned, and the wound-
ing of 80 others.

A train left here, consisting of seven
pars over the West Jersey Rallroad,
bearing 'a special excursion of Red
Men' and their friends of Bridgetown,
N.J., and Salem and had reached the
crossing . of the Readin Rallroad,
when it was struck by"%:z 5.40 down
express Arom Philadelphia, demolish-
Ing two cars a_nd telescoping two fol-
lcwing. ¢

The engine of the Reading train be-
came a total .wreck, killing the en-
gineer and tatally injuring the fire-
man, and the car behind it also was
thrown from the track and many of its
occupants killed or injured.

The responsibility for the collision
has not yet been placed, but William
Ihurlow, theé  operator at the Block
Power, situated at the crossing, has
been arreste@ by order of the coroner.

it Was an Awful Wreck.

John Greiner, the engineer of the
MWest Jersey train, saw the Reading
train approaching the crossing at a
swift speed, but as the signals were
open for him to proceed on his way he
continued. His engine had barely
cleared the track of the Reading when
the locomotive of the latter 'iraln,
which left Philadelphia at 5.40 p.m.,
gtruck the first car full in the centre,
throwing it far off the track into a
mearby ditch, and completely submerg-
Ing it. The second car of the West Jer-
ey train wag also carried into the
ditch, the third and fourth cars be-
ing telescoped. The -engine of the Read-
ing train was thrown to the other
side of the track, carrying with it the
first coach,

Many Sealded to Death,

A few minutes after the collision, to
add to, the horror of the situation,the
boller of the Reading locomotive ex-
pioded, scalding several to death and
casting {its boiling spray over many
pf the injured passengers.

As soon as the news reached this
eity, thousands of people flocked to the
pcene, The road leading to the place of
the collision was a constant proces-
Blon of hacks, 'busses, blkes ana ail
kindg of vehicles, while thousands of
pedestrians hurried along the path to
rvender what assistance they could or
10 satisfy their curiosity.

Taking Out thec odies.

Darkness fell quickly and the work
pf rescuing ths injured and taking out
the dead bodies was carried out unaer
the lurid glare of huge boniires. It
Was a gruesome sight presented to on-
lokers as the mangled and burnt foris
of the dead were carried from ' the
Wreckage which bound them and laid
side by side on the gravel bank near
the track with no othsr pall than the

HE STARTS QUT AS AN EXECOTIONER.

G Cllel ks @ Chnge o Di-
charge Disilked Stbordinates.

If 1t All Turns Out Well He Will No Doubt
Cluim the Credit-If the Other Way He
is in a Position to Shift the Respomsi-
bility From MHimself-His Maniiesto
Contalns Cowardly Velled Threats, and
Shows All the Earmarks of the Conse-
quential Little Man.

Montreal, July 30.—(Special.)—Hon.J.
I. Tarte has iesued the following,which
speaks for itscif: :

“Put this question to the ratepayers
of the Dominion:

‘“Most of the departments of the
Civil Service are crowded with useless
employes,

‘““I'hese employes, who may be honest
people, but whom the departments do
no; require, must be notitied without
delay that their services are no longer
wanted.

“Qur opponents will raise a cry of
persecution and tyranny. il

‘*“I'hey have already commenced that
song.

*“I'o speak only of the Deparment of
Public Works, which is'in my charge,
and for which 1 Am responsible, this
is what I have done: 1 summoned be-
fore me the chiefs of the various
branches of the service, and I told each
one of them. to make out a list of the
employes whom they do not require,
or do not deserve, because of their con-
duct, to be maintained in their posi-
tions. These lists have been placed be-
fore me with detailed reports. I have
acted upon these reports.

“In the town of Sorel alone more
than 70 men have had to leave the Gov-
ernment workshops or ottices. »

“At Ottawa in the offices and work~
shops of my department,about 120 per-
sons will cease tiguring on the pay lists
after Aug. 1.

“I repeat it: The action which I
have resolved on taking is baged upon
the reports of the heads of the various
branches,to whom I have left for.the
moment the full responsibility of the
selection which has been made.

‘“The heading which I have given
this article deserves the attention of
all men of good faith. 1s the Govern-
ment a hospital or a house of rest ?In
other words,is it the duty of the Gov-
ernment to keep in its employ hun-
dreds and thousands of persons whose
services are not necessary to .the ad-
ministration of affairs ? Ig it right to
tax commerece, industry and the work-
ing classes to feed a veritable army
of public servants ?

“I have not made a single distissal
for political cause.. I do not bind my+
self not to make any. I simply state
that I have not made ani. A state
employe who plunges into the electoral
melee naturally takes the risk of be-
ing dismissed if the party which he is
fighting reaches power. If his party
triumphs he may expect to be reward-
ed by more rapid promotion,

‘““The ordinary civil employe who
minds his business follows the ordin-
ary routine through which he must go
before reaching the higher offices.

“In spite of the short time which the
new ministers have had at their dispo
gal since their accession to office, they
have ascertained that great reforms
are needed. To accomplish them they
need the help of public opinion. Eight-
een years of power, wielded too often
by men without scruples, have enger-
dered intolerable abuses. Mr. Laurier
and his colleagues are ready to re-
medy these. (Sgd.) J. I. TARTE.”

WATER THE CONDUCIOR!

How a Nightwatehman at Springfield, 0.,
Lost His Life From an Elecetrie
Shock.

