A foretaste of his responsibilities un-
der the day labor plan has already
been afforded. ‘

The work of clearing away the debris
from the top storeys was being carried
on to-day by a force of about 170 men.

“their engagement was suggestive of

THE OFFICIAL REPORT,

Mr, Ewart, Acting Chief Architect
of the Public Works, made his report
to the Minister of the official investiga-
tion into the circumstances surround-
ing the fire, In the main it pieces
with the reports published in the news-
papers. The spread of the fire ig at-
tributed to lack of water pressure in
the attic of the building, the inflam-
mable nature of the structure and the
unacquaintance of the city firemen
with the premises. Mr. Ewart points
out that attempts to cut a section of
the roof away as a fire breach were
made, but were ineffectual because the
roof was a double one. As to the
frozen hydrant on the grounds it is
shown that it would have availed but
little as a water supply, being fed from
the tank in the west tower, which algo
supplies the hydrants in the corridors,
while those dispersed on the grounds
are said to be for grass watering pur-
poses only. The apliances in the
builidng were never intended to eope
“unalded” with a considerable fire, the
assistance of the -city brigade being
always counted upon. Mr. Ewart, in
conclusion, finds that the staff of the
Public Works Department did its duty,
in short “that nothing which could be
done under the difficult circumstances
was left undone.”

The Cabinet will decide on Friday as
to the precise manner in whioch the
Western Block will be restored.

EVIDENCE RESUMED.

The Crown, in resuming the case this
morning, tried to establish the fact
that the prisoner had been seen in
company with the deceased at about
8 o'clock on the evening of her ‘death;
also to prove the“identify of the npw
famous trunk and the finding of the
stopper of the bottle on the.road; and
the discovery of the bottles in the
deceased’s room. .To do this Frank
and Jamesg Albert Tough, brothers of
the dead girl, were called. Both now
swope positively that they saw their
sister in company with Hammgopd
shortly after 8 o'clock on the fatal
night. Frank told how he found two
bottles under the mattress on her bed
after the body had been brought
home. He identifled the trunk produc-
ed as his, but which his sister was us-
ing while she was in Toronto. He
further said that when he asked the
prisoner if he and his sister were mar-
ried he (the prisoner) sald they were
not, but that she was married to a man
named James, whom he was acquaint-
ed with,

JAMES ALBERT WAS SURE,

James Albert wgs sure he saw his
sister with Hammond that night. The
prisoner also denied In witnesses’ pres-
ence that he was with Kate that
night. The finding of the stopper of
the bottle on the road was also told
of by this witness, Both the Tough
brothergs admitted they had strong
feelings against the prisoner, and had
expressed themselves to the effect that
they would like to put a rope around
his neck.

Under the severe cross-examination
of Mr. Johnston, they both contradict-
ed themselves, and it was necessary
for the judge to caution Frank to be
careful what he was saying. There
are many discrepancies in their evi-
dence to-day with that given by them
at the inquest and preliminary trial.

Frank also admitted that he kept
a watch on his sister, as he expected
she was hearing from Hammond.

THE MARRIAGE,

Rev, George Whitman of Buffalo,
N. Y., was called to prove the marriage
of the prisoner to the deceased. This
witness affirmed. Mr. Johnston ad-
mitted the marriage, but the marriage
certificate was produced and, read, It
showed that the prisoner, under the
name of ‘William Thomas Janes;” was
married to Miss K. E. Tough at Buf-
falo on Nov. 19, 1§95.
