INGALLS ON RAILWAY MERGERS.

In a New York advice. President 
(Ingalls of the Big Four is quoted as 
saying that the tendency towards .the 
merging of the great railroad systems 
must stop some time and that in his 
judgment that time has arrived. He 
said. "You see we cannot tell how am­
bitious our Caesar will be. If the 
merging of railroads should be carried 
to what apparently is its logical conclu­
sion, one man would be at the head of 
all the roads In the United States. The 
government would then be forced to 
step in and assume ownership and con­
trol. That contingency I would regard 
as nothing short of a public calamity.

"The purchase of the Burlington by 
Hill, in my opinion, was a mlsrake. 
It resulted in the Northern Pacific 
panic. That deal sowed the first seeds 
of suspicion in the minds of the people. 
As an outsider, the purchase of the 
Burlington appears to me to have been 
unnecessary. As far as the policy of 
consolidation has gone, I believe It 
generally will benefit both the public 
and the investor.
