tario. They ask for a lighthouse on 
main Ducks and a fog signal on False 
Ducks. Several wrecks occurred there 
last season. Owing to a strong local 
magnetic attraction there steering by 
compass ls exceedingly dangerous,and 
a red light ls asked for to distinguish 
it from other lights.

Magnetic attraction ls stronger than 
at any point on the great lakes.
