Col. Wm. L. De Lacey, a prominent

He was a member 
of the bar, and served In the civil 
war. The following statement, writ­
ten by him, was found on his bureau:

“To whom it may epneem: What I 
am about' to do, 1 do with a full re­
alization that it Is my end. I don’t 
•quite like the way of doing it I would 
rather go by some other hand.

"For the past two years I have 
moralized, contemplated and finally de­
termined upon this course, i had 
thought nature e’er this would have 
become exhausted, but I seem to have 
too much of the elements of nature; 
I am like the old gambler who simp­
ly got tired of the game and. quit. 
Life is but a game and I am tired of 
It and quit, so please spread the 
mantle of charity over me.

“I do this in a perfectly sane and 
sober moment, without knowledge or 
thought of where I am going; I had 
no thought of this world before I 
came into it. and I have no idea of 
.the next. .Theories count nought for 
me, I neither believe in transmigra­
tion, trans-substantiation, nor trans-' 
figuration. I am not an orthodox.

"I believe in a creation' and a crea­
tor. But who He is, what He is, or 
where He is, I know npt, and I don’t 
believe that anybody else does. He 
Is too great for my humble mind to 
grasp. I humbly ask the forgive­
ness of those whom It may fall upon 
to look after my carcase and put It 
(beneath the ground.

“There Is no need of charging this 
to any one except myself. I alone 
am responsible. I owe no apology to 
a human being, except perhaps to 
those whom I may owe a dollar, and 
they, I think, will forgive me. In 
the past few weeks I have developed 
a homicidal mania, but rather than 
commit homicide, I prefer suicide.

"So good-bye.
"(Signed)

But the most sweeping condemnation 
of the Ross rifle is contained in the re­
port of Major Helmer, Inspector of 
musketry, upon a series of tests made 
with that arm at Petawawa Camp last 
August. As a result of these specially 
ordered tests, Major Helmer finds that 
for all practical purposes the rifle was 
accurately sighted, 
when the test of magazine Are 
applied under practical conditions that 
the rifle signally failed. With deliberate 
use the cartridges Jammed and the ex­
tractor failed to tvork.

The test was to be made of firing 
five shots each at four ranges, the five 

1 men advancing in skirmishing line. 
When the third range was reached the 
sights became so heated that even 
hardened hands could not handle them. 
Some of the micrometer rings of the 
sights were so bound that they would 
not turn and firing at four ranges had 
to be abandoned.
