Select Party of Guests Inaugurate
@ New Hostelry on the Lake
of Bays.

The Wawa is open. Wawa, accord-
ing to Cy Warman, learned in Indian
lcre, means “‘wild goose,” but in mod-
ern terminology it stands for a beau-
tiful hotel on Norway Point, Lake of
Bays, Muskoka district, which hotel

was officially declared open by G. T.
Bell, general passenger and ticket
agent of the Grand Trunk Railway,
on Saturday. ,

To make this declaration Mr. Bell
journeyed up to the hotel, having sent
up in advance of him a large party of
railway officials, newspaper men,
journalists and others “under the care
of H. R. Charlton, advertising agent
of the Grand Trunk, and J. D. Mec-
Donald, D.P.A. The others included
T. P. Phelan, president of the Canada
Rallway News Company, which built
the hotel; Cy Warman, who named
itd ,and George Gouinlock, who design-
ed it.

The party left Toronto early Satur-
day morning, arrived at Huntsville
shortly after 7 o'clock, and from
Huntsville traveled by the steamers
of the Huntsville and Lake of Bays
Navigation Company thru Fairy Lake,
Peninsular Lake, over the portage in
the “Hot Tomall,” most weird and
wonderful of rallway systems and by
steamer again down the Lake -of
Bays to the hotel. -

Both the Lake of Bays and the
Wawa have to be seen to be appre-
clated. North Ontario, the land of
beautiful lakes, has no lake more
beautiful than the Lake of Bays, and
on the Lake of Bays there can be
found no more beautifill place than
Norway Point. From the front of the
hotel one looks over a broad stretch
of water with the heights of the main
land as distant back ground. In the
middle distance are islands clothed in
the thousands green tints of the south
so that as light or shadew falls now
on this point' and now on that the
landscape is ever changing and ever
new. At the back of the hotel one
looks down a wide stretch of eight
miles, a broad channel thru forest cov-
ered hills.

In the midst of all thls rugged
beauty, the guests of the hotel have
all the advantages and comforts of
modern civilization. Large comfort-
able verandahs and lounge rooms, and
bedrooms, twenty-two of which have
private baths, baths in every corridor,

PRESIDENT CREELMAN HOME

President of 0.A.C. Tells of Europeam

Agriculture.

GUELPH, July b.—(Special).—Presi-
dent G. C. Creelman of the Ontario Ag-
ricultural College; has returned from
a trip thru Europe. He went to study
agricultural conditions in the old womld.

In reply to the one important ques-
tion as to how Canada ranks with the
European countries in advanced agri-
culture, Mr. Creelman stated that there
were some departments in which Can-
ada ranked ahead, and in others they
could take lessons from the Europeans.

‘What surprised him most, he said,
in all the countries visited, was the
thoroness of the system of farmers
with conrparatively small farms to use
every foot of avallable land. They have

too, a better system of arranging their

crops, and in some of the countries
visited land used for thousands of
years was still fresh and fertile thru
the use of fertilizers and the proper
arrangement of crops.

In other districts sections of land
were to be found where crops are
grown all the year round, so well do
they understand their land and the
methods of crop production.

Asked in what departments of agri-
culture Canada excelled, the president

explained that Canada held the great
advantage in the use of machinery,
which is, of course, to some extent ne-
cessary where there are such large
farms.

In England and particularly Italy

as well as the other countries visited,
Mr. Creelman explained that machin-
ery was not used on account of the
cheapness of labor.

JUNE BUG WINS.

Curtiss Aeroplane Makes Successful
Flight.

HAMMONDSPORT, N.Y., July 4—In
the first official aeroplame test ever
made in America Glenn F, Curtiss, in
The June Bug, won the scientific Am-

erican trophy at Stonybrook farm at
7 o'clock this evening, covering the
required distance, one kilometre, In 1
minute 16 seconds. Not only did he
make the flight ¢f a kilometre, but
exceeded it by 600 yards, The descent
was made easily and not the slightest
injury was done to the aeroplane.