Springfield, Ohio, July 30—~The worst
storm that has visited thisg vicinity in
years occurred about 6 o’clock last
evening. The financial loss will amount
to $50,000. For three hours all the elec-
tric lights were out, street car traf-
fic was stopped and telegraphic com-
munication was suspended. Sikteen
houses were unroofed and otherwise
damaged. Henry Dipple, a night
watchman, threw some water on a fire
discovered in a frame house and the
electricity from a crossed wire passed
through the water and killed him, At
Lawrenceburg, Tremont, St, Paris and
other small places northwest of here
damage wag done to bulldings of all
kinds.

A Chute Beat Crushes Imto a Skiff With

Knoxville, Tenn,, July 80.—Threg peo-
ple were killed and drowned and &
fourth seriously injured in an accident
at Lake Ottossaee, an outing resort
three miles from Knoxville, this_after-
noon.

A Vessel Blown Up in the Harbor With
the Object of Showing How the City 1s
Protected With Submarine Mines—The
General Ilumination Was Splendidiy
Gotten Up and the Summer Carmival
Was a Complete Success.

Halifax, N.S., July 30—One of the
greatest features of the carnival pro-
gram was the harbor fllumination to-
night. It began shortly after dark and
was on a magnificent scale. It was a
whole carnival in itself. - Electricity,
fireworks, Chinese lanterns, gas, bon-
fires, electric gearchlights, ship’s lan-
terns and everything that could make
a spark or a glimmer contributed to
the displaly. 7The opening overture
was a salute from the heavy guns in
the fort on George’s Island. The first
gun was fired at 8.30 o'clock and In-
stantly 600 lighted balloons were re-
leased from a barge in the lurb?r and
made a beautiful picture in the ascen-
sion. Sgme of these were 26 feet long
and thelr Use was a new idea in illum-~
fnation. The torch Wwas applied to the
first bonfire on the harbor shores aur-
ing the time the balloon ascensions
were taking place and nine other bon-
fires, ranging along the Eastern snore
from Fort Clarence to Black Rock,
were fired in short succession there-.
after. The first display of fireworks
then took place from the lumber yards,
a second occurred from a point In the
cenire of the harbor,- and after the
procession of flluminated craft had
been formed and got in motion, and &
third display took place at the same
‘time upon the return of the illumin-
ated procession, after rounding  the
ships of war moored off the dockyard,
The- grand pyrotechnic dispiay con-;
sisted of Roman candleg massed to-:
gether fired at one and the same time,
fil'ing the atmosphere with stars and
rings of gold, red, green, crimson, am-
ber, and azure; Phoenix batteries,
which displayed colored balls of every
shade, afterwards turning to a second
battery containing nests of fiery ser-
pente; golden fountains, discharging
immense gold and silver showers, re-
sembling a fountain of .living fire,
mines assorted in varieties of flor-
al serpents; meteoric golden spray,

Cleveland’s Proclamation Warning Ameri-
cans Against Filibustering in Caba.

Washington, July 30.—The President’s
warning proclamation as to Cuban fili-
bustering s understood to be one of
the results of Secretary Olney’s rec-nt
vigit to Gray Gables and is thougnt to
be in some measure, at least; the an-
swer of the administration to the p=-
tittons and complaints against Spain’s
treatment of Americans in Cuba which
continually pour in upon the State De-
partment. Many of these nhave con-
tained pleas of ignorance of th+ laws
under which the suspects were arrest-
ed and imprisoned, and it has appar-
ently been deemed advisable to leave
American citizens no longer in doubt
as to the protection they may expect
if they go so far in their sympathies
as to violate United States Bstatutes.

A Five Million Dollar Bridge s Necessary
to Satisfy the ¥ 'y U t
—Those Landslide Claims Again.

Quebec, July 30.—A deputation head-
ed by the Mayor ‘walted on Hon, Mr,
Laurler this afternoon with the ob-
ject of, bringing the attention of the
Federal Government to the dflapidat-
ed state of Quebec fortification walls,
which are falling to decay, and alsoto
propose arrangements by which the
city would have control of the Espla-
nade, once a military parade ground,
and now a disgraceful and unkempt
vacant lot in the heart of the city. Mr.
Laurier said that immediate atten~
tion would be given to.-the Federal
Government property in the city of
Quebec, which has cost ‘so much
money to the country and to tha Home
Government.« Ag for the Esplanade,
the Government will keep control of
the property, but instructions will be
{ssued to have it kept in good order as
a public place.

Referring to the Champlain-street
landslide, the Premier sald that the
Supreme Court and odther tr.bunals
had already ‘decided - against such
claims, but as it was a question cf
equity rather than a question of law
he would submit the matter to the
Cabinet at. its first meeting for con-
sideration. :

The delegation then brought up the
question of the fast line of steamers,
Ald. Roy thought that, as far as Que-
bec was concerned, a fast line of
steamers was not so urgently neceded
as a bridge across the River St, Law-
rence, to connect the various railways
at this point. Hon, Mr. Laurler agreed
that a bridge at Quebec was far more
important from the commercial point
of view than a line of fast steamers.
This question will be made the subject
of a very influential delegation at Ot-
tawa in the near future. Estimates for
the construction of a bridge at Que-
bec have been made from $2,5600,000 to
$5,600,000.
